No such
revolution could bo accomplished without
fraud and violence.

Mr. Henderson (Rep.. Iowa) read a letter
from a friend of hlslwlioso name ho declinedtogivol mentioning five counties In Western
Tennessee where wholesale fraud and vio-
lence had been committed by tbo Democrats
In 1S8K
.Mr. Patterson entered a general denial of
this charge. The Republican party assumed
that every negro wns a Republican, and that if
his vote were not counted for tho Republican
party there must be fraud and violence That
was an entire mistake, if thore had been
fraud, it had Its origin in these Federal election
laws.

supremacy. This was a question, con-
tinued Mr. Patterson, which dominated any
economic question. The Republican party by
Its legislation had succeeded in drawing the
color line, and so far as the white peopln of the
South were concerned It was a sectional line.
The Republican party would never he able by
organizing the negroes into a party to dominate
one of the Southern States. As long as thatkept up tho race Issue the Anglo-Saxon- s

would stand as one man and one party. As
long as the color lino was maintained the
whito people would maintain their supremacy.
He thought that tli remedy would be iuund
in the Australian ballot system. If that
were adopted thousands ol negroes in the
South would voto tho Democratic ticket, and
thousands of wlilto men who now voted with
tho Democrats would bo foundlvoting with tho
Republicans. Let there be kept nway from
the polls the army, tho supervisors, the
marshals, and let evory citizen, whether he be
black or white, go Into a booth and determine
by himself for whom ho would vote.

in response to n question by Mr. Dalzell. Mr,
Patterson said that If the alternative wore
given hlraofaccepting unlimited negrosuffrugn
or lim.ting representation he would ohoose
tho latter. In conclusion ho declared that the
I o.leiiii Election laws should be eternally re-
pealed.

Mr. MoCall (Rep,. Mass.) opposod the bill.

He accepted them us a declaration that New
York was th swivel ot Democracy, and, with
the sympathy of friends and tho attacks of
onem in- -, the people of New York hoped always
to be so fortunate. Tho State of New York had
given a model to the Unitod States in her reg-
istration und election laws. It was her laws
thnt had been Imitated by othor States.
The last and greatest measure by which fraud
In elect ions had been stamped out in the State
of New York was that whn.li compelled tho
counties of tli State to accept tho same laws
which the city of Now ork had voluntarily put
upon Itself. Notwithstanding tho sneers of Its
one lies, the city of New Vork stood high in
education. When it was wanted to Dad tho
ignorant portion of Now York State tlie
boundaries of New York city must be
crossed. He was not troubled about the
effect of tbo I'o.lcal Election laws in
New York. Th ubanlute disgust of the
rospectnble peopl of New York at tho opera-
tion of these laws under Davenport was euch
that, for evory I lemoctatic voter that was driven
away from the poll, two Republicans either
voted the Democratic ticket or stayed away
from the ballot box. Th reform of the lec-
tion methods had come about by state laws,
under the construction of State courts. He
asked, in behalf of New York State, thatthe Fed-
eral election law should he repealed. They
were absolutely unconstitutional, and almost
as unconstitutional as they wero Infamous.
IAppluiise.1 The country was y enjoying
th" blessings of a Ireu government handed
down to it by tho fathers of the repub-
lic.

t ongress. It appears to be generally under-
stood that the result will bo reached during
the coming weok. ae tho tlmo Intervening be-

tween now and Oat. 10 Is to bo consumed by
"legitimate debate." Many of the Senators
and Renresentativos are at the World's Fair,
and at other resells of rest and pleasure, ns is
the practice whenever n prolonged dlsous-slo- n

Is ponding In Congress. In spito of
the appeals so frequently made for fr? dis-

cussion of tlie various questions which are
brought up for consideration, very few votes
aro changed by the arguments presented,
even by the most distinguished debatera in
either House. Tho records show that is a
general rule tho members of Congress come
to Washington with their minds mndo up ns to
how they Intend to voto on all great national
questions. They nro regular In tholr
attendance until tho lines for the de-

bate are drawn: then, if the dlsousslon
promises to take a wide range, thoso who
do not intend to participate arrange their
pairs to leave tho city, taking the precaution
to Informthe " whip" of their respective par-
ties whtirn thoy may be found by telegraph It
needed In an emergency. There is an unlim-
ited line of precedent in this direction: still,
there are a fow members more conscientious
than tholr associates, who leol It incumbent
upon them to remain constantly on duty
throughout tho session.

The discontinuance of the after-
noon receptions to the public la not the only
change in the White House rules sinco Presi-

dent Cleveland's return from Clrny Cables.
Heretofore there has been a privileged class of
visitors to tho while House. Tins class in-

cludes Senators and Representatives, public
oftlolals generally, and all persons of distinc-
tion from places oulslde of Washington.
Charley Loonier, who lias stood nt tlio Presi-
dent's door since tho time of ilrniit. knew
them nil. and invariably allowed them
free entry. His powers of discrimina-
tion nro provorbial. und It Is said of
him that hohas never In bis long career

to the President's presence any person
whose position or standing did not such
action. He stands at the door of tho Cabinet
room, and no one is permitted to enter tbo
President's office by that route without his
consent. Heretofore lie was allowed to exor-
cise his discretion In tho admission of callers,
but now tlie only persons whonre permitted to
pass his door at the head of the stairs aro tho
eight members of the Cabinet, and persons in
their company. Whereas his duty formerly was
to facilitate tho entry or members of Congross.
It now is to keep them out as far as the old
route is conoerned, and Mr. Lewis, another
usher. Is assigned to tho duty of assisting Inm
insoelng that no one except members of tho
Cabinet are allowed access to the President
through tho Cabinet room. All othor visitor
are rolerred to Private Secretary Thnrber. and
they must make their business known to him
before they can see tho President. He deter-
mines iu all instances whether the case is
one that calls for n personal intervlow witli
the President and the result is that the latter
Is spared the loss of much time that otherwise
might be wasted in listening to idle talk. Mr.
Tliurber knows the President's wishes In this
matter and Is not at all likely to Interfero with
uny meeting thut might be necetsary or ac-
ceptable to the President. Tlie privileges of
members of (.'ongress aro not very much cur-
tailed. They can always socuronn Interview
with the President when it Is absolutely nec-
essary, but It frequently happens that their
business nt the White House can be transacted
just as well with Mr. Thurbor. They fre-
quently think it Is necessary to see the Presi-
dent but a short talk with Mr. Thurbor con-
vinces them that tho object in view can be
attained just ns easily by application to the
head of the department to which It relates.
Therofore. under the new regime, no one out-
side of the Cabinet is permitted to enter the
President's oftice when he Is there unless be
can satisfy Mr. Thnrber that his business jus-
tifies an audience with the President. In this
way tho President Is kept free from bores, nnd
is able to devote more tlmo for the considera-
tion of the manifold duties of his office.

When tellers are called for in the House tho
two members designated as tellers stand ono
on ouch side of the middle ni-l- o in front of the
Speaker's desk. The other day Oen. Sickles
and Uen. Stone of Kentucky, who (ought on
opposing sides during the rebellion, and each
of whom lost a leg In the struggle, met
in front of the tellers and both tried to get
through the narrow way nt the same
time. Their crutches clashed together,
ami there waa a blockade. Each stepped
back for the other as quickly as
his crutches would permit, and then each
stepped forward again to avail himself of the
courtesy offered by the other. So they mot
again in the narrow pass. Then one bucked
oft to the tight and the other to the left Kach
raised a crutch in the air as a salute, nnd they
shook hands and wont back to their seats. A
minute or two later lien. Sickles sent his
crutch through the tollers in the bunds ot a
page to be counted as a vote.

A bill introduced in tho Senatejtho other day
by Mr. Hill of New York provides for the rec-
ognition of the services of tbo mon who want
to the front during the war in tho capneity of
telegraph operators, and who. although they
may have served all through the great strug-
gle, frequently exposed to the dangers of war
and engaged In the most hazardous of under-
takings, have never been classlflod as soldiers
or enlisted men. The bill provides that all
persons engaged in tho operation and con-
struction of military telegraph lines dm ing t he
war ot the rebellion are declared to have been
a part or the army of the United States, and
the Secretary of War is directed to prepare a

.roll of such persons, and to issue to each upon
application, unless It shall appenr that his
service was not creditably performed, a certif-
icate of honorable discharge reciting tlie act
and the term and rhnracterof tho service.
Tlie bill oxpressly provides that it shall not be
construed to enticlo ttie persons mentioned to
any pay. allowance, bounty, or pension other
than that herotoforo recalvod by i hem.

WAsnixiiToN, Rapt. 30. The House Commit-
tee on Danklns and Currency to-d- continued
Its henrlnss upon tho measures pendins on its
calendar- - representative Mcl.niirin of South
Carolina spoke in favor of his joint resolution
providing for the Issue of $125.00(1.000 of ad-

ditional Treasury notes, the preamble declar-
ing that $'25.0O0,O0O of the previous Issues
are lost or destroyed and are to bo charmed off
on tho books of the Treasury.

Mr. Mel.aurln beenn by n lone account of
the situation in his own State, which had suf-
fered from a lack of currency. In the course
of this part of his statement he proscntoti for
the information of th committee a $5 certifi-
cate issued by the Columbia Clearing; House
nnd based upon securities approved by the
Clearlnc House committee of the valuo of
$7.50 deposited with them for the redemption
of the certificate, Ho said that the recent
money stringency wns due to the snlo of

tilted states certificates held abroad.
This being true, he asserted it was un-

wise and dangerous for the Unitod States
to invite Investments of foreign capi-
tal. He plaoed the foreign bondhold-
er upon the same basis as a Chinese,
against whom it is chnrgod that ho did not
seek to become a part of the people of this
country, but as soon as he accumulated what
would be a competence in his native country
he carried it away with him.

"Tho foreign capitalist does not evon come
to this country." Interjected a member of the
committee.

Tlie remedy for the trouble, Mr. MoLnurin
argued, was to give to tho people a sufficient
volume of domestic money to do business nnd
maintain value, without dependence upon
any foreign investor

Mr. ."Me l an i m suid. In answer to a rjuestion
bv Mr. Warner as to how this money was to
bo made available, that tho Idea be bad when
tho resolution was Introduced was that tho
tSeeretury of tlio Troasury should deposit it In
the banks of the ISoiitli and West, so as to as-
sist in the movement of the wheat and cot-
ton crops. That Idea hud originated in his
knowledge of tho fact that in cases of money
famine iu Wall street the (iovernment had
deposited fund ( In tlie New York banks to re-
lievo their distress, and lie could see no rea-
son why tho other sections of the country
should not be favored in the same way.

Chairman sprlngor said that olflcial advicos
were i hat thero would be a deficiency In tho
Treasury this year of 160,000,000. and that
$25,000,000 of bonds are now due and parable
at the option of the (Iovernment, mnklnga
place for $76,000,000 of tho money, liesldes
this, tho Secretary of tho Treasury has testif-
ied nefore tho ('ommittee on Ways and Means
that the balances In the Treasury were too low
for a successful administration of the (iovern-
ment 0 nances. Thero ought to be. he said,
fifty millions of cash at the disposal of the
Treasurer.

The committee then adjourned until Tues-
day next, when IteDresentatlve Hsvls of Knn-sa- s

will be heard upon his bill to Issuo Treas-
ury notes in amount erjual to national bank
circulation retired, and to Issue fractionalcurrency.

HEWS OF THK NATY.

One ol Ihe Obstacle In Promotion Removed
The ('. or Knstlnrer Mlntser.

Washington-- , Heiit. HO. Naval officers are
meeting witli more obstnoles In the wnr of
promotion than the navy has ever before
known. Ail grades Men to encounter some
trouble, and to-l- ay a case came out which ex-
tends tho list to tho Engine Corps. So far
the chaplains havo cmtapod, but this mar be
duo to tho fact thnt they are not suhjeoted to
examinations. There aro already before the
I'resldent tlio cases of several officers who
have been roported upon unfavorably by
examining Hoards, but where there are
thought lo bo mitigating circumstances which
may let somo of them through. The case of
Commander Johnson was the most important,
and on its disposition hung the promotion of
three Commanders who have passed their ex-
aminations tint have been deprived of com-
missions as Captains for six months or more.
Tlie Stevenson case keeps u number of offlcors
below him out of promotion who are getting
irritable because of tho failure of the depart-
ment to make some final disposition of it. The
case of Commander Johnson was flnatlr actedupon by tho I'resldent this afternoon, behav-
ing approved the report ol his i'.xatninlng
Hoard recommending the promotion to tbograde of Captain. Action was taken by the
President once before on tlio ense. but It was
adverse to Johnson, nnd tho llndinan of tlio
llrst Hoard were sent back for reconsideration.

Commander Johnson was examined by a
Hoard, Which unanimously urged bis Dronio-tio-

The report was approved by tho Secre-tary nnd forwaided to the President, and it
was expected that Johnson's appointment ns
Captain would bo sent to the Sonata. The
I'resident. however, never takes tho report of
a Hoard on tho promotion of an officer as final
when there is any doubt of ills Qiiailtlcatlons
for advancement, and began a search Into the
records of the department on Johnson's
career In the service. lie found that in
the medical reports there were several entries
of alcoholism against Commander Johnson,
and in some instances he had been sent to
hospitals for treatment. Un these he based
his objections to promoting him. nnd directed
a second Hoard to inquire further Into bis rec-
ord. This Hoard made a searching inquiry,
anil ended by unanimously passing Johnson
Hie second time. The Secretary approved the
llndings arid forwardod them to the ire lent
two months ago, but they remained unacted
on until Ihe report whs accom-
panied by ii. statement from the Hoard
that, while tlie medical records showed that
Johnson has been treated for Intoxication sev-
eral tltnes.it was not while he waBonduty.
and. as his war record was line and his service
in the navy good, be was qualified for promo-
tion. The President was in ioubt. however,
and held the matter up for a good while. Frank
Jones of New Hampshire and other friends of
Johnson interceded in his tiohalf, and the
President decided to let him through.

The latest case to come out Is that of Passed
Assistant liigiueer William A. Jlintr.er. who
was examined at Philadelphia for promotion
lo the grade of Chief Kugineor. found pliysi-eall- y

drsqualilled. und later ordered to appear
before the II. tiring Hoard here. This Hoard
took issue with the Philadelphia Hoard, and

that Minister was physically aide to
perform Ids professional duties, and should be
advanced. The department had nothing else
to do but to ordor him before the Promotion
Hoard of doctors of this city, which corrob-
orated the llndings of the first Hoard, and
held thut morally and physically Mintzer is
disqualified.

If such a person exists, lias certainly
kept himself well out of sight. Solonum Jones
appears at no stngo In the transaction, nor in
court. It Is not contradicted thnt until tlie
trial of this action nobody concerned In this
transaction, except Adolph Cohun. hud any
knowledge but thut Isaac Wolf was Solomon
Jones."

"Well. I don't think so." was the answer
thnt Wolf gave ut the trial when asked if lie
bad been introduced iu the transaction as Sol-
omon Jones.

The ease having been dismlssod Justice
Truax. n hill of costs of SltlH.ti4 was taxed up
against the same old Solomon Jones. The
execution was given to the Sheriff, who re-
ported that he was unable to llud such an In-

dividual after diligent inquiry. Mr. I.eavln-trltt- ,
believing that Isaac Wolf was none other

than Solomon Jones, got an order for tho ex-
amination of Solomon Jones In supplementary
proceedings, and served the order on Wolf,
before Judge Ingruham Wolf appeared and
protested that he was not Solomon Jones, anil
could not be oxpocted to pay tho costs of th it.
