They have
bred the vice of pauperlsm even more
theu they have nourlshed the needy in a
particular smergency, They have attracted
the bummers, the loafers, and the maliu-
gorers to the communities, and theso have
crowded out the really and honestly desti-
tute poor and eaten up the charity pro-
vided for them. Under this plan human
beings are treated like hogs. It destroys

The Tribune takes the view that the late
Chicago Parllament of Rellrions has served
nuseful purposs, in Lhat ** it has proved that,
however axcollent the other great religions
may be,nond however adapted they nay be
to the peoples thut nceept them, Christian-
ity holds a place of supremacy in a vivillza-
tlon which s itself ineomparably superlor
to any other civilization that the world has

The amendment which they ree-
ommend ought not to be adopted, and will
not bu. JFolygamy is already prohihited by
Inw under the Constitution. It is the duty of
the Legislatures of the Btates to enact laws
prascribing the conditions of marriage mnd
ivoree; and these conditions are prescribed
in evory Stateof the Union. The copstitutional
amendment proposad Is not necded, and the
suggestion of it Is foollsh.
