Bavaxsan, Oct, 4.—To-day oleven naw cases
of yollow fever in lrunawick were reported
and one death. This givesa total of ninety-
thres casen under treatment and of Nfteen
deatha up to date, The percontage of denths
isthe smallest evor known, being less than
ten per cont. The total number of oases to
dato has been, necording to the ofMelal re-
porta, 141k

has beson one of the most prominent physiclans
In fghting the plugue; Thomas Larentzon,
I Davis,and Diane Uriges, white; W. Tim-
mons, Diek Allen, W, Johnson, Venus Wheelor,
Janedones, Willlam Avdrows, and Julia Jones,
colorod.  Timothy + Hennipen, white, who
nursed J. It Mullor, who dled. was the death
reported. An Infant also diod acd was report-

el to have had yellow fever, but the attending
