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SUBRURBAN OHESTNUT YREES

Ktallaas Crowd the Sehooiboys Hard tn the
Gathering of the Nnts,

Yan Courtlandt Park Is richer In nut-bearing
treon of many kinds, and especially in chest-
nuta, than all the sther publio parks combinad.
Itssoma thatin areglon of stona fences the
chontnut tross usunlly endure into advanced
old aga. Now that part of Weatchoster county
immediately adjoining New York oity Is &
reglon of stone fences, and thare probably
never was a time when the grend for ohest-
nut posts and rails, ao prized elsewhers,
brought about the early dastrustion of
the ohestnut trees. A cheatnut grove In
many parta of the United States {a walu-
able molaly becausns of the number of cheatnut
ralla it will producs. Few treen are parmittod
toronch a diameter of twalve Inohes, and the
cheatnul growna so rapldly thal sevaral erops
may becut in a generntion. So it happens
thatina land of rall fencea largoe echestnut
trean ara searce. Wontchester county, how-
ever, (8 rleh In groat cheatnuta. Some of the
finest In the whale sountry are rooted in that
suburban wildernsss, the Dathgate woods, and
notfar behind thera in helght and girth are
the chertnuts of Van Courtlandt Park.

Evary chestnut burr that grows {n the
suburban reglon has envions eyes fixed npon
{ts prickly developmeant, anid as thes ssason of
frost approaches thie avariclous inapection is
dally more frequent. Suburban Iads used to
have It pretty mueh thelr own way with sub-
urban chestnuts, but the boys hiave resently
encountared a horde of lively compstitora in
the Itallan mewcomors, The Italian colonles
of Westehester county and the annexed dls-
trict ares seattarod in little groups all over the
reglon, and thess peopie know all about ehest«
nuts. Italy ia tha land of tho ehestnut. T'here
ars wholn forosta of chmstnut trees on the
eiden of the Alps and the Appenines. The
grentoat chostnut tree in the known world,
the "chestnut of o hundred horaes,” stands

on the slope of Fton. The eheatnut furnishas
this chinl food of many Itallan peasanta It is
entan roastod, it 4 brnzad Intoa mewl that 1a
wseild to thleken soup and even to maks broad,

When the [taiiana had looked over the Aub-

urhnn Westehester county and tliscoverad the
ehestnut troas they pbegan to feel at home, and
when Uetohegeame the suburban boy learnnd
that a fellow with only Saturday and Sunday
{nr eheatnut gathering stoosd no ehancs with
men, women, and childeon who noell:lhl;lf' had
nothing 1o do but gather chastouta all the
week. Fromthe tima the flrst chestnuta are
ripaning until snow bLegines to fall the Itallans
haunt the woods and purks and road sides In
soarch of the nuta.  Thoy carry them home by
peeka and bushels to e ronsted in the oven or
made into mush, Chestnuts enterinto the eal-
culntions of everysubiurban Italian family when
the cost of autinmn living has Lo be fgured up.

hoen the ehiestnut blossomed last -nrl.nn the
euburban bove bhegan to hope that iore
might be some cheatnits forthem this antumn
inwpite of the Italians, The tress had selidom
been so whitenedl over with blossoms, Dut
the mideummer drought cams, blighting the
young chestouts, anidl now tho arop R8s
smaller than usual, Even ?ha tops of the glant
trees in the Nnthgate woods show feow burrs,
and trees in the hnalt settled rezion fm-
maodintaly north of Woodlawn Cemotery and
Van Courtlandt I'ark are almost bare,

The notion that n sharp [rost is necessary
to open the chestpot bures Is not ontirely cor-
rect. hev often opsn without the aid of
froat In o dev senson. and few suburban boys
walt for the frost. The approved mothod of
gathering ehostnnts Is to eilmb the tres and
shake limb atter limb. 1! the Lurra are open
the chestnuts hintl down by the hundred.  Bue
the competitlon of thie suburban boy and the
subtirban [talian makea that procsss Im-
practioablas In Van Courtlandt I'ark and
nelghhoring suburban wandlanda.  The troes
nrs industriously chunked from about the lnst
weok In September, sometimes ns much is ten
days before the earlisst bhiire opens, 1olo
Italinn familion sncago in the pursuit of ehost-
outd in this fashion, the men casting stones
and clubs Into the troes, the women and
childron heating out the nutsa

This procsss, however, lenvos an aftermnath
that is gathersd i.r glennera who enmes whon
the frost and wind huve dono tholr persunsive
work with the cliestnut burrs. The otiservant
Iant who enn start bright and sariyon a morn-
Ini after the Neat sharp frost Is likely to come
home with wall-Hiled pockets, and Van Court-
laudt 'ark is the best place for this manner of
chestnutting. The most heautilul mod frolt-
ful grove of young chaatnut treos in tha park
borders Mosholu avenus immedintely east of
Mosholu station. The grove covers phout two
and s hall acres, and the trese are nearly

of moderste  slze. There are fow
more Insniriting expeditions than a chest-
nut  hant - in this grove and  on  the
wooded sidesn of the neighboring hills, and
even ur Jate aa the middis of October
there (s »till » wscant aftermath to hLe
picked up from haneath the fallon loaves, The
park thereahouts imut its best and wildest,
although the rallway station {8 but two min-
utes distant, and the grove is charming with
sun-dappied ecarpet of grass, splotrhed here
and there with fallen leaves almost s golden
an the sunlight lteslf. 'Fhe hillsides noar at
hand coneoal aeveral grant ohestnut tress that
aro lesa frequently vislted than those of the
rove, bacause of the rank undargrowth and
fﬂ.llon trunks that make the ascent difMlenit,
The wnlk theneo sastward scross country to
Woodlawn or Mt. Vernon takes the advanturer
through a region pnopled with chestnut troes
reat and amnll, each with soms remnant of
ﬁn fruitige, overiooked iy keesn Itnllan gleans
ers, still hiddan benenth the leuves.

Thousands of His Admirers Strew o Moot
ing Place With Flowers,

Duermy, Oct. R.—Memorial servicea In honor
of Charles Stowart Parnell, who dled two years
ngo last Friday, were held hare to-day. Thou-
sands came (n excursion trains from all paris
of the country to show thelr reverence for the
work of the great llome Huler.

Tha procession started at 1:30 for Glasnevin
Cemetery, whoere Varnell was burfed. The col-
umn requirad seventy minutes to pass s glven
polot. I'rominent Irishmen on horseback
rodo at the head, Dehind thom came a wagon
bearing & pyramid whieh was coverad with
wreaths and duslgns In flowers. A floral harp

i Sent with love from tha Irlah of New York "

any of the wreaths were sont by Farnell's
relativens and Irlshimen who sat in 'arlinment
with him. Membiers of the Nationsl Leagua
and of many clubs and socloties, Parnellite
members of Parliament, and scores nf men
who worked with Parnell in and out of Parlin-
ment followed the wagon.

Bahind them in o closed oarringe came the
rointives of Parnell, Dolegations [rom Dublin
pulitienl anil trade socleties, bands playing
dirges, bannor benrers, and vialting assocla-
tions stretehod from the carringe to the mu-
niclpal authorities, who. elothed in all thelr
robas of afles, rode st the head of the last
diviglon nf the proceasion.

“ Evor aince Blshop Wigger removed Father
Murphy from this churoh the Ishop and mr-
salt have besn grently belled and slanderad.
Father Murphy.with one or two othors, has nsed
thas nawspapers almost dally to slander un for
the purposs of ralsing n fosling of svmpathy
for himnalf and Indignation againat the Bishop
and myacll, Father Murphy has gone from
housa to honse throughout the parish talking
in n glib-tongued manner, and eirculating
falerhoods.

“When a few Sundays ago T announced to
you tha removal of Father Murphy, Ialsosald
at tho sama time that his removal was for no
eatsa. This Ieald in charity in order tolay
no atone In the war of his fature career. It
was a mistaken charity on my part, and I now
hnva to say that thers was great eause for his
romoval. In llke mannar Bishop Wigger gave
him o letter of recommendation, simply and

solaly thirough kindness, so that he might ba
ennhind to find employment slnnwhers
1 should_have maked the Dishop long ago
to remove Fathee Murphy, but [ lioped nnr‘
rayed that God would chango his hoart, and
felt tho despost pity for him, Tkneaw that iF I
nsked for his removal and lald the faots bnfore
the Blshop ho wonld remaove him immedintely,
and, ni ho doss not belope to the diccese, such
n diamigsnl meant A total and nbsoluts prevon .

Kis Mupply for a Parpose,

* About this time of ysar. up in 'lke county.”
aafd a resldent of that pleturasque locality,
avidentlydn a confidentinl mood, *' the country
stores doquite n business In fine coppear wire.
A person not entively famlillar with the habits
and evatoms of certain classns of backwoods
peonls In Pike county mlght wonder, i{f he
should happen to be present In one of thoss
etores just now, why fine copper wire ahould
be asketl for by so many patrons of the atore.
It he should venture to maeke Inquiry the
chances are that he would be told that the
wire was wanted for *mendin' things.' lint a
pernon even slightly famlliar with backwoods
ways would not nesd to he told that the true
service the fine conper wire was expected to
perform in the smployment nf its purchaser
wns to be as an Inlallivle destroyer of ruffed
grouse, or pheassnt, ns that |lneomparable
game bird is ealled In Pannsylvania.

“The wira |8 made Into anares, which are
sotin grent numbers In and ahout the haunts
of the groume, and which annually kil hun-
droda ot the birds Ino Pike county in spite of
the act of Ansombily in such onse made and
provided, Theo snares are placed on the
ground In places where the grouse come to
feed nnd onold logs, which nre great resorts of
the bird. the cock pheasant. especialiy. mak-
ing them his favorite vromennding placer
The wirs Is made Into a slipping noose, whioh
{s puspenaed above the ground or log and
sprend out so that the Lird in walking cannot
avold mioning Ita head and neck througn It
and tho pressurs of his body against it as he
walks on, unoonscinus of tho :h-ndl{ pressncs,
tiglitens the noose, Then the bird dlseovers
that somethioe is wrong, and In lts struggles
to relense ltmell from the s=noare draws the
noose Lighter nnd In soon straogled.

“When the snare inset in the ground little
pens wre bullt by making a mininture fence,
which is done by atlcking twigs In the ground
nround thres sides of a spnoo two or thres feet
mptare, This leaves the pen with an open end.

Payne eoun-
ty. this Institution to he endowad by the Fed-
aral Government. an nre ngricultural collegos
in all the States and Territories.

The best fnrms, according to the Governor's
report. vlelded as high as forty-tour bushols of
whent and 115 bushels of oats to the scre, and
tha Territory can produce cotton, tobaceo, nnd
all the producta of udl_mlninu reglona north,
south, cast. and wast. Farmors wore bullding
substantisl permnoent homes, and social life
was alrendy taking on s curious mimiery of
older communlitios. The Governor named
noarly a seore of beneflelnl sorieties as orgin-
fzed within the Torritory. These  in-
cludeld Masons. Odd Fellows, Knoights of
I'rthins, and the Chautauqua Circle.
