The weather demoeV who has been display-
ing pernicious activity In the Botttlk failed to
reach this region In tlmo to spoil yesterday's
ra c. or even to ohaso the returning craft
homoward Hut when he did get here he
vented his spite upon this city In a most

fnsblon.
At a little alter n o'clock yesterday evening

he sent a Ilttlo nineteen miles nn hour puff of
wind whistling through the streets. Then ho
tossed down a modicum of rain. Hut these
wnre only samples of the goods which he fur
nlshod later on. There wero more small puffs
and showers: then the brisk southeast wind
that had been blowing along the coast all the
afternoon suddenly waxed great, and swept
down upon this city, bringing with It a driving
rain.

Hy II o'clock t lie wind was blowing more than
forty mllos an hour, and the rain was ccTtninB
in big sheets. It was a very good tlmo to stay
Indoors. The mnn without un umbrella was
a pitiablo obiect. nnd the man will) ono was

' still moro pitiable, for no! only did he got
soaked by the rain and buffeted by thct wind,
but he lost his umhrolla. Hroadway looked
like a thoroughfare In tho Infernal regions
Forsonio time tho electric lights wpnt down
to mere sparks, nnd in the dim light dark
Hgures could be seon scudding up tho street,
aided and abutted by tho wind aslern. while
the cable cars ploughed along throush the
drive and drift of tho galo like llery demons.

The worst of the gale waa Its entlro uncer- -

it was a southeast, gale, they said, on ton of
the unit a hie building. At 11 o'clock tho wind
was forty-nin- e miles an hour and .01 uf an
inch of rain had fallen The baromotor. which
had at H o'clock registered I'll. 7. had fallen by
11 o'clock to less than JJ0.5. Bandy Hook was
getting more wind than New York, as at '.' :ui
tlie wind was blowing fllty-llv- e miles aa hour
there.

Owing to the destruction of telegraph com-
munication iet ween hem and Washington and
almost all points further smith, the weather
experts could toll very little about tho storm's
area.

The cyclone came up from tho West Indies,
swept along the coast of the Carolines, with
its centre inland over (ieorgfa ot H o'clock
yesterday morning, and then proceeded nearly
due north, bearing henvy ruins with it. and
seeming to gather force as It travelled.

Storm signals were Dying all along the coast-warni-

coastwise shipping. An olllctnl warn-
ing was also given yesterday morning to the
press associations, tho telephone and tele-
graph companies, and many Postmasters of
the probability of high tides and destructive
seaB and winds In the following twenty-fou- r

hours. Tho baromotrlc pressure was very low-i-

tho storm centre a condition o to
winds of unusual force.

As near as can bo learned the storm contre nt
eleven o'clock was at Washington, where the
barometer was '"..' '.. the wind about ten miles
nn hour, and the rnln so fur recordod 1.082
inches. Hetween here and thero the storm
was raging heavily and tho wires wero
down.

and Chicago, and probably all along tho At-
lantic coast south of here.

New I'nglnnd and Ihe northeast coast will
patch it West of tho Mississippi there
was lair weather. At Jacksonville tho barom-
eter was rising yesterday evening, indicating
that the storm had passed there. The weatherpeople supposo that we are not on the extreme
outer edge of the storm, but that It extends
some dlstnneo out to sea.

Chicago and Cincinnati, through Buffalo, but
these only with difficulty, nnd the Southernon licet ions through those telegraphic centres
were down.

The trnlns wore day conch excursion spe-
cials. Tho first section had stopped to let
the passengers take breakfast It had been
standing at tho station twenty-si- x minutes
when tho second section came crashing Into
it. Tho signal semaphore was up all right
but the engineer snys that his air brakes
would not work and ho was powerless to avoid
tho accident.

The oars wero terribly smashed, two of them
being thrown across the track. One csr was
drlvon completely through another, and others
wore knocked upside down. Several hundred
persons were aboard the two trains and they
wore wedged In In nil klndsof shapes. Within
twonty minutes after the accident occurred
six dead bodies hsd been taken out of the
wreck.

Some of the cars wore not badlv enough
wrecked to kill any of the people on board
them, but It is miraculous, considering the
shape the cars wore left In. that any escaped
without some more or loss serious Injury.
