that they can never got unlimited frea
colnnge, and are willing to take a mean be-
tweon that and the unconditional repeal of
the Sherman act, & position they maintain
they havo held aince the fight bogan. If the
eompronilae agreod upon by the Domoorats {s
reasonable, aven if they oannot support it, the
sliver men from the Republican Btates sar
they will not filibuster against it, but that
alter thoy have placed themselves on record
they will permlit It to come to a vote.

The Republicans have been eliminated from
this politico-finanolal equntion entirely. They
ars not consulted, and will have nothing to do
with it. ltepubliean leaders say to-day that
they can hardly eonceive of a compromise
aatiafactory to Damoorats that could meet
with thelr approval. For this reason it Is
Jikolr that they will content themselves with
voling ngalnat It, thus malntaining & conals-
tent racord for unoonditional repeal.

The Dermosrats havo a majority of the Ben-
ata, even If the Republicans and Popullsts vote
solldly ngalnst thelr mensures; and If the
Dsmocratio caucus endorses the eompromise
bt It will be put through as o party measurs,
Resubllcans are meroly waiting for develop-
ments, and Democrats are endeavoring to
glear tho way for the settlement of the ques-
tlon, ‘The indications are that this will be nc-
complishod early next week.

Mr. Voorheas nald to a reporter this morn.

will pash the Repeal bill as long as the majority
willstand by him.

PHILADELPRHIANS URGE REPEAL.

The Call oa Feanaylvanin's Senntors—Sig-
niflicant Statement by Meantor Quay,

Wasnmvoron, Oct. 13.—A delegation of about
soventy-five prominent business men and
manufacturers came from Philadelphin this
morning In a sapecial car to urge the two Sen-
stors representing thelr Btate to unite their
offorts to secure the Immediate and uneondi-
tional ropeal of the Bherman aet. Thoy were
roosived by Benators Quay and Cameron In
the room of the Committee on Patents, and
some significant things wers said by the Sen-
ators, Manyshort and pithy speeches, all In
favor of repeal. and full of reasons therefor,
were made by Wm. R. Tuoker, C, 8. Patterson.
Geo. W. Burnham, Theo. Justice, F. B. Reaves,
W. W. Foulkrod, J. J. Altemus, Wm. Wood,
Mr. Earnshaw, Joshus Balley, and Mr. Hard-
ing, these gentlemen representing the diver-
siflod Interosts of Philadelphin.

In reply Benator Cameron sssured them that
he war giad they had come, and he belleved
the expression of views they gave were ear-
nest nnd truthful. Heo agreed with them, he
sald, absolutely in the desirabllity of the re-
poul of tho Bherman law, and had never had

any other feeling In regard to that subject. g't
was a makeshift and cowardly to begln with,
He belleved the result of the action of the
Henate would be benefialal to the country. The
Benato was on the eve of a settlement of the
question, but for himsell he had been ready
to vote at any time.

RUSSIANS , REACH

CHERRED ALL DAY BY THR ENTHU-
SIASTIO FRENCHMEN,

Two Handred Thousnnd Strangers tn Ton.
lon, Every One Wenviag a Knot of the
Mussien Colors—Official Meception to
Admiral Avelan and the Rassian Ofeors—
A Toaat te the Crar and oas 1o the Has
#slan Navy—A Doy of Malntes and Cheors,

Tourox, Ost. 13,—<A finer day for the recen-
tion of the Russian fleet sould not be Imng-
Ined. The aky was cloudless and thealr warm.
An hour aftor daybreak the whole town was
awako and stirring. Yesterday's exeurslon
tralns brought 30,000 persons. Bixty thousand
sirapgors slept in the town last night, Dy O
o'clock this morning all ‘wers out in hollday
attire. Every stiteh of bunting had been
sprend. Dands wore nlaying and the erowds
waros cheering. The open space near the
Town Hall and the streeta leading to It were
packed no densely that earriacos could not
para through them. Every tenth man was
vending souvenirs of the day. Sprays of nrtl.
floial forget-me-nots were sold by thoue inda.
Hardly & man, woman, or child was without a
knot of French and Rusaian colors in the hat
or on the breast.

At10:30 o'clock. gunshots from the arsenal
atthe Qual dela Darso Viellle announced that
the Itusalans were eoming. As soon as the
visiUng war ships wore sighted, allght division
ofthe French fleet,under Commander Marachal
welghed anchor and put out to maoet them.
The shore of the rondstead just boyond the
Arsonal du Mourlllon, about a mile from the
town, was lined with persons eager to sno the
first courteslen oxchanged by the squadrons.
As soon as the guns sproad the nows of tho
arrival of the Russians, thousands more
ptarted on the shore rond. Before noon the
whole longth of the rond was crowded with
struggling. choering sightspora

At 11:30 o'clock the Russian war ships
Nicolal I, Admiral Naghimoff, Pamyat Azova,
and Rynda wers In plain view from tho shore,
The Frunchmon saluted and the ussians an-
swoerod. Commander Marechnl then boarded
the Nlcolal L, flagship of the squadron. and
walcomed the Hussian Admiral, Avelan. and
his oMoers to French waters. Tha naval tug
Heroulea, as pllot of the Husslan fiset, led the
way baek up the harbor. The Rusalans pro-
coeded at guarter speed. Coasting vesaela and
pleasuro eraft lay thiock from shore to shiore.
All were loaded with excursionists and were
decornted with Russian colors. As the big
war ships moved townrd the arsenal docks the
excurslonists cheersed again nand again,
Handkorchlefs and Oags were waved from
evory deck to the Ruselans.

The forts and guardships fired salutes, and
all the bands on shipboard and along shore
plared the Rudsian anthem. The AAfty or more
Frenoh war ships in the harbor had all thelr
decorations out, thelr yards manned, and
thelr bands playing. As the Russians passed
each French war ship her marines gave a long
cheer In unlson, and the marines of the visit-
ing sgquadron ocheersd In return. Admiral
Avelan stood uncovered on the brlidge of the
Nlcolni I. waving his cap constantly In re-
sponse to the greetings from every sidoe.
When the Ruasian war ship had dropped an-
chor they all returned the salutes of the
Frenchmen.

At noon the ohlaf officers of the French flast
and forts embarked for the flagehlp. They
wore received mont cordially, After embrac-
1ng and speaking n few words of welcome, the
Freneh officers loft the flagship. With Com-
mandsr Alarechal. Aamirnl Avelan and his
atafl thop took a launch for the Quai de |I'Hor-
loge. Theylanded at 1 o'elock. The crowd at
the quay and far bock [(nto the town was

with heads and the rnofs were white with wav-
ing handkorchlela. The Husslan Admiral was
greetod with Incessant cheerinkg. He was re-
eslved with high milltary honors, and he pro-
ceoded at once with his staff to pay a visit to
""1" French naval authorlties.
he Beet of small plonsure craft In the har-
bor increased rapldly after noon. Steamers,
yachts, "ﬁd rowboats erowded around tho
slans. The parties ahonrd them shouted al-
most constantly for Huasla, the Crar, and the
friendship of the French and Hussian (iovern-
ents. ands on the steamers playcd the
uselan anthem.

Atthe Arsenal, Admiral MacGuekin anid Ad-
miral Hocomaure, both station at Toulon,
and the French stalf oMcers, advanced to wel-
come the visitors. After a brief but hearty ex-
change of greotings. Admiral Avelan and staff
wero sscorted on foot to the Frefecture Mari-
time, about 100 yards off. As they walked
slowly toward the scarlet and gold front of the
Profecture, a battory of twol\-aﬁunltlmndantl
asalute, & band io the Pluce d'Armas, which
the bullding faces, played the Russlan anthem
and thousands packed up to the narrow lana
through which the ofMcers pnssed and raised
deafening cheors,

Admiral Rleunier, Minister of Marine. and

dmliml Yignes, Commander-in-Chiel of the

oditerrancan squadron, awaltod the Rus-
slnps in a salon resplendent with crimeson and
gold. A few words ol hearty greeting were
exchanged. and then Admiral lﬁo_!lalor made
a short speach of welcome, He rejoleed with
the French peopls, he said, in_the present evi-
dence of sympathy between the two powerlul
nations, Hussia and France.
