It is idle to talk of disciplining Senators by
constitutional amendment. There Is just
one way to stop nlibusterlug in the Senate,

fij and that is for that body to adopt some
form of closure. For some fifteen years
after the Constitution went Into operation,
the Senate had rules which permitted the
summary termination of debate and the
compulsory submission of a question to a
vote. It was not until the early years of
tha present century that the existing cus-
tom m adopted of permitting a division

to be Indefinitely postponed, so long ss a
Senator has. or pretends to have, anything
to say on the subject before the chamber.
What the Senate did at that time It can un-

do It may either revert to the
usage which It originally followed, or
hit upon some entirely new expedient. It
matters little how the end Is reached, so
long as the end Is clearly borne In mind,
that the Senate must be made a delibera-
tive body In the right sense of the term.
A deliberative body, properly defined, Is
not ono that deliberates for the purpose
of averting a vote altogether, but one that
deliberates for the purpose of eventually
voting, with afuil knowledge of the subject,
either in an affirmative or negative way.

Hell and the .Heathen.
The Congregational Board of Missions

has voted by a large majority in favor of
offering to the Rev. Mr. Nona an appoint-
ment as missionary to Japan, but at the
same time it has taken the precaution of
avoiding any responsibility for the doc-

trine of future probation, whtoh has been
the sole canse of the discussion concerning
his fitness to teach religion and theology
to the Japanese

Mr. Notes thinks that the doctrine of the
damnation of tho hoathen because they do
not believe In Christ, la grossly inconsist-
ent with Divine justice. Ho resents such
treatment of them as unfair, asking how
can thoy be culpable for not believing the
Goepol whon they are Ignorant of It ? The
thought that tho vast majority of mankind
now and in all times past were doomed to
everlasting torment by the Divine master,
beforo all time, is revolting to him. He is not
made of the stuff which enabled Jonathan
Edwabob to rejoice in the conviction that
thus the justlco of tho Supromo Ruler
would be satisfied and vindicated. The
more general tho torture, the moro the ab-

solute power of God Is displayed, he argued,
and honce tho moro terrlblo the wholesome
fear of the wrath to come. If hell wore not
so horriblo tho disobedience to the will of
God would be greater, ho thought. People
in his congregations fainted when he pic-

tured the horrors of tho lake of fire,
and solemnly declared the probability that
Borne of thom would bo undergoing its tor-
tures boforo another day. Whether a mil-

lion or a million million people went to hell
seemed to him of insignificance as com-

pared with tho necessity of the logical ex-

ecution of the Divlno will.
Mr. Noybs cannot stomach that doctrine,

though it is a legitimate conclusion of Cal-

vinism. At any rate, he thinks tho heathen
should be excluded from its operation.
Hence his tenderness has suggested that
because they do not know of Cubist here
thoy will have the chance to learn of Him
hereafter through heavenly instruction.

If this theory be sound, of course the mo-

tive for efforts to convert tho heathen to
Christ on earth is destroyed. The propa-
gation of the Christian faith among them
by human missionaries is not necessary to
their salvation. If in a future probation they
will learn heavenly doctrine from angello
teuchers; and hence there is no long-
er any imperative need of a mis-
sionary society. It may Eorvo tho ends
of temporal philanthropy and Infuse
a better spirit into hoathen civiliza-
tion, but it is not essential to save the
hoathen from everlasting damnation ; and
only belief in that necessity has Induced tho

which has expressed itself in
tho construction and organization of a vast
missionary machinery, and the enormous
contributions of money and religious zeal
for Its maintenance.

If, then, tho view of Mr. Notes becomes
generally accepted, the time will have
corao when tho Congregational Mission
Board may as well begin to wind up its
affairs. Undoubtedly it can last for a consid-
erable time yet, going ahead with tho mo-
mentum It already has, but when the congre-
gations are dually imbued with the convic-
tion that the heathen will not be in any dan-
ger of going to hell, even if unconverted to
Christianity in this life, tho sources of the
supply of money and zeal for missionary
enterprises will dry up. Accordingly, this
Board accepts Mr. Notes, but dodges re-
sponsibility for his doctrine. He is to be
allowed to teach the heathen that they will
have a future probation, but the organiza-
tion which eendB him to Japan will not take
the risk of teaching that doctrine to Chris-
tians.

The Knil of the Idolatry.
The opinion expressed by Harper' a

Weekly In the subjoined paragraph concern-
ing Mr. Cleveland's relation to the Van
A i. is scandal, is now shared by many of the
principal Mugwumps who formerly sup-
ported the President with ardor. Probably
it represents tho present attltudo of most
of the original Mugwumps and civil ser-
vice reformers toward Mr. Cleveland:

Not merely the Van Ai.k.n inoldont. but
tho whole process of Mr. Cleveland's con-
version to sound principles of practical pol-
itics, and to the traditions of tho Democratlo
organization, has undoubtedly cost him the
support of his former Mugwump worship-
pers. It has put an end to a sort of Idolatry
that afforded for several years a spectacle
partly amusing, partly painful, and cer-tam-

not inspiring to healthy public senti-
ment, or useful or deslrablo in a republic.

Wo record, as a matter of news, tho
termination of this particular chapter of
Mr. Cleveland's career. Whon Harper's
Weekly declares that Mr. Cleveland's part
in the Van Alen scandal "has dealt a blow
to his moral prestige recovery from which
Is exceedingly questionable." there Is no
likelihood that tho leading mombers of the
Mugwump congregation will ever resume
their old attltudo toward tho President. An
ideal once shattered, an idol onoe damaged,
a period of ecstatic contemplation once In-

terrupted, then all is over forever with the
temple and the.shrlne.

It is proper to make clear the distinction
between the broad cause of the Mugwump

' revulsion and the special and somewhat un-
fortunate incident which affords to careful
journals like Harper's Weekly, an excuse for
a definite rupture of their former relations
with the President. The mistake of Mr.
Cleveland in the Van Alen case Is that he
has goes a little too far in his progressive
recognition of tbe Democratlo principle, so
hateful to the Mugwump mind, that the
disposition of the offices is a normal part
of political management, and that without
politics in appointments to office, political
organisation would be a farce, and govern-
ment by partyn Impossibility.

The President appears to have aooepted

this principle manfully, completely, and in
good faith. But. to speak plainly, hs car-

ried it to the extreme point of legitimate
application In such nominations as that of
the Hon. Isaao Puset Obai of Indiana to be
Minister to Mexico. This was an appoint-
ment purely political and suggested, ac-

cording to a not overstrslned Inference, by
considerations preliminary to the final ac-

tion of tha Chicago Convention. In tho
case of Mr. Gray, however, there were, on
the part of the appointee, sufficient polit-

ical prominence and a reoord of public sor-vlo- e

quite creditable enough to justify his
selection by the President independently
of any other considerations; while tho vul
gar claim based on a heavy cash contribu-
tion to the campaign fund was certainly
absent. In tbe Van Alen appointment, on
the other hand, there Is no political
prominence, no previous publlo service, no
pretence of special fitness for the poet,
nothing but the crude and oold 150,000 paid
over to the party when It was needed to
elect Mr. Cleveland. This is where Mr.
Cleveland went too far: and the extent of
his mistake, stated simply and squarely, is
that with tbe overzeal not uncommon in
the case of new converts, he has gone too
far In tho practical application of a general
principle that is sound and useful In Itself.

It Is not too late for the President to put
himself in an impregnable Democratic po-

sition by recalling this nom-
ination of Contributor Van Alen. The
bright side of the incident is that it has cost
Mr. Cleveland the undlsorlminatlng ad-

miration and support of certain citizens,
whose ecstatic and Idolatrous attitude to-

ward him in the past must have been a
source of personal discomfort, as it surely
has been a political detriment.

The Third Race, and bust.
Tho deciding race between Vigilant and

Valkyrie has boon sailed, although it was
only tho third of a posslblo series of live.
Our yacht, as The Sun expected, has set-
tled hor superiority In three straight races.
This gives tho extraordinary result, since
the groat sloops have come to monopolize
racing for the America's Cup, of nine
straight victories won by tho Amer-
ican boat of the time over its Eng-
lish competitor. The Puritan won twice
from tho Genesta; the Mayflower
twice from tho Galatea; the Volunteer
twice from the Thistle; and, with the tost
of the best threo out of Ave. as it was ar-

ranged this yoar, tho Vigilant has thrlco
sailed away from the most confidently
heralded advonturer of thom all, tho Val-

kyrie. Nine continuous bents for the boats
built hero against the best that could be
produced from the mother waters of tho
yacht I It Is an astonishing record.

No victory has been more pronounced
than tho Vigilant "s. She has proved herself
better In weak winds and in strong winds.
In the tests that wo have had, and surely
they have been fair enough, the Vigilant,
in comparison with the Valkyrie, has shown
herself, in our judgment, despite the per-
formance of yesterday, able to box the
wind's entire compass, or to shiver her sails
by pinching and then bear off until Ehe
may have swung away to a dead full run,
and at every point to be the better and
abler boat.

Yesterday, for the first time In the his-
tory of our yachting here, one of the con-

testants was seriously interfered with by
the steamers. Fortunately, this happened
to the Vigilant. It might have settled the
race. But we are not Inclined to dwell
long upon that A very great factor, if
not the decisive one, to the yachtsman who
doesn't hold a watch, and Axes his eyes most
thoughtfully on boats beating to windward,
was that extra ballast which the Valkyrie
took aboard with a large eye open to the
coming blow. That helped her to lead to
the turning mark. If ballast Is to be shift-
ed thus, the very excellently foretelling
weather reports are bound hereafter to be-
come an extremely Important element In
international yacht racing. But we venture
to say that with this practice of ballast al-

teration It would be just as easy to make the
Vigilant boat tho Valkyrie, even In suoh a
blow as that of yosterday. as it would be to
take it out again and have hor win, as of
old, in moderate weather.

At the close of this exceptionally inter-
esting yachting season, with all due and
enthuslastio respect for the many gentle-
men, Mr. Olives Iselin first, who so gen
erously contributed to the defence of tho
America's Cup. the laurel must be awarded
to the name of Heukeshoff. The great-
est revolution In the art of boatmaktng
since the days of the Vikings, materialized
in the first conspicuous Herrkshoff model,
tho Gloriana. She was new. The Vigilant,
the culmination up to date of something of
the Gloriana's principle, leavee us with
confident expectation of still more brilliant
results In tho future.

We first cheer tho victor and then the
vanquished, and then puuso and ask:

The First Speech of a New Senator.
We observe that the Hon. Jambs Smith,

Jr., of New Jersey, Is getting compliments
from right and left upon his speech of Wed-
nesday, his first speech in tho Senate. This
Senator has frequently, on publlo occa-
sions, advanced the theory that he was
no orator. He has maintained the propo-
sition with such persistent modesty that
many of his constituents and friends
had come to accept his own esti-
mate of him in that regard. They have
looked upon him as a statesman whoso
genius for politics and intuitively sound
political judgment were sure to make him
a marked figure In the Senate, and to
etrougthen greatly tho Democratic side of
that body: but who was more likely to keep
up a devil of a thinking, If we uiay use the
expression, and to do tho right thing at the
right moment, than to Illuminate the col-
umns of the (Vn(rcnitri(i Record.

When it became necessary, however, for
the now Senator from NewJersey to under-
take a set speech, nothing maidenish ap-
peared either in the substance of his re-

marks or in his manner of delivery. Ho
held tho close attention and enlivened the
Intellects of his previously fatigued col-
leagues. He stlrrod both galleries and floor
to frequent applause. Ho made a dis-
tinct impression and a name for him-
self, under circumstance,, most dis-
couraging to a statesman who was no
orator, Mr. Smith's oratory is capital.
Ho uses with great effect the power of sar-
castic humor which ho possesses, but ho
does not use it too far or too frequently;
and behind the wit and the epigram there
are a toueof maul y earnestness and a faculty
of clear, vigorous statement which win
respect for his utterances. The quality of
Senator Smith's wit may be seen in half a
dozen specimen passages, taken almost at
random from his first speech :

The Immediate success of Senator Smith
In a field which has not been his, but which
manifestly is to be his hereafter. Is one of
the surprises of the session. At a time when
the market was overstocked with oratory,
ho has managed, probably to his own im-
mense astonishment, to establish a reputa-
tion as one of the most interesting and
forcible speakers In the Senate.

The older members of the Senate stood
the strain of the continuous session better
than their younger eolleagnes. They were
ehlpper and Jaunty when the real test came,
whereas the rouuger men were jaded or had
broken down. Wny was thla? Terhaps the
older hsads know more about tbe laws of
health which It never required a majority to
pass, and observe those laws better.

Among the stirring features of yester-
day's yacht raoe there was none better worth
keeping In mind than the fact that It was sail-
ed In a veritable eyalone the edge of a vast
whirling storm from out the tropical ooean. It
was In such gales as that, that the Yankee
(kippers In the days of the Liverpool packets
Uiedtoearefullytrimthoir sails, to hold the
wind and still keep out of the deadly vortex,
to hold It and cross the western ocean quicker
than the steamers of the day could do.

Moreover, it was the elosost race of the
series, and it was fairly won by the better ship.
Blooded horses In a daah
often finish further apart in time than these
two yacht h did after a race of thirty miles.

Nevertheless It was not a satisfactory race.
The Valkyrie carried away two spinnakers,
one after another, and then finished undor a
jib set as a spinnaker. The friends of tho out-te- r

model are sure to contend that the Valky-
rie fairly outsailed tho sloop, before this un-
toward event occurred, by space enough to
place her a winner at the home line had her
eanvas held fast

This may be conoeded by the friends of the
sloop, but even then it is not proved that the
cutter was the better for that wind and sea.

By tho smartest kind of handling tho Valky-
rie got the weather gauge of the Vigilant at the
start, by the lenath of the homo lino. She was
able to hold this udvantage tu the stakeboat
and to inereaso it slightly, but every unpreju-
diced observer must admit that a very large
proportion of the Valkyrie's load at the turn
was due to tho man at her tiller rather than to
her model.

In the run home tho Vigilant gained stead-
ily from the moment her spinnaker was set.
Who shall say. thon. which would have won
with everything holding fast, had the Vigilant
got started to windward of the cutter ? We do
not need to do more than mention the effeot
of changing weights during the course of a
series of races, but suppose the sloop had
Increasod her load line by adding a ton of
lead In anticipation of a oyolone. where would
tbe Valkyrie have been then?

Besides tho sails are a part of the boat The
Tankce sails and the Yankee spars, too, held
fast when tho canvas was piled up la clouds
above the sloop's deck. Perhaps when the
British designers have been over here a few
more times, and have learned to copy tbe work
of American sallmakers as well as tho lines of
American modellers, and bow to do suoh
things as to fit a club topsail over a little one.
they may make a voyage after tbe cup that
will end happily for them.

tweonthetwo upper bars nndtiied to force
the rest of his body through. Ills struggles
attracted the attention of an attend nit named
duplet who shouted for help and grubbed

the lunatic by tho coat collar.
McLaughlin slipped out of the oont. vaulted

over tho railing, and plunged headforemost
into the river. The spot where McLaughlin,
made the leap was about 2tKi feet from that
Naval Ucsorve sliln New Hiimpshlre ltartort
Segraves, a sailor aboard, without removing
his uniform ran down the ship gang
Plank and took a header into the river. Me.
i.iiughllr, disappeared below tho eurfaoe.
When Segraves came up be had the would-b- e

suiolde by the hair. McLaughlin hit and
kicked and almost drowned Seagravcs In the
struggle. Segraves held on. and. after muchtugging and flounderlngabout, towod the mad
man to the shore.

Mclaughlin had become so exhausted that
he allowed himself to be carried back to the
Insane pavilion nnd locked up. Ho was none
the worse for tho ducking. When it was all
over, nearly every one about the hospital
grounds gathered near the New Hampshire
and gave tiiree cheers for the rescuer. Se-
graves seemod to be more afraid of the cheer
lug than he had boon of the water, und disapx
peurod hurriedly below decks.
