FIRST RATTALION'S CRUTSE,

e Expiaion Why the New HMampahire Wan
Veed and MD-cinres that the Men Weres
Mueh FRenefliied by Their Week of
Woirk—~Fralse for Indisidnal  Ofcers,

When Lisut. Behuntza of the navy made his
report on thoe crniss of the Flrat Naval Dat-
tallon he offended some of the amateur tars
of that organization. They had pwabbed down
deckn und dragged very heavy bonts across
the sande, nnd they had euten food they didn't
koo Inother ways they hnd praved thelr sn-
thusiaam. It wasn't their fault that thelr
bravery had not Leen testod nlno. Every one
who knows anything about this organization
knows that when n war with Chill was threat-
ened some of the naval renerve ofMcers plan-
ned a masterly enmpaign and stood ready to
exocuto It at the Nest gun. That s naval oMm-
cor who had seen them on the erulse should
disparage thelr work was unpleasant.

Commuander Miller was & naval oMesr onos
upon a time himaell, and his report, which han
just besn made to the Adjutant-General, dif-
fera In Its conciusions from the report of
Lisut. Bohuetze. Ile saya, in part:

" As there has becn some adverse eriticlam
becaune the battalion did not go to sen In men-
of-war, it may be well to recount the prineipnl
rensons why the crulse was made In the New
Hampshire: First—The State and elty hnave
spont lnrge Amounta upon that vesscl, and it
was well to test her efMelener as an armory.
Becond—The battalion has hud no opportunity
heratofors to perfect its organlzation under ita
own officers: many of thess officers have
sorved for long poriods In the navy, and
It wan thelr unanimous wish to tearh the men
the rudiments of navy usagoe before ronding
them to sen: men, moreover, are unable to
act singly until they have had the experience
of n perfected aystem as a Lody, snd have
learned esprit de corpas as a united whole;
this Is sspeolully true of a voluntesr vrganizn-
tion, Third—=While a naval militia ahould uitl-
mately result {n the formation of n national
naval resarve, ita lrst duty Is to learn ‘long-
shore work within the boundaries of Its own
State, and to obtain knowi.edie of the coast

for defensive nnd offonslve opsrations. Fourth |

=1t is highly advantago e botn for the State
and the genoral Government tiat the sea-
Inring community along our oonst whould be
tharoughly conversant with the work of fta
orgnmzation,”

The Commander then wiven Iin general the
roitine lor tho cruise, showing that all the
detalla of & man-of-war were carried out on
the varloun dayws: thess dotaila Innludnﬂ the
handling of the chains, the keeping of the log,
the entire eloaning of the ship, conling the
ship, watering ship, lashing and stowing of
hammooks, inntruction of putty oificers. sweop-
Ing down decks, heaving up anchor, posting
sontries, & Ilarge amount of hont duty: also
slennlling, Instruction in swimmiog, In the
kanf:nu of State blanks anid books, washing
elothes. scrubbing ladders and boat genr
sand, instruation of messmen by colmissary
department and baymen by surge n's depart-
ment: in short, eight days of continual man-
of-wir nnd sallor-l ke work.

Communader Miller gives ths officers and
men ol the First and Fourth divislons great
erndit for their work.
