Baventy-Nive yonrs ago a baby glrl was born
in Went Hrookfleld, Mass, and when they told
the mother she aighed nnd saald: * 1 am sorry
the baby s a girl. A woman's life {5 so hard.”
Put the child grew and flourislisd despite the
calamity of wex, and they numed her Juoy—
Lucy Stons. On Wednesday Lucy Stone died
in the happy cunselonaness that woman's lila
was oasior nnd broader, her opportunitios
groatar, and har outlook brighter because the
Laly borh 80 MANY FOATS Ag0 WAS & Woman
ohild, grent of heart and braln, and had de-
votod her time and talent to the advancement
o! her sex.

The personalily of Luey Stone was little
known, and the general (dea of the woman
was that ahe wns masculine in appearanoee,
strident volee, nssertive manners, and pro-
nounced eccantriclty in dress. To those who
had seen the small gentle lady with the soft
white cap over the snowy halr, the low gentle
voles, the simple, unassuming manner, this
ehamplion of all things strong minded In wo-
manhood peemed the embodiment of perfect
ponae,

Whoen Lucy Btone was atiny mald she read
In the Bible: *'Thy desire ahall Lo to thy hus-
band, and ho shall rule over thee" At flrat
she wanted to dle, Then she made up her
mind to go to college, study Greok nnd He-
brew, read the Dible, and soa for herself
whether the texts were rightly translated.

Bhe did goto collage, despite the fact that
her Iather. who had belpad his son through
eolloge. called her erazy and would have noth-
ing to do with the projeoct. She picked ber-
ries and chestnuta and sold them to buy books.
Bhe taught school. studying during the time
and saving her money to the great end. Work

an nhe would, she was 25 befors she eould ne-
cumulate aufﬂclum menns Lo take hor to Ober-
lin, the only college that would receive her.
She eronsed Luke kirle as o deck pamssonger to
nv. hor money, and slept at nlght on w
pile  of grain sacks In 1 open  alr,
.\t Oberlin a!-o tnught, did housework for

hree oenws an hour. cooked her food in
hot‘ room, and lived on GO cents n week. HShe
hud only one new dress, anid that a cheup
print. durlng the eollews eourse. She gradu-
atod with honers, losing nelther lhsr health
nor her sell-respeet, and was_appointed to
write s commencement essay. l'ﬂrlltpl noth-
log more nu!%aﬁlh'a of womnn's progress can
be told than this fact, that becauss it was con-
niderad uuwomnnlr for a woman Lo appear on
the platform and read her own work. nhe de-
clined to write the essay rather than consent
to have a professor road it for her.

Lucy btone began her publlc work lecturing
for tho abolition varty. but presentiy sha
mixad thoe subject deareat to her hoart—that
of squal richts for men and women—so much
with that of freeddom for the siave that the
abolitionist leaders remonstrated with her.
*1 cannot help it,” she apswered. "1l was s
woman before I was an abolitionist. and I
must speak (or women."

When she began to labor for woman's causs
thore were no suffrage assoclations In exist-
enee and she hud no backing. Ehe travelled
through thneountrv.nutlluun ) her own Imnd-
bills with tacks, woman [ashion, usin
stone fora hnmmar. Sometimes the boys ol-
lowed her to tear down the bills, but she usuall
won them over to leave the hille unhirme
Once, when she was speaking at an antl-
slavery mnling Lthe boye broke out n nane of
f!lﬁl and turned the hose on her, She put on
1er shawl and ealmly went on with her apeech.

At another time a moh broke \m tho meluling
and ronghs olimbed upon the piatform, Every
one fled bhut Lucy Stone. Asthe fiving sposk-
ersran thoy asked her what she was go ng to
do. "I am golng to ark this gentleman.” sho
said, turning to the lender of tha mob. “to
protect me.'" Ho did {t. She wont through the
mob unbarmed. her hand on his aro.

Lucy stone did not mean to marry, Luat, like
ordinary women, shao fell in love, and making
him promlse to devite hia life. not to her,
but to hier eause, shi: married Henry B, Dlack-
well. They drove thirty miles to flnd a min-
Ister so unorthodox as to be willlng to mmrrr
them and leave out the word "obey.,” At the
time of their marringa they published a 1lnt
protest 'ﬁ ainal the lluualle. the Inws w |rh
@ave the husaband eontrol of the wifa's prop-
arty, earnings, children., and person. This
protest made a great stir al the time, and had
mueh to do with getting the Inws amende

Luoy Stone ooted upnn the losslof ulwamun s
name at marringe as a symhbol of the loes of
her legal personality and personal rights, and,
with the full consentof her husband. with
whom her relations have always boen pacul-
larly happy, rotained hor majc nn name, and
was known as Luey Stone.  Hor one daughter
{8 eallnd Alice Stono Blackwell,

Her latar years have been davoted to work In
the Ameriean Woman's Suffrage Assoeintion,
of which sha and William Lloyvd Garrison and
Julin Ward Howe were tha founders: and In
the editorship of the Boston Woman's Jovurnai,
in which Mra. Dlackstone and her daughter
wero associalad also as editors. Her home in
Dorchestor was an idenl estnblishmeni, and
uhn was tho pink of New England housckeep-

.lull heforo her death she sald: *'I look for-
ward tothe other sifens the brightest side,
ana lTexpect allll to be Lusy fur m.ml thinge.”
