Up to this time certaln Republicans and
sertain Demoorats In the Sonate have been
working together to put through an un-
eonditional repoal of the silver purchase
olsnse of the BEERMAN nct, as desired by
Mr, OLEvELAND when he Issued his procla-
mallon of June %0, convening Congress in
extraordinary pession. The lssue has beea
unoconditional repeal, but it has not been a
party iasue In the Senate.

As soon as all of the Democratic Senators,
or enough of them to coustitute a majurity
of the Benate, adhers to the compromisae
plan, the 1ssue ls no longer unconditional
repeal. It!s conditional repeal, and It be-
oomes & Democratlo issua. Tha Ropubll-
eans who bave united with the uncondi-
tional repeal Democrats In the demand for
uneonditional repeal, at once stand aslde.
Their attitude toward the new proposition
ia tndleated by editorial artlcles In the New
York Tribune and other organsof thelr party,
denouncing the propossd compromise s a
disastrous and Ignoble surrender.

The Democracy becomes solely responsi-
ble for the compromise measurs, for the
task of putting it through the Senate and
ths House, and for its practical results if it
shall be enncted.

Condltlional Repeal —The Condltlons.

The proposition which s about to be sub-
mitted to the Senate for compromising the
dispute In that body over the Silver Pur-
chase Repeal blll, differs from uncon-
ditlonal repeal In one essential and Impor-
tant partleular, namely, the provision for
colning the selgnlorage upon the bullion
now In the Treasury and upod that which
1s to be bought up to Oct, 1, 14H.

Opinfons may differ as to whether a sur-
render Is involved In postponing for eleven
months the cessation of silver purchases
for which the majority of the Senate have
so long been valnly struggling. Noris itof
great importance whether the paper monsy
in circulation of less denominations than

or of Treasury notes, or of green-
backs. It will passa from hand to
hand Just the same, and serve its purpose
just the same, But the serious thing Is,
that the total sliver and paper currency
of the country which has to be kept at par
with gold, if we do not wish to see it drive
all onr gold out of use ns money, will, under
the proposeild compromise, be increased by
the lsaue during the next eleven months
of about $37,000,000 additional Treasury
notes and by the colnage of $50,000,000 and
more of selgnlorage, or difference botween
the cost of the sllver bullion In the Treasury
and the number of standard dollars which
must firat be colned out of it to cover the
Treasury notes lssued for its purchase,

The amount of money in ¢lreulation In
the country, other than gold coin and gold
oertificates, was reported by the Treasury
Department on the first day of the present
month at §1,155,016,210. Since then {t has
been increased somewhat by silver pur-
chases and by the lssue of nationad bank
notes, To redeem this money in gold,
it redemption ehould Lo demanded, the
Treasury holds about $81,500,000 In gold.
Dy Oct, 1, 1894, the total amount of our pa-
per and sliver money will be, under the
proposeéd compromise, not less than $1,%00,-
000,000, and it may be more,

Unless, therefors, the compromise Is
amended by the sadition of a provision for
Increasing in some way the Treasury stock
of gold, the maintenanes of gold payments
will be put by it lu extrome jeopardy.

The conditions of which the Daily Neies
gpenls nro temporary, and will be speedily
removed, For tlie moment, the revonus of
the concern Is rotewhiat less thun its ex-
ponditures, but o sufliclenoy of revenue is
oaslly obtalnable, and the delay in getting
it is due simply to & chunge o the concern’s
method of dolng business snd to a peoding
discussion as Lo Its financlal polley.

Thie chunge involved & revolution In the
mutlioal of cotsducting the coneern, which
ennnot be offected ina day, It takes time;
Lut tha neceseary revenue is caslly obtaln-
able, more sasily under tha new than under
tho old systom; because the pew is for the
sole purpose of obtaloing revenue, and the
old is tor a purpose which conflicts with ob-
taluing roveniie. The managers of the con-
cern are now comsidoring the detalls of the
now phin, and while they econsult as to them
thoere Is paturally seiae disturbanee to the
hustnoess, The old method has been rejected,
but the new method Is not yet arranged
and ln operation.

The Ifealth of the City.

The compulsory vaccination during the
past week of a considerable number of the
sdults employed In certain business estab-
lishments, and of the pouple In some lodg-
ing houses, and of tho realdents upon
blocks In which there had been isolated
cases of variola, may have created an ap-
prehension that the city is In dauger of an
epidemlo of small-pox. IT there were any
such danger—and we Kkoow of no rea-
gom for supposing that there Is—the
proper method of averting It hns been
adopted by the Board of Health. The ex-
{stence of a single case in any locality In-
sures o visit thereto of the Board's speclal
loapectors, who at once isolate the case,
disinfect the quarters lu which It had been
found, and then procead to vacolnate every-
body who may have beesn liablo to eatoh
the tnfection. On account of the publicity
glven to theso proceedings, some people
have been led to entertaln an exaggorated
notion of the extent to which the malndy
has prevailed In New York.

There ha=not been any epldemic of small-
pox In the city at any time during the year,
and the reports of the municipal health
officers do not give any indication of the
approach of such an epidemio. Take last
week, fur example, when the apprehension
was greater than It had been at any other
time in the year; thers wera but three
deaths from small-pox in & total number of
twenty-one reported cases of It. Durlog
three weeks of this month thers have been
but elght deaths from it among the forty-
seven cases. This Is & mortallty smaller
than that from any one of nearly twenty
other discases, less even than that from
meningitis, about nine-tenths less than
that from brooehitls, not one-twentieth as
large as that from pneumonia, and not one-
thirty-iifth as large as that from consump-
tion. In the wholo of the mouth of Septems-
ber Lthere were but eighteen fatal cases of
small-pox in the eity. In the month of
August there were two fatal chses, in the
month of July two, and in no previous
month of the year did the disease _prevall
to any extent Lthat could give any cause for
the slightest alarm. An eplidemic of small-
pox Is a thing that can hardly be thought
of in New York. The treatment of it is fully
understood, and g0 are the means of pre-
venting its spread.  The medical faculty
are the masters of it. They have not been
able to extirpate it wholly from the world;
there are sporadic eases of it, from time to
time, In all large cities, malnly among
people who have not bLeen vaccinated, or
who have been imperfectly invculated, or
who have failed to got vacelpated again
when that was necessary.

We cannot speak too highly of the alert-
nees of the Board of Health ever since a
notion got abroad that there was danger
that the malady would become epldemic.
The doctors of the Board earried on a
very lively campalgn In eeveral parts
of the city last week. Upon  some
east sldea Llocks nearly everybody was
vaccinated. In soveral up-town busi-
vess  establishments the virus was ap-
plied to all the employees, both sexes.
The needle and quill were used, not because
of the existence of the malady among those
subjected thereto, but for prophylactio
purposes. Thaere Is no doubt that the pre-
caution was well taken, The Board's inspeec-
tors will not relax their efforts as long as a
casn of small-pox can be found in Now York.

The city has been pecullurly fortunate
this year lo that it has not sulfered from
several of the epldemics with which It was
supposed, at various times, to be mennced.
We have not had the cholers, though there
has cortaioly been danger that it would be
brought among us by the lmmigrants from
the Infected countries of Europe. There
was fear at one time of an epidemio of the
grip, but it came not. We seemed in the
first part of summer to be approaching an
epldemio of meningitis, but the number of
cases has pot at any time been large, Of
course the clty, like other clties, always
suffers from typhold and soarlet fever,
measles and diphtherla. With the improve-
ment of our sanitary coudition, we have
rewson to hope for the subsidence of all,
or nearly all, of these contagious maladles,

The Mlitary Job England Hason Hanpd,

The British campaign agalnst the Mata-
Leles Las not opened bLrilllantly for the
whites, Their reported successes In the
first engagements are not confirmed by
lator despatehios. In fact, one of the threo
small Britlsh columuns, advancing from the
cast, was forced to retreat by the first con-
elderable body of the esemy It met, and
nnuther of the colurns, ndvancing from the
south, and conslsting chiefly of Kiog
Kiiama's Bechunnns under white leader-
ship, was also driven back,

The Hovas of Madagascar are wonl tosay
thint thelr two great millitary allles are Gens
ernl FukeaT nnd General FEVER. Nature hus
also provided the Matabeles with two allies
that may prove of conslderable sdvantags
to them lo the present campalgn. One of
them Is the Matoppo Hills and the other is
thoe floodgate of Heaven, which, probably,
will be pulled wide opes In two or throe
weeks more.

The grunite Matoppo Hills are a great
natural defence, stretwhing betweeo the
most populous part of Kiug Lo Besxaura's
country aud the coluons of mounted white
mwen that ure advancing against him. They
may be easlly crossod at ouly one pass, If
the Kiug's soldlers were as well armed and
disuipiloed s thelr enemy, his capital
would be sufe from sny attacks coming
frow the forts that, two weaks ngo, started
their columns agninst him. It is in the
aeighborbond of these hills that Loth the
eaplern and the southern columus bave
Just met reverges.

An Ignorant Benntor,

Mr, Winnram M. STEwART of Novada has
presented to the Senate of the United Btates
a proposed amendment to the ruleas of that
body in the following worda:

N0 Banalor whe I8 directly or Indirectly Interested
In any national bank, or in the stock of any national
Bank, shall vous opon any bl or question affecting the
colnags or iasue of eurreney by the Govermmens, or
through the | Jity of national banke"

To mdopt such a rule would be toact upon
tho assumption that the Benate can restrict
tha copstitutional rights and powers of
Banators. Of oourso, the Sepate possesses
no authority to do any euch thing.

While it may very well be that Congress
can snlarge the privileges of Benators and
members of the House of Reprosentatives
by proper legislation, it1s clearly not within
{ta powar to restrict orlimit theexercise
of any right which belongs to a Senator or
Itepresentative by wvirtue of the Constitu-
tion. The right to vote upon any bill or
question in regard wo which a vote ls taken
In thoe Senate belongs to every Beoator.
The Constitution nowhere declares that In-
torast in the measure undor conslderation,
whether direct or remots, shall operate na
a disqualifleation from voting, It doea de-
clare that ench House of Congress may do-
tormive the rule of Its proceedings; but no
one has ever heretofore contended that this
power to make rules of procedure extends
80 far as it would be carried by theadoption
of Mr. BTEWART'S propused amendment.

If the Senate can lawfully prohibit any of
its members, who happen to be Intercsted
in national banks, from voting upon any
question concerning the colnage, It can
lawfully prohibit any of its members who
are stockholders in rallroads from voting
upon any question relating to inter-State
commerce; and the rule of exclusion might
be carried so far as to prevent any Senator
who owns any property from votlng upon
any question.

We would respectfully suggest to Mr.
STEWART of Nevada that oven a Senator of
the United States may derive gome advan-
tage from an occasicnal perusal of the Con-
stitutlon,

There is remarkable unanimity among
officers of the army In aseriblng the recent In-
crease of desertlons In part to the new law
which prohibite the refnlistment of private
noldlers aftar ten years' service.

Gen. MiLea says that this leglslation is, In
his opinlon, Injuriots to thearmy, " depriving
the Government, as it does, of many experl-
enced, herole, and patriotio men, whose pres-
ence |a the service would, from every point of
view, promote Its cfMelency and char-
neter.,”  Gen. Canrriy thloks It probable
that some men who enlisted origloally with
the view of devotlng thelr llves to the service,
folt aggrieved at belng debarred by this law,
and have dessrted [a consoquence of it. Capt
Guorspeck raports that the increass In desor-
tions ™ {s with little doubt due to the Influsnve
of the ten years' service law., The oldest sole
dlers have resented the spirit of that law. and
thelr Increased discontent has been communi-
cated to the younger men. The soldlers of
our army have no longer & prefession whish
may be confldently entered for lfe.”” Lisut.-
Col. KxxT says that the ten years' law and the
discharge of men before the five years’ term
have much changed the character of the sn-
listed strenath of the army.

Thess are only examples of great numbers
of the current reports on this subject. Thou-
sands of ofileers and men have petitioned
Congress for the repeal of the ten years' law.
There are, It 1s true, other enuses for the n-
creade In desertions. (en. BenoreLn thinks
them to be "entirely boyond control, unless |t
be by increasing the certainty and severlty of
the punishment for desertion.” He holdsthat
Insnarmy as small as ours every man should
bo eMcient, and that those whe are not so
should be got rid of promptly, This can be
found out, he thinks, with much less than five
years' trinl, whilo ten years ls too short & time
for euabling the Government to get the full
worth of the services of good men.

The result of his views is seen in & bl
recantly introduced by Congeessmnn Cwets
fur the repenl of the ten years' law, and for re-
ducing the term of enlistuient to thres yonrs,
with & provision that no moldier shall be re-
enlisted for a second terws *who (s not Bpe
cially woll qualified for the military wervice, or
whose service has not beon honest nud falth-
ful" Tho reduction to three years would
really involve no very serious change, sines
under the existiog law & soldier (s untitlod to
bls diseharge, If he wishes (i, ut the end of
three years, aithough enlisting for five, Op the
other hand, Gen. HoworgLD thinks that this
change would sllow doing away with dischurge
Ly purehase, “which has proved very Proju-
dicial to military diselp)ine ™

It will be suen that thero is & prospeet of un-
doing some of the experimental legisintion
for the srmy which Mr. Fmocros secured as
Secrotary and Bonator, and that the ten years'
law {8 pretty sure to be wiped out,

ThHIE ARMF OF TO-DAY.

Itn Duttes und FProspects—Marksmauslip,
Dritly, DMacipline, and Weapnne,

Wasnrscroy, Oct. 22.—Tho year whicl Is re-
viewed Iin the annual reports of the Comtiand-
Ing General of the Army. the department com-
manders, aad the varlous staff corps ofllcers,
has been one of exceptional tranauiliity for
the military establishmeut. The lodians
nearly everywhora have been quict, and the
contrast between the anxiety and trouble they
formerly wave the troops ana their present
attitude, as a whole, 1s gratifying. There has
beon no recurrence of tha Messinh de-
lusion. which oneo thrastened so much
trouble among the Sloux and other
Indians. There was a brie! excitement In
Black Horso's band of Navajos, but it was
easlly disyosed of. as was the trouble smong
the Choctaws. One task of eonsiderable dim-
eulty imposed on tho troops was that of ax-
polling the squatters trom the Cherokes Out-
let and keeping it cloar. so ns to give all the
settlers an equnl chance in tho race for new
homes. But the chief feature of campaigning
has been along the lio Grande, in preventing
and punlshing violations of tho neutrality law
by armed bodies wishing to cross Into Mexico.
The task was a hard one, as the fordable por-
tion of theriver boundary is so long. and the
dense chapparal offers sueh means of conoonls
ment; but our troops werae rednforced, at con-
siderablo expense to the country, and the duty
was most creditably performed, the invadiug
bodies being broken up and dlapersad.

In what condition s our little army to-day ?
Gen. Schotleld says that its standard of dis-
cipline Is satisfactory, and his views are oor-
roborated by those of other oMosrs. Gon
Miles, tor example, linds a good state of dis-
eipiine and falthiul service on the part of the
troops, and good judgment and discretion
among the ofllcers, as shown by the task of
keoping ponco botween the hostlle faetions of
the somi-civillzed tribos and In removing tres-
passers from the publle lands. Thoxe troops
also that attonded the dodication cersmonlas
ol the World's Falr presented. he says, s fine
appearance, were well equipped. and murehed
and manmuvred with commendable akill and
accuracy. GCien. Merritt sars that the dis-
cipline of the troops Is excsllent. nnd that the
capacity and disposition of the olllcers were
never better. Uthers could be quoted to the
same effect.

(ien, Brhofleld also notes that the standard
of markemanship in the army, both with artil-

ory and small arms. was probably noveran
1igh a8 now. This latter praise seams wall
merjted. inee In the recent army enmpetitions
at Fort Fheridan the scores wore sald to be
not only the hikhest ever made by the military
riflernen of this sountry, but to beat the world's
records, Whenthe tesms competathe nexttime
the weapons used, perhaps will be the new
Krag rifies, of which some should be ready for
distribution by the end of this year. At all
events, the selpction of & magazine urm s one
of the leading leatures of the twelvemonth
thint is past, as its (ssue for regular use will be
a leading fentures of the eurrent twelvemonth.

uring the year the army has steadily prao-
tised the new drill regulations, Uul..rlo!'l of
the Inspeoctor-Gieneral's llepartment reporte
that while lis has hoard some adverse orltl-
clsm upon them among oMeers, with n desire
to return to Upton's tactics, yet the ceneral
opiniou is that ap advance has been eNectod.
