THEY MEAN T0 STOF THE FEUD,

Citizens of Cialhorne Parlah Wil Have No
More Hameay=-Tuggle Murders,

NeEw OBLEANS, Oct. 23.—The attempted as-
eassination of A. K. Cllngman, proprietor of
the Clingman nursery., growing out of the
Ramsay-Tuggle feud. has finally aroused the
people of Clalborne parish, who have an-
nounced their determination to put an end to
thia disgraceful feud and the frequent assas-
sinations that have resulted from It. It origl-
nated a few years ago in & dispute about a
dog. ‘Ten people have been killed in the
parish and nine seriously wounded. There
has been some lull In the feud in the last four
months in consequence of the fact that most
of the prineipnls were killed off, and
what was lelt of the Ramsay family moved
away. They left some friends behind, how-
ever, for n fow weeks ago Murray Tuggle, a
pson of one of the murdered Tuggles wns ghot
from ambush, and Iater, John Ferguson, n
relative anil one of tho Tuggle faction, was
shot and killed in the same way, simply to get
possession of somea lsttors he had bearing on
the case, and which were stolen from his body
after his murder.

It was populariy supposed that the assassin
In both cunes was Tom Kinder, one of the lnst
of the Hamanyltes left in the parish, 'The
reopla of Claltiorns werd slek and tired of
these assasinations, and some of the leading
citizene fosisted that they be etopped, Among
them was Mr. A. K. Clingman, who was out-
i?-okau in condemnstion of the violonco,
