Toulon, Oct. 28 Admiral Avelan and many

of his officers accompanied President Carnot
to the railroad station, whore a lnrjre crowd
had assembled. At 0:10 the train on which
the President travelled started for Paris, after
hearty farewells had been exchanged between
himself and tho Russians.

Bofore President Carnot left this city for
Paris ho read aloud In the reception room of
the Prefecture a telegram from tho Czar,
thanking franco for the cordiality of the wel-
come extended to the Russian naval officers.
Tho Czar added:

"The evidences of sympathy shown by the
French will add a new link to tho chain unit-
ing the two countries, and will. I hope, con-
tribute to strengthen general peaee. which is
the object of our most constunt endeavors."

Tho terms in which the Czar's telegram
wore couched wore so warm that the reading
of the despatch greatly moved thoso who
heard It read. Hevoralol'lcars embraced Pres-
ident Carnot, who rend the message with
much emotion. A number of political person-
ages who wore present expressed tho opinion
that the contents of the message definitely af-
firmed the existence of an alliauca between
Russia and Franco.
