Captain Baker, who (s to commnand
El1 Old. will be the Admiral of tha flest and will
oonduect nll ita operations against Moello's
vessela. The commander of the Britannin has
pot yot boen aclected, but thers are sovoral
pames of sea Captains undoer econsidorn-
tion, and mome one will be ehosen In the
poxt few days. The two Yarrow torpedo honta
are now on the ocean and will reach New York
on Mondsy or Tuesdar. Bosides El Cid and
Britanniaithero will be the dynamite erulser
Destroyer, tha Javelin, and Felseon, which
have beon turned into torpedo boats, and the
two torpedo boats on thelr way to New York.
These will eonstitute the entire force which
wiil sall from Now York. Itis sald that posi-
tively no othor ships have beon purchased by
the agents of the Brasillan Governmoeut and
that none will be.

Bome surprise was expressed whon it
was sald to-day that the two ships
and the torpsdo boats would not be
manned by native Braellinn offcers and
moen ‘on reaching Riol ‘but the fact that
the entire erows will bo from this country and
will ight the veasels, is due to the inabllity of
the Pelxoto Government tv sooure efMeient
mon just now in tho republic.  All of the men
are enllsted ot high wagos. .

At the point in Brazil whara Capt. Baker will
first stop he may be joined by the only two
naval ships In Drazilian wators which have ro-
mained loyal. the Tirandantes and Bahia.
Both of these vessels are now in the Kiver
Flatte, belng equipped and manned to meet
Admiral Mello's war ship Republica, which ls
lying off Montevidio waiting for a crack at the
Tirandantes when she comes out. This vos-
sol, It (s sald at the Navy Department, ls no
matoh for the rebel vessol, but with the nssist-
ance of the Dahla, a fine cruiser, the two will
probably be able to make the Ilepublica strike
her colors.

YEARE, UNPUNISHED,

Thrice Avrented, Tirles Not Arrested, for
Forgerles Amonnting In ANl (o BI2,000,
bt Never Trled=Now the Garfleld Bank,
Whieh s Opt S1s000, Proscedtes,

Georgoe Lingard of 407 Halsey stroot, Tirook-
Iyn, o wollsdrassod man of DO, was nrrnlml‘llr
Inspector MeLaugllin'a detertives on the Now
York slde of tho Brooklyn Drldge yesterday
aftornoon. 1o In nceused of foruing checks
amounting to 813,000 on the Guarfeld Natlonal
Dank while ho was employed ns n bookkoeper
by Christian A, Selimldt, a manufacturor of
upliolstery nt 44 West Foutteenth strect. In-
epector MeLaughlin, who hins becn Investi-
gatlng Lingard's career, says that Lingard
has obtained $20,000 more [fom four differont
persons by forgery. In each of these cnses,
howover, the matter was sottlod in such n way
thnt Lingard wns not prosecuted,

Inspeator MeLaughlin first heard ot him In
1841, whon o was emuloved by n publishing
hotgoe at 40 Vosey streot.  Ho obtained £5,000
from the Chinso Natlonal Bank onaforged check
nnd ho wns arrested by Detoctlve Cosgrove.
Tho mwatter was sattled out of court, Boveral
yonrs Iator, whilo he was employed Ly a dry
woods merchant In Walker streot, Inspector
Melaughlin says ho was ngain sarrested, this
time by Detective Heldalberg, on tho charze of
obtaining $4,0000 by forged cheoks. Adaln
Lingard cseaned punlahment. ‘

Lingard worked as o buokkeepor for Chris-
tlan metimide from Aprll, 1Hs, until June,
THO, and_doring that time, it isalleged, hs
forged 20T checks, amonnting to SO0, on
the Garfleld National Bank. A« bookkeaper ho
opened nil of his omployer's business letters,
e withheld chocksand, forgine Mr. Schmidt's
endorsement on thom, doposited them in the
Giartlald Dank, where ho had s private ne-
count.  When, thesa lorgeries wors  dis-
coverod n 1800 Mr.  behmidt supod  the
biank to  reeover the $1H000  whieh the
bank had pald out of hls acoonnt on theso
forged ehiveks., The bhank defended tho caso,
and ,when it was decided againet the bank
took it to the Court ol Appenls. No urimlluI

wrocending was begun ngainst Linr.'nrll at that
linm. Iv was an {mportant witness The
Court of Appenls afllrmed the deeision of the
Jower eonrt in 1802 and the bank had to pay
My, Selimidt $18,000, Even then no orimiusl
proceoillng wus begun agalnst Lingard.

& Alen, manufnetirers of clothing at 518 Mnr-
