Beta on Mntnrllr lor Moody.

Intense excitement nf tended the closing of

the campaign In Brooklyn. No such hustling
hns been dono by the rival political managers
In a great many years. The Mayoralty con-

test has ovorshndowed nil the other Issues.
All tho candidates on the city and countv
tlckets.wlth tho exception of Mayor Roody and
Sir. Hcbleren. hav boon obliged to look out tor
themselves while the campaign committee-
men hnve been exclusively attending to the
work of strengthening tit opposing Mayor-
alty columns. The Republican-Mugwum- p

combination hns Rinds more noise and bluster
tlmn the solid nnd united Democracy, but
the latter is believed to be far ahead In
the matter of resolute nnd effective work.
In the first place, tho Democratic managers
devoted special and exhaustive oflorts to bring
out the voters this year, and hnve a dcolded
advantage so far as the registration Is con-

cerned. Just ns soon as tho Young Men's
Democratic Club, tbe Brooklyn Democratic
Club, nnd nil the other little Mugwump bodies
went over to tho enemy, the faithful Demo-

cratic losions braced tliei.if elves for the light,
and at no point have their llrm and compact
lines been broken.

Another letter was addressed to "New York
und police." In disconnected phrases

t implored the police to keop the family name
out of the newspapers, auii called tlown the
blessings of God upon whosoever should obey
the request. The writer said he had been a
sore disgrace to Ills family, und did not wish
his acts to become known under the family
name.

That several women wore connected with
his downfall was perhaps indicated by letters
found among his effei ts. One of them was

lor Judgo of tho Court ot Appeals. One.
Inch from the top of tho ballot you will find a
perforated line running across tho paper.
Fold the ballot you seloct so that the bottom
edge Is even with this perforated line. Then
fold it again from right to left evenly. Fold

the other bnllots In tho snmo wav. nnd then
come out and go to the inspector who lias
oharge of tho ballot box. Announce your name
again and hand the ballot you intend to vote
to him. Watch him while he tears off the part
above the perforated line and until ho deposits
the ballot In the box.
