Th. Kepnblleaa Nominated nis fbr Cm- -

table. aad He Won.
One of thamost surprising Incidents In tha

recent extraordinary election In Prooklyn was
the defeat of Tctar J. Hlack by John Dubl for
th Contablehip of the F.lghth ward, a Dctno-cratl- c

stronghold. Mr. Duble. who waa tha
Republican candidate, has the union dis-

tinction of having overcome a normal major-
ity of nearly 'J.otHi against him. and of being
the first negro who has heen elected in that
city totbe ofllco of Constable. Mr. Duble, or
"I'nclo lluhe." as he Is familiarly known
In the Greenwood district, was born
In Virginia about seventy-si- x years ago.
He came North before tho wnr. and
served during it on the steamship
Fort.faekaon. Ho bad a creditnbla war rec-

ord and Is a member ol Tbadeua Stevens Post,
G. A. H.. of this city. He enme to thla city Boon

after tho close of the war nnd was a waiter and
an assistant stewnrd at the Metropolitan Hotel
for several years. Ho served In that capacity
when Col. Jim 1'lsk was at the height of his
fame, and was regarded by bis fellow em-

ployees at tho hotel na Col. Fisk's favorite
waiter. He saved enough money to retlro on,
and about ten years ago be moved to Itrooklyn
and purchased n little frame cottago In Twenty-f-

irst street near Fourth avenue, where he
has since rosidod.

He ha added to tho little capital he aaved
up by running n couple of g

elands near bis own bouse. Oneofthoso was
In front of Ktlmbaok's. Yacht Hotel at Third
avenue and Twcnty-llft- street, and this lie
continued to mnnagn until about a month ago.
when, to his own nstonlahment, as well as that
of nearly all the other voters, he was called by
tho Kepublicans of the F.lghth ward to become
their standard bearer for Constable. The
nomination had gone when the
lightning struck " uncle lime." Ho bad long
been an activo worker In tboltopubllcan ranks,
and was ft member of the ward association,
but bad never dreamed that such a distinction
would ome to him.

The Nominating Committee of the ward as-

sociation had been looking around In vnln for
several days for a candidate, when someone
playfully asked " Cncle llubo" if ho would con-
sent to have ills name go on the ticket. Ho
lumped into the breach at once and told the
committee:

"I always believe In doing my duty, and If
you enn't llnd some ono else to take the noml- -

nation put mo on."
The committee didn't botner Itself in hunt-

ing for another candidate, and the name of
Jolin Duble found a place on the tail end of the
F.lghth want Republican ticket. Although
Vncle lluhe didn't figure conspicuously In tho
campaign, be made a hustling little canvass
on bis own account despite tho Immense
normal majority nuainst him and the appar-
ent hopelessness of bis tight.

Hemoving bis bootblack stand from In front
of the Yacht Hotel and putting it in his cellar,
he made a house-to-hous- e canvass, displaying
the medals he received for gallant servlcotnthe
rebellion and his Grand Army badges Mr.
Hlack, bis Democratic opponent, who wna
finishing a second term in ennatnbleahlp. nnd
naturally thought he had a firm grip on tho
olllco frequently met "1 nclo lluhe." on his
canvassing tours, and encouraged him in the
up-hi- flight lie was making.

1 stood for the
1'nionon tho deck of the Fort Jackson In the
hour of danger, and the people didn't desert
me."

Mr. Hlack Is sorry that he encouraged hi
colored competitor to more active work In tho
canvass, but he has great respect for I'ncle
Ituho. and will surrender his Constable's
badge gracefully In January.

UELLO ASKED FOR RKCOQMTION.

Several Reqneel Made lo Thl Onyrrsmtlt
tn Aciord Htm llelllgrrent Klsrht.

Washington, Nov. 10 The reauests from
Mello to (he t'nltod States to havo belligerent
rights accorded him have been repeatedly
denied. State Department officials say that
the last occasion on which such a request was
made came by cable ten days ago, and the
Cnited State made the same reply through
Minister Thompson then that it had mnde pre-
viously, docllning to accede to tbe request, on
the ground that in the opinion oT this Oovern-meti- i

he had not been able to establish either
n political or military organization which en-

titled blm to tho recognition he asked.
Tho rumor that tho English Government,

through Us Ambassador, has urged the
Foiled Mate--- . In exert its mediating influence
between tbo conflicting elements In I". nv.il in
order to bring to a speedy closo the Internal
strife which has been in progress In that coun-
try for somo months, has not been confirmed.
In connection witli this rumor a bit of unpub-
lished diplomatic history Is given.

When on Nov. .1. 1801, Deodoro de Fonseca.
then President of tho provisional Government,
which had succeeded the monarchy, dissolved
Congress nnd proclaimed martial law. Brazil
wns on tho verge ot a dictatorship. In the
crisis Secretary Blaine was appealed to In or-

der that the Influence of tbe Fnlted Statos
might bo thrown Into the balance and order
brought out of chaos. It was upon his sug-
