For tho past two years Dr. ,T. II. Porter has

been prosecuting sclentlflo researches In the
main chain of the Alloghany Mountains, for the
Smithsonian Institution. In further men of
discoveries already made by him In the valley
of 3 irglnl.i in rcgnrd to primitive man and Ids
cnoxlstenoo with the great animals of the
quaternary period. Dr. Porter Is one of tho
best-know- n connected with the
Smithsonian, having written extensively upon
the boasts nmlblrilsof North America. He Is
an authority on most scientific subjects.

Tho Do.-to- r has just returned to Washington
filled with inhumation on every subject con-
nected with Iho localities Visited by him. nnd
talks with him recently show that most people
in this country know little. If anything, ai out
tho people Who Inhabit tho region of country
along tho southern Alleghanlcs. their hntitts.
Ac In a recent interview with the Doctor a
Star reporter asked him about theso People,
their characteristics and modes of thought,
customs, nnd If thev were, as Is usually sup-lose-

nnd ns nearly everybody believo. tho
btirdr, rugged cojde we have been led to be-

lieve, who reached gigantic stature nnd who
lived to great age.

Throughout tho region to which his vory ex-

tensive research led him. he found t hut nn such
physical Condition as has been attributed to
tho mountaineers of tills southern country ex-

isted. Hit brings medlc.il knosjledgo to bear
Upon this question, being u graduate In medi-
cine and a professor of that sclenco.

According to his opinion iho stature ot those
mountaineers Is not gi eater than the men of
the lowlands, nnd their avorugo physical well-- 1

eing not Ileal ly so good. To this end various
causes contribute, according to the Doctor, the
first of which Is the general hardship! to which
they are Inevitably exposed. Added to this
nre the effects wrought by bad dlot. tho worst
sanitary conditions common In their homes,
among which typhoid fever may be said to be
perpetually endemic, and an hnbitual abuse
of bad ardent spirits. To so great a 'legion
have these mentioned cuusch produced the ef- -

fects stated. Ih.it chronlo diseases of many
kinds are prevalent to nn extent not found
among better provided communities. And
that period of life whloh is generally found
to ho accompanied by tlie highest physical
maturity is that nlo in which bodily decay
very frequently manifests Itself among these
mountaineers.

Among Iho women this Is the fact evon to a
greater extent than among the men They
are exposed to the same unfavorable Intbi-enec- n

as are those ot the sterner sex, they
work much harder, nnd they hive less
strength. liiitheriiiore. If n class of liquor
unfit lor hitinuu consumption is too goner.illy
mado uso of by the m ilos. a snuff. In Inor-
dinate quantities, tn teres. et Imp- - not noticed
to so great an extent, the opposite sex

( OTimeiiciuc ut a vorv early age, iho ma-
jority of these mountain girls are accustomed
to lake tobacco In this concentrated and ex-
ceedingly haruilti! manner. And it is not one
of the loast features of the asso-
ciation with thein to sou n snulf stick project-
ing troin tho corner or the mouth that would
otherwise bo very attractive, and rosv lips
stained and besmeared with this vllo mixture.
The question of personal neatness Is always
more or less a delicate one upon which to
trench, and it may be sufficient to say that
that cleanliness which is supposed to have nilaffinity to godliness does not prevail to any
great extent among theso mountaineers.
With regard to the state of culture prevail-
ing nmong thes scattered communities, it is
of so low n character that a plain recital of the
ordinary superstitions rife among these peo-
ple, anal most llrrnly believed In by them,
would sound like Munchausen stories. Taking
one class of Hustons only from the many
which confront one ujion all sides, says tho
Doctor, it seems that animal ghosts or phan-
toms, such the imaginations of
men in western Kurope three or four centuries
ago uro accepted hero with as unquestioned
laith at the present day at thev wore in

Itosides the folk .ere tales attaching to the
