Mr. Wevena and the Hawaiian Question.
The Hon. John L. Stevens of Maine, who

was President Harrison'r Minister to the
Bandwich Islands, replied In our columns
yesterday to the bitter attack made upon
him by Mr. Gresram in his now notorious
report to' President Cleveland respecting
the Hawaiian situation. Our readers have
thus had a full opportunity of leruslng
what he has to say in his own defence
and In defence of tho Hawaiian republic:
and we are sure that every one who Is not
prejudiced against him by the personal and
partisan assault made by the Secretary of
State, will admit that the defence Is ample
and conclusive. It Is proper also that we
should add that Mr. Stevens Is a man ot
the highest character: and when he avers
that anything is so. he Is entitled to as com-

plete credence as could be given to Mr.
GRESRAMor Mr. Clevklani, or toany other
American cltlcen.

" All that American piety, Amerloan
American schools, and American

patriotism have accomplished In HAwall in
the past seventy years." says Mr. Stevens,
" Is now centralized In the Provisional Gov-

ernment, and stands In Its support. It is a
Government honestly and ably adminis-
tered, and the best Government I tint Ha-

waii ever had." To the question who made
tho revolution which brought this Provi-
sional Government Into existence, Mr.
Stevens devotes particular attention.
"Queen Liliuokalant," he says, " inaugu-
rated the revolution by attempting to de-

stroy the Constitution by rewolutlniiBry
means." Her purpose was to overthrow the
rights which the white settlers of Hawaii
had acquired, and to subject them to a des-

potism of her own, administered in the
Interest of the Ignorant and degraded
Kanaka unlives. Against this attempted
revolution, led by a licentious and disrepu-
table woman, the citizens of Honolulu "as-
sembled in a great mass mooting and con-

summated their efforts for law and order
by tho establishment of a Provisional Gov-

ernment, which was promptly acknowl-
edged by all the foreign representatives
who were familiar with the circumstances
of Its creation."

This new Government, thus established
and recognized, was not assailed by the
Queen or by her followers. While the citizens
were attending their mass meeting, select-
ing t.hnlr MmmlfctaM of nuhlie snfntv. and
preparing to organize a Government, as
openly as public meetings are held in any
American city, the disorganized and power-
less followers of the fallen Queen and her
paramour made no attempt to save her
from the deposition which her rash
and corrupt conspiracy against tho Consti-
tution so justly merited. " It wns a united
and irresistible movement," says Mr.
8TEVENB, " of the same men, with now in-

creased numbers, that took away the des-

potic powers of King Kalakaita in 1887,

and crushed the Wilcox revolt of 1889.
They gathered at the Armory with their
rifles in hand, which were increased by
other arms openly carried in a carriage with
only three men in charge. The only Gov-

ernment that existed or could exist under
those circumstances, was the Provisional
Government. Whoever denies this, has no
other basis for denial than perjured aff-
idavits, hundreds of which are obtainable in
the slums ot Honolulu at two dollars each."

The Hawaiian monarchy had been extin-
guished for several days, and tho Provi-
sional Government had been in full and un-

disputed control of the city and country for
fully two days, when Mr. Stevens recog-
nized it. his example being followed by the
representatives of other foreign powers.
The marines and sailors ot the United
States man-of-w- Boston had nothing to
do with commencing or completing this
revolution. They bore no part In the
revolution which began with the conspira-
cy of Queen Liliiiokalani and was ended
with the full establishment of tho Provision-
al Government. They wero lauded after all
those transactions were over, not to take
sides on behalf of either the Queon or the
revolting citizens, but " as a precautionary
safeguard to American life and property."

This Is the history of this memorable
affair as narrated by the best informed and
most trustworthy observer, the Mlnistor of
the United States, a gentleman, as we
have said, of the highest and most un-
impeachable character, who was present
and witnessed everything from beginning
to end. And now another American Presi-
dent, led by we know not what senti-
ment, or what unrevealed consideration,
proposes to turn back the hands upon the
dial, to reverse all that has been done, and
to restore tho corrupt and shameless Queen
who has destroyed hor throne by a revo-
lutionary conspiracy! Can this undertak-
ing bo approved by tho American peo-

ple? By no means. Nor will it bo ap-
proved even if tho drnma should be
brought to an unexpected conclusion by
a new treaty of annexation bearing tho
signature of the restored Queen, ami pay-
ing her roundly in Amorican cush as a
compensation for tho cession. Such a
denouement does not seem impossiblo In
view of the theatrical accessories wdth
which Mr. Gresham mid Mr. Clevkland
have so far succeeded in onveloping the
subject; but these two gentlemen will find
that even then their deed will not reenivo
forglvoucss.

Mr. Guynor and the Governor.
Mr. William 3. Gaynoh of Brooklyn,

who has just been elected a Justice of the
Supremo Court of this State in the Second
Judicial district, has written a letter to the
Governor in reference to the alleged mis-

conduct of John V. McKane and his associ-
ates In the town of Gravesend at and bo-fo-

the recent general election. "I have
been elected to an office which disqunlilles
me from prosecuting the perpetrators of
these crimes." writes Mr. Gaynoh. "but I
canuot and shall uot sit silent and see these
gross outrages against ItPUfWt people go
unredressed. I shall resign the office llrst."

We regret that a man of so much ubility
and character as Mr. Gay.nob should mani-

fest so slight an appreciation of tho great
office to which he has been chosen by tho
people, as is indicated by the language
which wo have quoted. The citizens of
Kings county must be miserable weaklings
indeed, if they are unable or Indisposed to
enforce the criminal laws designed to in-

sure tbe purity of elections, without the
personal assistance of Mr. Gaynoh. valua-
ble as that would be. The true view would
seem to be that it is far more important for
the community to have an honest and just
Judge on tho bench for the next fourteen
years (iian to have ono man rather than
another prosecute John V. McKane, when
there are so many competent persons ap-
parently able aud willing to prosecute him

In the communication to which we refer
Mr. Gaynoh makes two requosts of gov-
ernor Flowkh. The first is that the Gov-
ernor will have the Attorney-Gener- at

nos appoint one or more special prosscut- -

S

Ing officers for King county to proceed
forthwith to collect the evidence and prose-

cute the guilty.
An examination of the Executive law re-

lating to the powers of the Attorney-Genera- l

Indicates that he possesses no author-
ity to appoint special prosecuting officers
by that name; but Mr. Gaynor's Idea could
probably be carried out by the appoint-
ment of a speclsl deputy Attorney-Genera- l.

There are two regular deputies, desig-

nated first and second, and the law author-
izes the Attornoy-Oener- to appoint such
othor deputies as he may deem necessary,
and to fix their compensation. The statute
also provides that the Attorney-Genera- l,

whoncvor required by the Governor or a
Justlco of tho Supremo Court, must attend
aCourtofOyor and Terminer for the pur-
pose of managing and conducting a criminal
action or proceeding therein. This duty
could doubtless bo lawfully performed by a
deputy acting In placo of the Attorney-Gener-

himself, and In this way Mr. Gay-

nor's request could be complied with.
Tho othor request is that the Attorney-Gener- al

be asked for an opinion as to the
Governor's power to remove the officials,
including two Justices of the Peace, who
participated In, connived at, or encouraged
the crimes at Gravesend.

So far as the Justices of the Peace are
concerned. It seems to be quite clear that
tho Governor has no power to remove
thorn. Section IS of Article VI. of the Co-
nstitution provides that Justices of tho
Peace may be removed, after due notice
and an opxrtuulty of being heard, by such
courts as may bo prescrllied by law, for
causoB to be assigned In the order of re-

moval. This constitutional provision would
seem to excludo auy other method of re-

moving these officers; and. furthermore,
section 132 of the Code of Criminal Pro-
cedure provides that Justices of the Peace
are removable by the Supreme Court at a
General Term.

If John V. McKane and his followers have
committed the offences charged against
thom.it Is not only important, but essen-
tial to tho welfare of Kings county that the
offenders should be relentlessly pursued
and rigorously punished; but nothing will
bo gained for tho cause of good govern-
ment by rash, headstrong, and

proceedings.

Klckapoos, Wlchltas, and Klaovaa.

The opening of the Cherokee Strip dls-Dos-

of a very large Dart of the lands
available for general settlement In the In-

dian Territory, but not quite all. There
are two smaller reservations already pur-
chased in that region, which will soon In-

vite pioneers, while a third has been given
up by the Indians, although some dispute
over the terms may postpone or prevent
tho actual transfer. The first two of these
areas aggregate nearly 1,000,000 acres, with
nearly three-fourth- s of lt, we believe, capa-
ble of being thrown open after its red own-

ers shall have picked out their allotments.
Tho third area comprises nearly 3,000,000

acres, with five-sixt- of it available for set-
tlement. All combined would yield perhaps
3,250,000 acres. It is clear, therefore, that
thero Is still a chance for those who did not
procure lauds In the Cherokee Strip to ob-

tain others near by.
The first of these reservations to be con-

sidered is the Kickapoo. It consists of
20ti,4f6 acres, situated between the Deep
Fork and the North Fork of the Canadian
River. It is practically surrounded by
ceded territory, having on the north the
Iowas, on the east the Sacs and Foxes, and
on tho south tbe Pottawatomies. while
on the west is the Oklahoma line of 1889.
All three of the reservations have been
thrown opon to settlement. But tho Kicka-poo- s

for a long time were unwilling to give
up their lands. At the first visit of the
Commission, they refused to listen to any
proposition of purchase. It was difficult
even to got them together. As there were
only about 240 of them, they were
to receive large Individual sums, but
they objected altogether to taking lands
in severalty, which was a necessary basis
ot action. The Government at that time
offered them, we believe, an allotment of
eighty acres for each man, woman, or
child, and $046.50 In cash for each person.
Another visit, the following year, brought
a second refusal. They distrusted the policy
of partitioning their land. However, the
persistence of the Commissioners and
the action of tho other tribes all around
them at length proved too much, and they
agreed to take lands in allotment and to give
up the rest. About 20,000 acres, apparently,
will need to be reserved, and the remainder
can be thrown open. It is a beautiful
country, possessing a soil of great fertility,
and even with the rude agriculture of the
Klckapoos has raised good corn.

The second reservation, for which nego-
tiations have also been concluded, is the
Wichita, This is found on the right bank
of the Canadian Iliver, between that river
and the Washita, and southeast of the Chey-
enne and Arapahoe reservation. It is south-
west of Fort Iteno. This reservation contains
745.000 acres. Tho allotments to the trlbo
would require liitt.800 acres, and the re-

mainder, or 570,300 aoros, will be opened.
The region Is well watered by branches
both of the Canadian aud the Washita riv-
ers, and thenars plenty of arable land In
the valleys. Wfiart of it has been used for
grazing by cattlemen who leased it, aud lt
contains some good timber.

Tho third reservation is that of the Kiowas,
Comanche, and Apaches, which lies south
of the one Just spoken of, and accordingly
between t lie Washita and Bed rivers. The
branches of tars" two luuin streams,

of the latter, are found In nearly
all parts or tho region, yet it is said that it
suffers greatly from lack of rain. IJist of
tho reservation Is the Chickasaw nation,
while across tho Bed Bivor Is Texas. Per-
haps the most striking topographical feat-
ure of the region is the Wichita Moun-
tains, Which are reported to contain min-
eral wealth, although thoy havo been little
explored by prospectors. In the northeast
of the reservation are the Keeche hills.
Fort Sill Is a central point for this reserva-
tion, the agency being nearby. The total
area of this territory is put at
acres. The agreement inado last year for
its purchase provided for (laying tho

$2,000,000 Ix'Sidcs giving them allot-
ments amounting pei haps to 453,000 acres.
This would leave a remainder available for
settlement, of nearly 2,510,000 acres. But.
while the Indians have made this sale, the
agreement has not yet been ratiflod by Con-
gress, and meantime it has been sold that
the red men are dissatisfied with their bar-
gain, ami insist that misrepresentations
wero made which should render lt of no
effect. It seems ilkoly enough, however.
that in one way or another they may be
made contented. The desirable thing In the
bargain Is t hat the red men should want it,
so that afterward trouble may uot arise.
The Kiowas, Comunches. and Apaches will
no doubt have a fair hearing, although they
have signed the agreement of sale.

But news from the
islands, from tho beginning of the movement
on the part of the intelligent and business
peonto, was that tho Queen's immoral Govern-
ment was elm ply intolerable, and measures
had been taken to dethrone her. The act of
the naval commander In landing marines no
doubt saved lives, and prevented a contest with
tho Provisional Government which would have
sacrificed some lives, but would not have
saved the Queen's disgraced Government

If our Government did not like annexation.
It could easily have sustained by a protectorate
the Provisional Government.
It could have put an end forever to the personal
power of the dusky Queen and her descend-
ants, and kept alive a decent Qovernmtnt The
announcement that a monarchy has been or Is
to be restored seems harsh to liberty-lovin- g

peoplo. especially when tho restoration Is to be
made by a Government that Is republican In
principle. The President is said to Insist on
an election by "the people" of the islands.
They are unoducatod South Sea Islanders.
Nobody believes or pretends that the educated,
civilized people of Hawaii want the Qupen
restored to oower. No one should claim that
tho ignorant natives, who cannot speak
English and have no more Idea of a Constitu-
tional Government than so many Hottentots,
are entitled to the same confidence In the
management of the Government that may bo
reposod in the educated business men of the
country. But the best part even of the natives
are in favor of tho Provisional Government;
and it seems, now that the Queen and her dis-
creditable rule are peacefully set aside, a
restoration of that rule would be unfortunate
for tho Island, and distasteful to all liberty-lovin- g

people. Butthe Administration assumes
to know best about the situation. We hone
its policy may be of benefit to the people and
the United States, but we are unable to see It
In that light
