Guaranteeing a Monarchical Form of
Government,

P'resident CLEVELAND might hava favored
the annexation of the Hawalian Isinnds to
. the United States or the exerclse of a pro-
tectorate over thom by the United States.
1f he did not belleve that they ehould be-
come a part of the United States, or be un-
der our protection, the only logleal eonrso
was to leave them alone,

The Talk of Impeachment.

The intensity of the publle sentiment
AT d by Yresldent CLEVELAND'S as8-
sumption of the power to make and un-
make forelgn Governwents, and to rebuke
and revise the foreign polley of his pre-
dacassor, finds expresslon in more or loss
talk about impeaching him.

Mr, OLEVELASD has already shown that
Le ls capable of correcting a grave misap-
prehension of his powers, lnvolving a viola-
tlon of the Constitution, Even In this
Hawalian affair he has alroady done that
very thing once. When it was pointed
out to Mr., CueveEnaxp that he had
gone beyond his constitutional powers In
sending out to Hownolulu a personal rep-
resantative, not conflrmed by the Sonate,
to exercise authority puramount over the
constitutiopally appointed and sccredited
representative of our Government, he with-
drew from hls false position.

It la too aarly to talk about tmpeaching
President CLevoLaxnp, That is the Inst re-
sort of outragoed American sentiment,

A Speech for Mr, Willls,

When the steamnor China, which arvived
at Sun Francisco lest Monday, left Hono-
luly, the Hon, Anpenr 8. Winnis, Minlster
Plenipotentiary of tho Unlted States, had
not yet presented his eredoentials to DPresl-
dent Done, but bad sent to that offlcer n
manuscript copy of the remarks which he
fotended to make at the presentation, Mr,
Wintis follows diplomatie usage In this

The Last Trick.

Trick Number Ono of the CLrvnrAND
Hawallan programme was the withholding
of Boeretary GREsHAM'S report, written nnd
signod on or before Oct. 18, until after the
mdjonrnment of Congress, in order that the
Provislonal Government miglt be over-
thrown by the Amerlean Executive without
any knowledge or Interference of the legis-
fative branch of our Governmont.,

Trick Number Two of tho CLEVELAND
Administration was the eoncenlment from
thecounteyof thelptention tooverthrow tha
Provisional Government and to reinstato
the Queen, until tima enough had elapsed
for the actual accomplishmont of the in-
famy, supposing that Minister WiLnis's in-
structions swere carried out aceording to tho
prograanme secretly planned in the Whito
House, Inthis, asin every other move of
the Administration, artful advaptage has
beentaken of the fuiet that there is no cable
to Hawall, and that flve or gix doys nro re-
quired for the transiission of intelligones
from San Francisco to Honolulu or from
Honolulu toSan Franeiseo, The time sched-
ule has been cunningly arranged.

Trick Number Threo was the postpone-
ment by Minister Winnis of the execution
of his instructions untilafter the departurs
from Henolulu of the steamer Chinn aud of
Admiral SEgrrETT, By thislittle dodge, the
Washington consplrutors ngalnst the Fla-
wallan republic have grived noarly n whols
wioek of additional darkness, so fur as public
apinfon at home is coneerped, for the con-
summnation of thelr enterprise, The delay
also rid My, Winnis of an inconvenient
witness in the person of Admirnl SEvpeerT.
1t Las, moreover, enabled the tallors of the
burlegque Gueen to complete new uniforms
for the roval guards.

Trick Number Four §s indicated in the
Washington despatehes of the New York
organ of CLAvs Sraeckens and Litioosa-
LANl,  This newspaper, the Noe York
Herald, ins enjoyed exeoptional fucilitios in
the way of early informntivn as to the con-
templated movements of the royalist group
In the White House. It wus able a week
ago to snnounce that the Administration
intanded to restors the monarchy, and it
had that information nt a date when no-
body else outslile of the Immediate pos-
gessors of Mr. CLEVELAND'S gecret, Ineclud-
Ing perhaps Mr, CLAUS SPRECKELS, Was pre-
pared to believe that an American Clilef
Magistrate woulil ever soil hls hands in
such & nasty undertaking. The ecarly in-
formation of the Ierald respecting other
detalls of tho rowallst plot glvea spme
lmportance to what it now alleges con-
cerning the programme to be followed by
Me. WiLris in the actunl executionof Mr,
CLEVELAND'S commands,

In the way of small cunning, this Trick
Number Four and last is the masterplece of
the whole scheme, Even Mr, CLEVELAND
and Mr. Guesitad must have felt that there
would be somo awkwardupess in the position
of Minister WiLris when he should present
his credentinls to I'resident DoLg as the
duly authorlzed represestative of the
United Btates Government to the Yro-
visional Government of Hawall, aud then
ghould atoncoe procead to direct the marines
to overthrow tho Government to which he
was aceroditod, nnd got up another Gove
ernment In its stend.  According to the
Ivrald's Information, WiLLis earrried out
two sets of eredontials, one addressed to
the republican Government, and the other
to the Queen. Mo was to present his
erodoentials to President Donr, and then
to Inform him that 'resident CLEVELAND
doclined  the Hawalian proposition for
union with the United States, That act,
according to the theory Imputed to the Ad-
ministration by the Herald, would termi-
nate tho existenee of the 'rovisional Gov-
ernment o for as the Unitod States are
concernod, lunsmuch os the Provisional
Government was avowedly established to
affvet o union with the United Statea of
Americn,  The FProvislonal Government
thus being ot an end by reason of Mr,
Crevinasp's declipation to negotinte fur-
ther for terms of union, the old monarchy
would becomn the exlsting Government,
and My, WiLLis's second set of erodentinls
could fmmedintely bo presented to Queen
LItLIVOKALANI,

monarchical fpstitutions In Howail, Asa
denth Llow to the I'rovislonal Government,
howover, It is  grotesquely losufMelent,
Prosident Doe's Government was estabe
lslivdd **to exist until terms of union with
the United States of Amoriea haveg been no-
potinted apd ngreed upon:' not merely un-
il a single citizen of the Unlted States,
whoether temporarily holding the oflice of
President or not, should express his per-
gonal preference for o monurchicol over n
pepublican form of Government In Hrwall,
and without warrant in Coustitution or law
constituto himself arbitor, dictator, apd
Queen-maker for thosoe islunds,

A 'New Use for Our Navy,

Tue Britlalh war vesgel Chinmpion I8 on
ber way from Esquimalt to Hopoluly,
where ghe should arrive by next Sunday,
Bho has & orew of several hundred men, aud
no doubt her ofcers will be happy to give
any needed asslstance to our Phlladelphla
and Adams fu carvying out Mr, Grespas's
plan of reviving and protecting monarchy
lo Hawail. It will jndecd bo w novel and
nn unprecedented expurienco for the royal
pavy of England to flnd Uncle Ban's gruls-
ers engeged lu euch work.

The spectacle will be the stranger in view
of LILIVOKALANI'S utter lack of elalms to

the support or sympathy of the United
Statea, Whatever right to reilgn she once
possessed she risked in trying to destroy the
Constitution of Hawall by a lawiess and
despotle act, Constitutions are qulls as
gacred as kings In the eyes of Americans.

The attempt of LILIUOXALANT was the
more outrageous sinee the Legisiature had
just declded against making any altern-
tlons In the Constitution, even througha
propossd Constitutional Convention. Her
native advisera had excited the susplelon
and anxiety of tha principal taxpaying and
commorcial residents, and among forelgn-
ers her warmest [riends wern English.
There can be no question that the Queen
herself prepared the way for heroverthrow,
and that those who acenmplighed 1t did so
in defence of their pulitioal rights.

The Instant application of Hawall, under
her new Government, for admisslon ta the
Amerloan Unlon establishoed a clalm upon
the friendship of the American people, But
even had she proposed to remaln, instead,
an Independent republie, such a politienl
system would have been entitled to our
rospoct. To refuse her plen of admission to
the Unlon, overthrow lier exiating Govern-
ment, and resuscitate royalty, constitute
a triple outrage of a sort never known tiil
now In Amerlean history.

The Humiliation of the American Flag.

The Stars and Stripea wers literally low-
ered In Hawail some months ago: and now
the Starry Ranner has been practieally
humbled In the dust Lefors all nations of
the globo by the Seerotiry of Stato and the
Preatdent, In his notorlous manifesto, Mr,

anesiaM has announced virtunlly two new
principles of Government policy:

I.—The abandonment of the MoNRoR doe-
trine.

IL.—A willlngnoss to ald In tho restora-
tion ar refstablishiment of  monnrehieal
fnstitutions in ooy territory subject to the
influence of our arms, *

In lus seventh annual wmessnge, on Sept.
o, 1824, Jars Moxnor, then President of
the United States, spoke as follows:

“ Weoorwe if, therefore, to condor, and to fhe
amicable relationa existing between the  Uwted
Ktalen and those povera [the allied pmeers of Ev-
ropel, o declare, tha! we should eonsider any of=
tenpt on thely part to extend their ayatern to any
pietion of this hemispheres as dongerows fo our
peace md safety,  With the aristing eolonies or
depondencies of any Ewropean power we horve nof
inderferid, and shail not intesfore,  fat wth the
Governments which have devlared their vnlegivis
dince, and maintained if, and whose indepridence
we# have, on great congideration and on st prive-
ciples, acknoweledged, we conuld not viee ang inters
position for (he purpose of oppressing them, or
condrolliig in any other manner their desting, by
any European powper, in any other light than as
the manifestation of an unSriendly dizposition fo-
ward the United States”

This, we belleve, was tha flrst declaration
of what has become famous in history as
“the Moxkor doctrine,” adoetrine which
has found favor in this country with all
parties for the last seventy years,

Mr. Moxnror's fivm poliey was gpoken of
by Jony Quisey Apass, his successor,
s “strengthening anl conaolidating the
federative editice of his country’s unlon,
il he was entitled to say, ke AvausTus
Casan of his Linperial eity, that ho had
found her bullt of birlek, and left her con-
strueted of marble,”

The ndvoeacy of alirm, If not aggressive,
foreign policy by Mr. BLAaiNg, wus one of
tho seerels of his great hold upon the peo-
ple, nnd was probably that feature of Lia po-
litieal life which most endearsd him to his
followers. It wasin etrikingcontrast to the
tendeney now developad Ly the Seeretary
of State to maintuin tho Interests of Great
Drltaln in the adoption of a policy toward
the Sandwich Islands.

But aside from the question whether It
be right or not to adopt an American and o
patriotio poliey in reference to the coun-
tries of this hemisphers, nquestion of grave
econstilutional importance is now presenied,
and that s, the right of the Exocutive
branch of this Governmoent to luterfers for
the purposa of restoring n monarchy.

Tho Constitution framed by our forefa-
thersisanicely bulancedinstrument, adjust-
Ing carefully tho several funetlous of tha
Executive, tho Judicial, and the Legisintivo
departments; and o eareful examination of
Its various provisions und of the ameml-
ments thereto fnils todigseavernny nuthority
or excuse for the exerciso by the Executlve
department of its powors in favor of & de-
posed monarch. The Constitution gives the
President power, by and with the advien of
thie Sennte, to mako treaties, butit gives hilm
no power to declars war, which power is
vested in Congress: and if there be vested
anywhers in our Government any such
power as that which Mr. Guresnax now secks
to excrelee, it rests aslove with Congress,
While Congress has consldered at thmes the
propriety of exprossing the sympathy of
the Government for now republies, wo know
of no Instance in it history whers it has
gonght to interpose in favor of the redstal-
lishmentof an overthrown monarchy,

The power of tho Exccutive either b
proclamation or by the edict of o Cabinet
Minister toexpel intruders even from our
own Indinn reservations rests upon statute,
and in tho absenco of any law authorizing
such expulsion It coulil not bo enforeed,

In 1856 certnin Intruders entered upon the
1ands belonging to the Chickasuw Indinos
and dispossessed the lessees; and the ques-
tlon whother the President hnd the power,
under the existing laws, to expel the
Intruders by military forco was submitied
to Busaaymiy F. Borner, then Attorney-
Geonernl of the United States. Mr, BurLnen
held that by virtue of the (ifth soclion of
theaot to regulote trade and Iutercourse
with the Iodian tribes and to preserve
peace on the frontivrs, approved March 80,
1802, the President had power to expol them.

Tho act of 1802 provided that ** I shall be
Inwful for the President of tho United States
to tuke such measures and 1o cmploy such
military forco ns ho may judge necessary
to remove from lunds belonging to or
socured by treaty ns aforesald to any
Indinn tribe, uny eitlzen or other person
who hins made, or shall hereafter mako, or
ptiempt to mnke o settivient thereon.”

There 1s upon our Fedoral statute book
no law authorizing the employment of
military foree Lo remova the Provislonal
Goverument of the Sandwich Islande,
