Bome Facts of History.

It has sulted the purpose of Mr, GRRARAM
to represent the overthrow of royalty In
Hawall aa a plot contrived by Minlater
Brxvaxs and & fow resldents of the Island,
alded by naval forces from the Boston
andsr Capt. WrrTse,

This vlew leaves out of consideration the
facts of recent history. For many yoars
%he sentiment had been growing among the
most intelligent and lufluentisl people of
Hawall that the relgning dynasty was an
obstacle rathier than an ald to the progress
of the lslands, and would eventually be
disocarded. 'The courso of events had shown
that the future of Hawall was likely to be
sutonomy as an Independent republio or
annexation to the United States, The only
question all along has Leen when this
change would comu.

In the revolution of 1887 KALAKAUA'S
prompt submiselon snved the monarchy.
Royalty was suffered to exlst because It
was & convenlent temporary expedient; yet
when a great populsr meeting, six years
ago, resolved that *'the adminlstration of
the Hawallan Government has ceased,
through corruption and Incompetence, ade-
quatsly to perform its functions” a step
may be sald to have already been taken to-
ward the result attalned in 1893,

Thus even {n 1887 the monarchy had been
put upon its good behavior, KALAKAUA
had dispelléd the storm for a time, but it
was certaln to break out again. Uia suc-
vessor, in coming to the throne, found the
old royal prerogative hedged about in many
‘ways, and resented the fact, A declsion of
the Supreme Court in favor of her authority
to appoint her Ministers elated her, and ghe
sought new strotches of power, at length
venturing to selze them by force. Then
camé her downfall.

The history of the gradual growth of an
anti-monarchical sentiment in Hawall, Mr.
GresHAM finds It convenient to ignore. The
overthrow of the Queen was really the
logical development of yvearas of exparlenoe.
LILTUOKALANI might have been allowed to
relgn, as a mattar of convenlence, through-
out her life; yet it had long been obvious
that any reactionary and despotio conduct
might cost her the throne, There I8 no
warrant for assuming that her overthrow
would not have been accomplished without
the landing of marines from the Boston,

Waas It a Foregone Conclusion 7

The statament printed elsewhere concern-
ing the close relationship between Admiral
Inwiy, in command of the United Statea
naval forces at Hownolulu, and ROBERT
IrwIx, sent by LILIUOKALANI to Japan to
promote and supervise the immigration of
coolles to Hawall, 18 of the highest Im-
portance and significance at this time.

The reason given for the transfer of Ad-
miral BEERRETT to another post previously
to Minister WiLnis's arrival and the exe-
cution of the proposed attempt to over-
throw the Provisional Government, was
that Admiral BEEREETT, by bis long famil-
farity with Hawalian affalrs, had formed
moclal relations which might prejudiee or
embarrass him in the execution of orders
from the White House. In plain English,
Bxxrurrr was regarded as too friend-
ly to the Irovislonal Government and
republican lustitutions In Hawall, In the
seleotion of his successor, as It appears,
the Administration has avolded any difi-
culty of that sort by picking out an Amert-
ecan officer whose brother enjoys both the
confldence of LinivoKaLaNt and an locome
of which he would ba deprived by the an-
nexation of Hawail to the United States,

This measure of precaution and prepara-
tlon on the part of the White House plan-
ners of a coup d'élat fordethironed Hawalian
royalty, fits in perfectly with other features
of the business.

We now recall to publlie recollection® the
fact that a little more than seven months
ago Tue BoN prioted the following lefter
from Washington with regard to the real
character of Commissioner Brouxt's mis-
slon to Hawall as the I'resident’s personal
representative:

“*Wamneros, April 38.—1t has rome fo my knowl
edge, In & way leaviog wo dovbt. that Commimiouer
Brogsr's lnptructions sre to st down ou (he AbDeXA-
tien of Lhe Bandwich Islands, and, alove all, (v And o way

proee, and may be eipacted to aceomplisb it, all state-,
maents of bopes 10 the coutrary, notwithstanding, Ho
Mr, Ormveranp's et great smistake 1u likely to Lo the
hauling down ef the Biars and Biripes ln Hawall"

This ioformation came to us from m
source upon which we are sccustomed to
rely; a source as far removed from the
ordipary channels of nows intelligence as
from the sphere of the mure rumor mon-
gers, The letter was written and malled
before any person In this country koew
that Mr. BrousT had actually hauled down
the American fing in Hawall, as his firet act
under the instructions of Mr. CLEVELAND
snd Mr, GeesgaM, The news brought by
the steamer which arrived from Honolulu
after the foregolpg prediction was made,
confirmed In & striking manner the ac-
curacy of our informapt's knowledge of
Mr. CLEVELAND'S intentions.

Every known clrcumstance attending the
pursuance of Mr. CLEVELAND'S secret plans
respecting Hawail since he came lnto ofMoce
io Maroh last, points to the conclusion that
our correspondent was right In affirmiog
In April last that Brousrt was sent out to
Hawail, not to afford the Administration a
baais for s declsion what to do, but to pre-
pare the way for the Administration to do
s predetermined thing: namely, to defeat
somehow, and upon some pretext, the an-
nexation of Hawail iu the manner approved
Ly the preceding Admiuistration,

Birs, Dominls Knew,

When Mr. Paramount BLOUST arrived in
Ban Franclsco from Honolulu, lie cames with
pealed lips; and he and all the other Amer-
ican parties to the conspiracy to overthrow
the republican Government of Hawall were
speechless until after the elections in the
United Blates.

The Hawaiian Stor 18 & stanch annpexa-
tion paper, printed in Honolulu. Bo long
ago as Oct. 13, Tae Buw reprinted from
it, undér the title * Has LIIvoxaLax:
Hed & Tip from Brouws?” laformation

which, in the light of recent events, Is
elgnificant. We do not remember the dates
of the papers contalning this Information;
but they must have been aa early as Oot, 1,
for It takes about twelve days for the
Honolulu mall to reach this oity. The in-
formation reprinted from our Hawalian

1 contemporary was that the deposed Queen

Liad been out in her gilded coach telling her
former dusky subjects that she was to be
restored to ber throne within a brief perlod.
Later they ware seon flocking to her house
as If bidden to a conferencs, One of the
Minlsters of her demolished Cablinet
went a conslderabls distance to tell a
friend that LILICOKALANI was sure to
s put In control of the lalands, probably
within & month, which would have been a
pretty close guess had he been guessing.
1n the words of the Hawaiian Star, *' he
was satisfied tbat the mext mail would
bring the orders to the Admiral to hold a
sort of military plebiscite, offband, as It
wore, and s & means of putting Mrs,
Douixis back on the salary lst at the drop
of & hat."

The {mpression galned from what was
known of the talk of Mra, DOMINIS wWas
that ahe expected to be restorsd to power
through soms form of votlng which Presi-
dent CLEVELAND was to bring about.
Maybe she was acourate In this, sinos the
acouracy of the other information that she
possessed six weeks In advance of the peo-
ple of the United States and the Americans
{n! Hawall, has been confirmed. Perhape
there has been some sort of an election In
Hawail under the bayonets of our marines.

To Amerlcan patriots one of the moat
galling features of this wretched busineas
18 that the debased followers of this woman
shonld have known and openly exulted over
the outeoms of it long before the people of
the Unitad States and the adherents of the
new Hawalian Government were intrusted
with any Information as to what Mr.
Broust claimed to have found out, and
what Mr. CLEVELAND proposed to do.

The Glat of the Hawallan Business.

It is lm:porunt to look narrowly at the
speclous ples put forward on behalf of
President CLEVELAND, that a wrongful act
was committed in establishing the present
Hawallan Government, that to this wrong
the United Btates were a party, and that,
consequently, it is the duly of the United
Htates to redress the wrong by restoring
the deposed Queen. In any event, it s ob-
vious that the Constitution has not made
the President sole judge in the premises,
but that the duty of the United States must
be declared by Congress before it Is dis-
charged by the Exeoutive. 1f, In Mr. CLEVE-
LAXND'S opinion, a wrong had been done ln
the Hawallan affair, he should have lald the
evidenca to that effect, together with the
opposing evidence in possession of our
State and Navy departments, before Con-
gress during its recent sesslon, or else he
should have walted a few weeks untll the
regular session of Congress should begin.
It Is for Congress, not the President, to de-
clde first, whether a wrongful act was com-
mitted by representatives of the Unlted
States last January In Honolulu; and sec-
ondly, whether that act should now be ree-
tifled by an act of war agalnst the present
Hawalian Government,

Assuming, for the moment, that the evl-
dence collected by Commissloner BrLouxT
should be held by Congress to be conclusive
proof that thie United Btates werea party to
the deposition of Queen LILIVOKALANT, it by
nomeans follows that Congress would de-
clare that the wrong then committed ought
now to be redressed by a resort to war. In
{nternational law, as in commercial law,
the redresslng of a wrong Is not so sim-
plo and easy a thing as the hesdlong de-
tendera of the Presldeat would persuade us
to belleve. Between the doing and redress-
ing of a wrong, equitles may have arisen in
favor of third parties, which canpot be
brushed aside. Let us take, by way of ex-
ample, the case of a promissory note which
the maker-delivers to the payee under what
ha subsequently belleves to be false pre-
tences concocted by the Iatter. Neverthe-
less, the malier must pay the note If it has
passed into the hands of Innocent holders
for value. Equities have arisen which for-
Lid the maker to redress the original wrong
by perpetrating another,

That 1s precisely the case of the exlsting
relation between the United Btates and the
Hawallan Government. Once recoguized
by the United Btates, that Government
speedily secured recognition from other
powers, and, among them, from Japan,
which proceeded to enter Into a contract
with It, defining the conditione under which
large numbers of Japanese should settle
In the Hawallan Islands, The United Btates
have no right to Interfera with that trans-
action, as they would do if without Japan's
consent they compelled the substitution
of Queen LILIVOKALANI for the present
Hawallan Government as one of the partles
to that contract. International law is clear
upon the polnt, that the formal recognition
of a Government 18 not an act with which
the United Btates or any other power is st
liberty to play fast aod loose, and we do
pot doubt that a declaration to that effect
would be made by Congress, Itls,intruth,
sn Irrevocable act. A community, once
admitted to the ecircle of Independent
natlons, cannot be excluded from it except
by an act of war; snd for such an act on
the part of the United Btates the previous
ganction of Congress Is required by the
Constitution.

There is no prinelple of internatio
law more undisputed than thatthe fo
recognition of & government cannot be an-
nulled but by an act of war, When, lmme-
diately after the coup d'éat of Deo, 2, 1851,
Lord PALMERSTON, then the head of the
British Forelgn Office, instructed the British
Ambassador at Parls to recogolre the
usurping Government of Louls NAPOLEON,
he aroused furlous Indignation on the
partg! Queen VicToRIA and of the British
pation. Lord PALMERSTON was gummarlly
removed from his post, but nelther his suc-
eessor nor any other English statesman or
diplomatist pretendsd for an instant that
tho recognition of Lovis NaPoLEON could
be recalled, The act was sccomplished and
irrevocable, and its comsequences could
be averted ouly by war agalnst the
usurper, to whose firm establishment
Great Britain bad by that recogpition
sigoally cootributed. Another example
way be drawn from American history. It
will be remuembered that Toxas was formally
recogmized us an independent republlo by
the United Btates many years before Its
admission as & State luto the Unlon. Let
us suppose that President Tyrem had
come to the conelusion that the recogunition
of Texus had been made on a misconcep-
tion of the facts; that the movement which
‘resulted io her Independence had been
lavgely brought about by American cltizens
invading the territory and assalling the
Government of & friendly power, and, in
tholr wrongful wscts, secretly encouraged
and supported by leadlog American poli-
ticlans, Would such » conclusion on the
part of Prealdent Tyres have justified him
in recalllng the recognition of Texan inde.
pendence by the United Btates ¥ Obviously

not, for international equities had in the

. ‘4; g,

mean tims arisen. Onoce recognized by the
Unitad States, the republio of Texas had
secured the recognition of other forelgn
powers, and, In the capacity of am Inde-
pendent State, had made treaties and had
borrowed money.

We observe that some of the mors cun-
ning defenders of Mr. CLEVELAND porceive
the diflloulty of recalling the recognition of
the Hawallan Government, consldersd aaa
question In Interuational law, and that
they also acknowlodge the constitutional
Incapacity of the President to upsot that
Government by an act of war, without the
pravious sanction of Congress. They en-
deavor to evade these difficulties by the
eurious argument that, when Miniater
WiLLis shall apnounce that the United
States reject the proffer of annexation,
that Government must, by tlie terms of lls
declaratory instrument, immediately cease
and determine. For, they say, that In-
strument gets forth that thie present Ha-
wallan Government shall remain in ex-
istonce until anoexation to the United
States shall have been brought about. An-
nexation once refused, thoy argue, the fun-
damental condition of the existence of the
present Hawallan Government fulls, and
thera remains nothing In sight to treat
with, excapt the Government of the de-
posed Queen L1LIUOKALANI. The clause in
question will bear no such construction. It
dooes not make the existence of the present
Hawallan Government dependent on the
acceptance or rejectlon of annexatlon by
Presldent Hammison, or by Presldent
CLEVELAND, or by President CLEVELAKD'S
succesgor. On the contrary, the declara-
tory Instrument establishes the present
Hawallan Government for an indeflnite
period, terminable only by annexatlon to
the United States. No date is mentioned,
and It matters nothing, from the viewpoint
of the Instrument, whether the annexation
shall take place in 1863, or ten years hence,
or twenty.

Bo far as the instrument inquestion is
concerned, the existence of the Hawalian
Government cannot be terminated by ono
rejection of annexation or by a dozén re-
jectlons. It canbe terminated only by an
acceptance of the offer; that would end Iit,
as a matter of course.

The Executive aa a Readjuater.

Aslde from tho question of the eonstitu-
tionality of the exerclse of the power
recently assumed by the Secretary ol Btate
in reference to the Bandwich Ielands, the
interesting question arises as to the re-
speot whioh should be pald by the Executive
department of the Government to the acts
of o former Executive even when such acts
may be open to eritlclsm.

The views of that great lawyer, WILLIAM
WinT of Virginia, when acting as Attorney-
General under Presldent JounN QUINCY
ADaMS, are apposite st this time. In an
oplnlon of Oct. 1, 1825, Mr. WinT sald:

“The praliminary queation In, *how far the pressnt
Exocutive is suthorised to review and unsertiothe acta
of (ts predecassor ¥

“1f It has such authority, the Exacutive whioh Iste
follow us must have the like authority to review and
unseitie our declalons, and to set up agaln thove of our
predecensorn; and upon this principle, ne questien can
be conaldered as finally seitled.

“1 bave understood it to be n ruls of actienm pre-
scribed to fiself by each Adminisiration to conslder the
acts of its pred s s far asthe Ex-
scutive Is concerned. It I8 but a decent degree of re-
apact for each Administration to entertain of its preds-
oessor, to It mawelig 4 a8 itself 1o axecule
the laws according to the intantiom of thelr makers,
and mob 1o set an example of review and reversal
which, Inits torn, taay be brought to bear upom ltsell,
and thus keep the acts of the Executive perpetualy
unsetiled and afloat.

*“In conversing with Prealdemi Acaws ob this sud
Jeur, I understood him to in the gensrral rules of
convidering all acts of the pr € Adwminist
a3 final; and, although partial injories may now and
thea remain wuredressod by the operstion of thia in
common with all other goneral ralea, ystit (v better to
Uear that partial evil, or leave It to legislative redress,
thante | the more sxtensive and | labl
avils which must result from oconsidering all the past
acta of all the past Exacntives as open to recsnsidera-
tion and readjundiontion &% tha pleasure of the indl-
viduoala who were Intersated ln them."

The views of WiLriaM WIRT and JomNn
Qumox ApAMS concerning Executive limi-
tations, are opposed to the acts of WALTER
Q. GresHAM and GROVER CLEVELAND.

How to Proceed in the Gravesend Affalr.

Mr. Ripeway, the District Attorney of
Kloge county, in his letter to Governor
Frower askiog the Governor to propose
ihe names of vne or more capable and hon-
est lawyers whom he could appolnt as his
naslstants to prosecute the Gravesend erim-
inals, sald of these proposed asslstants:

“They will bave scceas 10 the Grand Jury, will act
for the Diatrict Attormey before the Grand Jory, asd
will undoobiedly colperate with comwmittess of cltl-
mens in bringlog all eftenders to Justice '

It is obviously essential that any spacial
counsel who are to be emploved in these
matters shall be In a position ito appear
before the Grand Jury apd to present evi-
dence to that body. * '

The announcement mace yosterday, how-
ever, that the approval of the County Judge
of Kings county was necessary to glveforce
and effect to the appolntment of Messrs.
Georae G. ReyNonps and Epwarp M.
BHEPAED asspecial counsel, shows perfectly
plainly that these gentlemen are not to be
Asslstant Distriot Attorneys at all in any
offiolnl gense, and that they will not have
the power, to go before the Grand Jury, of
which Mr. Ripaway spoke in his letter to
Governor FLOWER,

They appear to have been appolnted under
section 204 of the County law, which ls In
these words:

“The District Attornsy of any couniy In which &
eapital or other Importamnt eriminal actlon s te be
tried, with the approval in writlng of the County Judye
of the county, which ahall be fled in the ofMee of the
County Clerk, may employ connsel Lo asslsl bim on such
trlal; and the cosls and sxpenses thereof, 1o be cartifed
by the Jadge presiding at the trial, shall jbe & charge
upon the oonnty in which the ludictment Ia found.”

Thissection apparently relates to the ser-
vices of connsel upon a trinl, whercas the
conduct of & prosecution before the Grand
Jury 18 a proceediog prior to the trial,

The trua way to proceed to take tho pros-
ecutlon of the Gravesend offenders out of
the hands of the District Attorney and to
place it absolutely under the control of
others, would rather séem to be under the
provisions of the Executive law relating
to the Attorpey-Geveral. This law pro-
vides that the Attorney-General, when-
ever required by the Governor or by s Jus-
tice of the Bupreme Court, shall attend the
Courts of Oyer and Terminer for the pur-
pose of managing and conducting a erlm-
inal action or proceeding therein,

The Attorney-General 18 also expressly
authorized by statute to eppoint not only
bis two régular deputies, but such other
deputies as he may deem necessary. The
Attorney-General himself 18 a sworp officer,
and 80 |8 each of his depulles, Under the
Executlve law they could attend before &
Grand Jury in a Court of Oyer and Ter-
miner, Inasmuch as that law suthorlzes
ths Attorney-General to attend such a
court, not only for the purpose of partici-
patiog (n & trial, but “*for the purpose of
managing and conductiog a erimioal action
or prooeeding therein ;" and the Grand Jury
18 & constituent part of such court, In that
event there would be no danger of such
fallures of justloe a8 have ocourred more

than once in the history of this State by

reason of the fact that upauthorized per-
sons have been permitted to go lnto the
Grand Jury room, A little more than a
year ago Judge Cunrney was obliged to dis-
miss an Indictment on Staten Island be-
cause special counsel had been allowed to
go before the Grand Jury.

The course which we suggest would make
the Gravesend prosecution wholly Inde-
pendent of the District Attorney of Kings
county. The course that has been adoptad
leaves the prosecution absolutely under his
control. For while he may follow tho ad-
vies and suggestions of the able and accom-
plished gentlemen whom he has solected
as apecial counsel at the Instance of the
Governor, ha I8 undor no legal obligation
todo this: and even his consent that thoy
should go beforo the Grand Jury would not
make It lawful for them to go there,

¥ren Speech but Honest Pollties.

The lslands are a place of
call for the new steamship llne running from
Vancouver, 1L C, to Australia (n conpection
with the Canadian TPacific Raliroad. That
company’'slineto Chins aod Japun recelves
yeoarly subsidlos from the British and Capa-
dian governments, and when thoroughly or-
ganized the Australlan line will also be subsl-
dired. Mr. Mackenzle Dowell, the Canadirn
Minlster of Customs, Is now in Australia en-
deavoring to form arrangements for en-
larging trade between the two colonles
and for constructing s ecable between
them. The Dritlsh Government Is do-
inx its best to bring the negotiations to &
suocessful lssu«, Itisfelt that!f Queen Lill-
uokalanl! Is restorad through the good oMces
of Mr. Cleveland's Adm!inlstration, British In-
fluence in the islands, which has been on the
wane, mway once more become conslderable,
and Canada* may perhapa be able to conélnde
atreaty for eloser trade relations with them.
