It was received In France with lively
satisfaction, but to this satisfaction tbero was
Jinked no projoct of an International explo-
sion. Tho first programme for the reception
of tho IluBstan sailors did not so beyond th
Usual fsstivlties on such occasions. Th part
born br th authorities was much greater
than that of the population. The somewhat
aour commentaries of the journals of Berlin
and London woreth first to contribute toward
bringing out tho importance of theovent. The.i
came the news that England was about to
send her ships to the Italian ports of Tarnnto
and Bpezzla. This s.iddon decision, com-
ing at such a time, had the appearance of
a counter demonstration intontionaliy hostile.
or at least unfriendly, tn France. Vainly they
attempted later onto represent the presence
of the British flag In Italian waters as a very
simple affair, an ordinary naval excursion.
Public, opinion, whicli has becoino very sensi-
tive in France in such matters. luokoil upon It
as an Indirect menace. Intended to make us
remember that if llussi.l is with Fiance, Eng-

land will be with Italy, rolitkai susceptibili-
ties were uruii .od by what, appeared to be a
ohallcngo addressed to our new ally as well
as to Franco, and wounding to each.

Tho population of Toulon, particularly
sensitive in things of this nature, by its
historical recollections. Its southern tem-
perament, and tho maritime chnracter of
Its population, immediately undertook to in-

The
Parisian press echoed the sentiment. It
started tho idea of taking advantage of the

But Its exultation this time
Id nowise resembled the excitement which
It has so often displayed, which might for
tho most part be attributed tn local effer-
vescences. Contrary to tho regular order, the
Parisian population receivod the impulse
from outside, nt least as much as It gave.
It only continued the exuberant reception
which had been commenced at Toulon, and
was continued later on at Lyons, nt Mar-

seilles, and wherever the Husslan officers
halted or even passed through. Thecolebration
extended to localities situated far nnd away
beyond their route; and this is what gave to the
thing a peculiar Mump and a real grandeur,
in spite of the fact that it may appear to have
been exaggerated in its details to those who
bar only witnessed it at a distance.

peated festivities, the crowds constantly In
th streets, tho IncosBant cheering, and th
bouses draped with flags and Illuminated
presented nothing novel. One might say
that it was an enlarged reproduction of
what Is to be found In all popu-

lar effervescences. But the thing that Is
rarest of nil, which was never soon before
in France, wr.s the wondrous unity of all
classes of socloty, in the country as In th
towns, which was prolonged without interrup-
tion for fifteen ditvs, and accomplished the
marTel of imposing silenco upon all our In-
ternal political dissensions.

Not that France has renounced completely
the hop of regaining one day possession
of her two lost nrovinoos. but for some time
past she ha understood that It was necessary
to give up the idea of revenge which she had
conceived twenty years ago. In addition to

The world refuses to believe In the sincerity
of our conversion to pacific Ideas. It persists
In viewing our sentiments toward Gonnany as
a constant danger ot war, ready to breakout
at any moment, and the i!plmacyof Berlin
does all in it power to keep up and spread
abroad this conviction. It endeavors to repre-
sent the Incontestable moderation of our
foreign policy as a personal mutter with our
Governments, and particularly with M. Car-no- t.

Imposing pence upon the oountry con-
trary to Its natural tendencies. Nothing
could be more false. The general will
Is completely In accord with the liov-e- i

iiineut In avoiding outside complications In-

stead of trying to oreate thorn. The world
have had an opportunity to become convinced
ot this recently In the presence of the provo-
cations, more or less direct, which public
opinion allowed to pass by without even ap-
pearing to notice them, without even deigning
to reply to them by a single newspaper article.
A still more striking proof has jus: been ex-
hibited on tho occasion of the festivities at-
tending the celebration of the Frnnco-ltussia- n

alliance. It bad been given out in advance
as certain that they would be nccom-punle- d

by demonstrations hostile to Ger-
many, by menacing cries addressed at
least to the Triple Alliance. Those
who counted upon such inei louts to change
tho charnctor ot the manllestatlon and per-
haps chili the sympathies of the Cznrandlns
confidence in us. have met with great disap-
pointment. During fifteen dnys ot coutluuou
acclamations, in which one might snv without
exaggeration, that nil the voice of the nation
joined, not one word was uttered or one single
act committed which coull be considered
alarming or unfilondly. Everything that
Was not Russian was completely forgotten.
The absence of discordant notes was so
marked that it astonished, even Iu France.
those wn) nau ronoweu rue irnusiormauon oi
the public mind. It would be puerile to en-
deavor to explain it bv nn order of prudence
given to the crowd Multitudes do not exhibit
such political obedience, especially when they
are counted by millions composed ot the most
heterogeneous elements that can be furnished
by thedlffcront pnrtles of a country, silence
of that nature is not to boobtulned at the word
of command: it must be spontaneous. Beyoud
a doubt. France no longer dreams of war.

ilussi.i. on tho other hand, has no reason to
wish for war. She is busied with recstaolieh-In- g

her finances, which the famine of Ml
and tho chotoru of ".i'j have thrown into con-

fusion. It is a work in which peace for her Is
a necessity. No doubt thero are in sight
possible complications on the side of the Bal-
kans, where she dees not give up tho hope of
estorlng her old supremacy. But her conduct

shows that there, like everywhere else, she
desires tn proceed by diplomacy, and not by
arms. The understanding working out be-

tween her and Austria Is a sure indication
of her desire to advance by pnclllc means The
friendly relations which exist between her
and Turkey give another proof of this.
Those who have followed attentively
tho evolution of Itusslan policy during
tho past few years are able to discover that her
final aim is to Isolate tho German empire, not
to crush it to hinder it from becoming the
arbiter ot Europe, as it imped, and too
loudly proclaimed Its Intention to ho, alter
Nudowa and Sedan. This is the aim of thn
C.ar: he travels toward it with the patient
certainty which unforeseen events beyoud his
control can alone change. Ills views are clear-
ly reflected In the journals of st. Petersburg.
"The tlm has passed." says the .Norms
J'rcHiio, "when the conductor Gormanyand

fear in the near future of an International diff-
iculty. Europe knows now that the general peace

Is n tribute to the expectations
formed of Its success from a bulnoss point
of view. The main oLjoct, of course. Is to
bring Baltimore nca-e- r tho tru'isatlunlla
stiumer route. There would be a very great
saving also In the distance by water

Baltimore and Philadelphia! but that
alone might not be sufficient to justify tho
undertaking, although if tha project of a ship
cannl across New .lersey should ever be ear-

ned out Ihe advantage of the Maryland canal
to Baltimore might then be stdl greater.

At one time It. was urged that Congress
should grant a subsidy to this cans! on ac-

count 0' its uses ns an Interior coast-lin- e de-

fence and the facilities it would afford for

Kansas, and Nebraska, and a fourth of the
Pnkntne. beon forced by complete and repeat-
ed oroo failures to accent the conclusion that
this portion of the continent is uncultlvable
outside the very limited nrens susceptible ot
artificial watering. Notwithstanding these re-

pealed failures nnd the abandonment of the
country bv most of (lie Impoverished solders.
a succession nf two or throe fairly favntnbie
seasons ha seen nnntbor army of eager home
scokers occupying the deserted hnmesteads
nnd placing Implicit fnl'h tn the nssoveiitlons
ot the land speculator and tho town-slt- o

boomer that tho climate wns changing, had
changed, nnd that a sufficiency of rainfall had
now been assured by tho ploughing of a few
thousand acres and the laying dnwn of narrow
bands nf steel by the railway builder.

Six nr eight years ago this whole nt Id region
experienced a veritablo boom: specula' inn
was ife; immense amounts of Fastern capital
wre lo,nod to the Impecunious settlers hy the

I'nfortunotelv tho seasons again became
unpropitiotis: this arid belt failed to become
the granary of the world; the water worka,
tho electric plant, and tlm gns works either
failed to materialize 01 went to speedy decay;

Fastern investor is left witli abandoned fnrm
nnd town site ns security lor the loan made in
complete faith, upon tho guarantee of nn " in-

ceiver's hands: the poverty-stricke- n furinor
has I, turned as far as his means car-
ried him, and much of the country has been
again abandoned to the pruirie dog and the
jack rabbit.

and efficient mode of securing full crops was

seekers was so creat that the popiilntton in-
