RESCUE OF THNE 1LADY LISGOAR'S CREW.

Some Jumped Inio the Sen—Volunteors from
the Mohlean Maved Them,

There hins bosn some tumultuous weather
aflont on the traneatlantle lane of travel for
the last two weeks, The Norwegian bark
Lady Lisgur fan into the worst of [t on Nov, 11,
seaven days aftar leaving Yueboeo with a cargo
of lumber for London, and she Is now drifting,
a mastleas Liulk, in the steamehip track, about
W00 miles east of New York. Her akipper.
Capt. Olafsen. and his eightesn men wore
brought to this port yesterday by the steam-
shlp Mohican of the New York Shipping
Cotpany.

Tho Lady Llsgar Nrst felt the influence of
the gale, wilileh howled out of the north, on
Now. T It Lecame o frosty northepstar aftera
while and plled up colossal seas. The bark
wiss hovk to, Bhelabored heavlly and sprang
nleak. She was flually driven on her Leam
ends, and her orew cut away her weather rig-
ging to right her. Her fors and main masts
want Ly the bonrd, and she came up on An even
keel. Unly the lower mizzen mast was left
standing. The sean awept athwart the bark at
briof intervnls,

Just alter davlght on Monday last, Capt.
Olafsen and his men, who had lashed them-
selvon to decl: tixtures torward, saw the Mohl-
cun benring down on tham, Capt, ('ook of the
Mobiewn had seon the distress siguals eot in
the Lurk's mizyen rleeing.

cued Norwoginns and thelr reseuers 2lambared
on board the stonmship.
