A tbat tb City Provide for Them
a It Hoe for Hog,.

To Tins EwTon or Tn Sox Sir A few days
ago the Now York Society for the Prevention
ot Cruelty to Animals descended upon a little
band of womon whose purposes are confessed-
ly humane, arrestod one of the number, com-
pelled her to remain all night In the station
houso, and charged hor In court with chloro-
forming a vagrant catl Ilelng found guilty,
she was promptly fined $10, which, with the
fee of $100 demanded by her forensic figure-
head. Mr. Hummel (who offered no defence),
completely exhausted the Daud ot Mercy's
exchequer.

It fit naturally be asked, what U this
"Rand of Mrcy"f The parent orgAnl7Atlon
was founded by Oeorge T Angell. tho honored
President of the Massachusetts Uumano So-

ciety and tho foromost humane worker In this
or any country. The brAneh societies number
more than 15.000, the membership upward ot
000.000. Their pledgo Is! "1 will try to be kind
fo all living creatures, And to protect them
from cruel usage."

Ot this nmall branch whose work the society
has legally enjoined, one Is a Christian woman
of largo means and broad sympathies, a Ufa
member of the prosecuting society ever since
the better days of the Uersh rtSglmo. Another
Is a woman who for twenty years has worked
untiringly and spent lavishly for the protec-
tion tf all animals, and whose sympathy is
drawn to vagrant cats simply because they are
more despised than other creatures, and be-

cause no provision is mads for them.
Th original Intention waa to raalntatn ft

refuge, but tho numbers provod so great that
the only solution was merciful extinction.

Of tho thousands ot cats brought Into exist-
ence each yoar In this and every city but a
smalt per eont. Is wanted; tho remainder, g

superfluous, aro treated accordingly. Thoy
aro stoned, starved, turned Into the streets to
freezo. 1 here they becomo diseased, crippled,
and often blind with mange. They become,
too. so wild that It Is exceedingly difficult to
roscuo thorn until th awful weakness of star-vatlo- n

sets In. They do not die at once, but by
Inchon. Undor the very shadow ot tho build-
ing whore Mrs. 1lwards wa, arraigned sho
found, crawling In the gutter, a young cat with
paws and ears shockingly burned, an un-
doubted victim of tho eloctlon bonfires of a
few days before, for it Is a d cus-
tom of hoodlums to bind these helploss crea-
tures and throw them Into the flames.

At another time, a cat, having been thrown
from tho upper window ot a tenomont houso
and Impaled upon an Iron fonce. was found
torn with cruol wounds In tho corner whero It
had crawled to die.

A dozen have been found dead or dying In
ono collar. In ono Instance a cat was rescued
which was saturatod with kerosonennd partly
burned, boinetlmos sticks are tlrlvon Into
thotr bodies. In fact, no one can concelvo tho
tortures of honioless cats but those who have
turned nsldo to lnvestlgato and relieve. Mul-
tiply such cases as tho above, give to each a
painless doath. and you havo tha work ot
these women.

Slnco this Rand ot Mercy has been enjolnod
In Now York It has responded to letters from
citizens of Asbury I'ark. N. J., and attended to
the meroltul extinction of slxty-Uveca- ts which
had boon loft to starve and freezo under the
plaz7asdt vacant cottages. Numbers remain;
andlnourown city thero aro thousands whloh
theooldot winter will torture and ktlL Thoy are
not In ovldenco from tho windows of luxurious
homes, but at night In tho poorer quarters of
tho city, in tho vacant lots ana ahurchyards,
tho poor creatures may be found by scores,
vainly seeking food and water. Tho Rand of
Mercy has tuken upward of flfty In a single
night.

Do you ask Its equlpmont? A lined and cov-
ered basket, containing a spongo saturated
with chloroform. Into this the cats (when not
too weak to resist) are enticed by various pa-
tient devices nnd quickly become insonslblo.
The bodies, by dlroctlon of the Hoard ot
Health, nre left upon the street, whence the
city promptly romoves them.

Repeated efforts havo been mads tn saenrn n.

room whoro cats might be collected and hand-
ed oor to tins Incorporated society to be put
to death, but janitors and landlords invariably
object. Repeatedly, too. has the incorporated
socloty been Importuned to tako somo steps
In this unpopular branch ot merciful work,
but without result.

Roston and I hlladelphla care for their home-
less cats, and the great city of New York
should surely protect herefrom theslowdeath
of starvation, the persecutions ot street
gamins, and. worst of all. from the sickening
torture of amateur and professional vhlseo-tlonlst- s.

whose agents aro all abroad seeking
"healthy specimens."

The remedy we havo long sought Is a simple
one. viz., tho city should extond to homeloss
cat the same provision which Is now made for
dogs (romomborlng that tho former outnum-
ber the latter many times); with only this dif-
ference, that the licensed ratchora should bo
rigidly held to humane and conscientious
methods; and wo bolleve thoy should be
women.

We need advice as to the best means ot
obtaining this wise and nocessary provision,
and appeal first of all to our own meroltul
citizens; and also to bands of mercy and
humane societies everywhere.
