Tho Invariable
reply was that tho futuro would justify the
boom nnd demonstrato beyond Iho possibility
ot a doubt that tho groat section of tho city
Ivlng west of the Park was the choicest part ot
New York.

Within the few yearn that hnvo elapsed since
that testimony wns glvon Ita truth has been'
nmpty proved. Flvo years ago Iho traveller on
the west side elovnted roads could detect many
largo plots of vacant ground. TheKlglilhnva.
nue cars ran p.ist very few houses abovo Fitly,
ninth street, egetable gardens stretched for
blocks. Interrupted only by squatters' huts.
Many of tho persons who hud purchased
ground during tho boom wore now land poor,
nnd found gieat dlfllculty In raising the money
to pny tho taxes and assessments et, so
strong wns the belief of every Investor In the
future ot his holdings that sales, except nt
high prices, were unknown.

It has boen said that time has amply justi-
fied those high hopes. Tho fact Isihatnveti
those enthusiasts, who woro deiund dicnmers
by tho conservstlvu renl estate men of that
day. never fancied. In their wildest moments,
how great the west side was to glow nor how
soon tho strides to groatness were lo he mani-
fested ...An Interesting ono of Zola'e
novels describes the growth of a real estato
boom In Paris The description Is Intended to
be so exaggerated as to force tho attention of
every reader The plans of thn manipulator
nrn veiled In an iitmosphoreof mystery and
Intrigue, vast sums of monoy are Involved
and the render Is hronthloss as be sees old
rookorles converted Into palaces, and crooked
lanes Into magnlllcent boulevards.

All this, of course. Is fiction, but excoptlng
the causes nf tho marvellous changos Zola's
wonderful description could be implied to Hie
recent growth of our wost side without In any
way violating the truth Ills Parisian hoom
wiii the result of scheming, backed by political
Influence: our local affair was the outcome of
natural condition, which no human agency
could control.

Tho observant New Yorker neods not to be
told how the great west side suddenly
becume covered with buildings, the like
of which had never been seen beforo
oltber In this city or elsuwheru on this
continent. Until that great work was be-
gun this city had been suffering from
the reproach that Its architecture whs monot-
onous. Travellers spoko In slurring terms nf
thonoros of brown-ston- e fronts almost Identi-
cal In design, stiff In outline, ugly In effent.
'Hills It was nocessury to travel great dis-
tances tnllnd the fow exceptions to therulo
I he residences that were architecturally worth
looking at.

How different has this bocoinn since tho

Owners of property In all parts of New
lork. realising tho beneficial effect of variety
and elegancn in the architecture of the west
side, now Insist upon having the same In their
nnw buildings, so that Now lork is hecnmlnc
more beautiful with every new structure
