great auditorium was still la full possession
of the mechanics, upholsterers, electricians,
and decorators. The rehearsals of opera were
going on eUewhore. for It required the con.
stsntwerk day and night ot an army of aril-- s

st c- -t thegreat Interior cf the balliing.
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which so little time ago was a blackened ruin.
Into the bright and? nnlhed and luxurious
condition In which It Is seen A view of
the auditorium from the stage shows all ot the
great change made on the floor.

The eeats there are no longer boxed In as
they formerly were on both sides, but stretch
away in a free and open manner, which gives a
very mnah more pleaiant Impression. There
seems to be room In which to. breathe and
move about, The floor Itself has been lowered
three feet but la relatively In tho same poal-tlo- n

In respect to the stage as of old.forthe
stage, too. has been lowered that much. The
spaoe for the orchestra hie been lowered so
that all ot the musicians and their Instrumente
will be out ot the line ot vision ot even those
who occupy seats nearest to the stage.

The great additional spaoe gained by the re-

moval of thebaignolr boxes has been utilized
not altogether for additional seats, but also to
give more and greater alile room. All ot the
chairs on the floor are of the same pattern.
easy, broad, .oomfortable armchairs, with
space enough between the rone to permit the
comfortable passage of the most elaborately
dressed woman or the most thirsty man.

A little detail In these chads was noticed
Which will probably result In more commenda-
tion than will be earned by many of the ether
and more striking Improvements. That Is.
even If you are sitting In the middle of a row.
ynu do not have to share the arms of your seat
with your neighbors. L'aehehalr Is complete
In Itsolt and Is supplied with a normal number
of arms. The ehnlr are upholstered In a bro-
cade material of dark wine color. This Is the
color, by the way, which has been mod In all
the fabrto In the auditorium, the linings nnd
drapery of tho boxes being also of this dark
Wine or maroon color, producing an excellent
effect In Itseir, but evidently eclected with the
ulterior purpose of making a desirable and
artlstla background for the light oolor
of ladles1 costumea. The first row of
boxes, those whloh are known a pro.
prletors boxes, a diagram of which, with the
names of their owners. Is printed herewith,
has also been materially altered. Lach box
has Its own bow front nnd the divisions have
been so arranged that on eaoh side ot the
centre their angle to the front of the box
ohangos gradually, so that even the occupants
of the boxes at a right angle to the centre sit
facing the stage Instead ot sideways, as they
wero obliged to tn tho old arrangement. Mho
divisions do not come as far forward, which
will hnvo the effect of making tho grand horse-
shoe appear to those on tho floor to be one
continuous box. The divisions, such ns they
are. project about half war from thn rloak
rooms In tho roar of tho boxes to the front, nnd
areotbronzs and nickel. The boxes them-
selves and the rooms hrtwoen the boxes aud
corridors, nnd the corridors, too. nro all much
more brilliantly lighted than ever beforo

Mot only will tho box occupants be more
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comfortably provided for when thoy reach
their boxes, but they will make their wny to
thoni with much more eno nnd comfort an
the necosslty for climbing stairs has boen en-
tirely avoided by tho uno of elovatora. 1 haio
elevators, four In number, run br electricity,
aro tianked on the weit sldo of the vestibuleextending In from the Fortieth at root en-
trance 1 hey each carry from thlrtr-llv- o toforty passengers, nnd open on to extenMve
lob'des on th severnl Uoors of the auditorium.

When the lights aro turned on
night the Interior of the hnueo will present aslghtof great brllllaooy. The only dark colorto bn seen anywhrra. evon when the house Is
empty, will be almost entirely ooncealed by
