"Tho Hoards of Arbitration of Now York and

New Jersey will mnko a strong effort to per-

suade Tresldent Wilbur to submit tho present
dispute to arbitration. From a despatch which
wo recolvod from ono of tho orders of tho
strikers on Haturday nlclit It Is evident that
the strlkors will gladly accopt such a propo-
sition. There Is at presont no State Board of
Arbitration In Pennsylvania. According to tho
Pennsylvania law passed last yearn special
Hoard would consist of nine members, three
to ho chosen by each of tho two contending
parties nnd throe to be appointed by tho court.
He bellfVo that the combined Influence of tho
New York nnd Now Jersey Hoards will hnvenn
effect on l'reMdeht Wilbur. The conferenco
will probably bo held nn Monday ntternoon at
fi o'clock at the Bingham Hotel In Philadel-
phia."

man. either neglected the signal or could not
stop his train. The locomotive was what Is
known ns a hog engine, having six wheels nnd
tho cab near tho middle of tho boiler. Tho
fireman, who was also a non-unio- n man,
jumped from his post at tho rear of the boiler.
It was Impossible for the engineer tn see the
approaching tialn. owing to thn height of tho
boiler. The Pennsylvania train struck tho
cab of tho lthlgh Valley enclne and threw
tho locomotive completely over. The engineer
was crushed to death In the cab. The Penn-
sylvania engine ran Into a ditch, but landod on
Its wheels.

Tho llreman of the Lehigh enclnn reported
the accident, nnd said the air brakes had re-
fused to work. He did not knowthoonglnoer's
namo and loft Perth Amboy without giving his
own.

It was 7 o'clock before the engineer's body
was recovered, and all trains wero blocked for
two hours more. Tho body was (nken to tho
morgue, whero several strikers went lo seo It.
None nt them could Identify the man. Engineer
Joiner sprained his knee-ca- p in jumping from
his englno.
