It was calculated that sho might nrrtvo about
7 o'clock Mio had pnssod Quaran-
tine at 3:15 o'clock. Tho weather wns mod-
erating, and out of this grow thn hope that all
In the rigging might survive until night

At 0 30 Harney King, formorly a
patrolman In station 21, having
crossed from Groat feouth Beach lo .Smith's
Point nrrlvod at Uollport.
