Assistant Beeretarr of the Treasury In charge
of the tariff administrative subjects and cases
arising oub of the construction of nil tariff
laws, has prepared a statement as to the ad-

ministrative features of the new Tariff bill.
Among other things ho sayst

"It is believed that the amendments re-

ported by the Ways and Means Committee to
the customs admlnlstnitlvo net will soften
many of the harsher provisions of tho law
nnd loavo the law In a much more
perfect condition than It Is nt pres-

ent. Tho present customs administrative law
simply provides tho machinery for collecting
In the most comploto manner tho existing
ratos of duty whatever thov may be upon Im-

ports. An enormous revenue must be col-

lected by customs duties to .support tho Gov-

ernment. I'nder tho now tariff, the ratos of
duty being lowered. It Is plain that tho tariff
laws must be rigidly administered in ordor to
obtain the necessary revenue.

"In tlm bill reported hy the committee there
am many changes from speelllo to ad valorem
duties; such ad valorem duties are tho fairest,
most equitable kind, nnd tho rste Is absolutely
the same on all grades of gonds of tho same
kind, while speelllo duties bear heavier upon
the cheaper goods tisml by tho masses than
ut'on thn dearer goods.

"The danger In substituting ad valorem for
specific duties Is that there jy the dangor of
undervaluation Is Increased. However, the
present Hoard of General Appraisers wore ap-
pointed ns experts for tha very purpose of
proventlng undervaluation. They determine
the valun of all goods Imported nnd classify
said goods on appeal front thn Collector.

' The danger which throntona tho business
Interests of the country Is not from reduction
In existing rates of duty, but from tho con-
fusion which would ensun provided such rates
when lowerod are availed hy undervaluation,
thus causing nt onn blow n falling off In tho
rovenun nnd ruin to honest Importers. Unless
the lowor rates ol duty to bo enacted by Con-
gress nro rigidly and uniformly collected, our
people will loso sight of the material benefit
euro to follow such n genulno measure of tariff
reform, for those benefits would bo swaltowod
up In the gravo Injury caused by undervalua-
tion to our present business interests. "

"Tho mission of thn Democratlo party,
nmong others.

If the face of Nathan Hale's status In tho
Citr Hall Tark woro turned downward rather
than toward New Jersey, tt would be met each
day br the upturned faces of an observing
audience. From earlr morning until evening
the wire fopce thnt guards the l'ark holds
back a pressing crowd of small boys, art
critics, beggars, and passers by. This audi-
ence does not diminish. It Is as Inrgo as on
the day beforo and as curious and interesting
In commont.

Besides having performed a patriotic duty,
the Sons ot the llevolutlon have presonted a
flno object lesson In American history. Not
one in twenty of tho people who stand beforo
this status for a fow minutes oaoh day ever
heard of Nathan Hale. The best evidence ot
this Ignorance, Is the common question, " What
are his hands nnd feet tlod for?" This feature
of the sculptor's work which one man yes-
terday callod a "woll-mad- o ploco" has like-
wise caused some criticism from those who
pretend to know about art. As the favorable
comment of the gallery Is sometimes said to be
the best evidence of a successful performance,
so It may be said that the status of Nathan Hate
is wholly satisfactory. The street bom and old
men who see It every day ngreo on this point.
It Is likewise plain thnt the sculptor know
something ot American sentiment when ho
designed tho flguro with tho arms nnd feet
tied.
