It can hardly
he imaglnod that any one should wish
to seo It twice, and, set In contrast
with "Cavallerla," It appears weak and artifi-
cial to the last degree. A more competent and
charming Jlaucis than Mme. Arnoldson might
easily be found.

Tho antorlor rays of tho dornl situated on
tho head are separated llko two slender tentn-ole- s.

Tho pectorals, or under fins, nro elongated

Into a kind of nrm. tho rays representing lin-
gers, by which the nnlmnl Is nnnblod to move

at Dorgen l'olnt nro rows of teeth which workupon what look llko n systom of circular Jaws,
and In thnt particular it dllTers from tho spe-
cies described In thu natural histories.

The tall of this animal Is short and digitate
at the end The ores aro largo and brown and
look not unllkn those of oion. Tho nostrilsare placed at the end of an erectile tube, tho
summit of which expands llko the cup of a
flower. The skeleton Is fibrous rather thanbony. Tho stomach Is largo and muscular,
and tho jaws possess muscles ot much Power.There aro cald to be Ave species of this fish,
but the Amerlcnnus Is tho best known. It Is
also Known as the goose fish aud tho fishing
frog, it is voracious, and is an Inhabitant of
tho ocean's bottom, wnero It buries Itself In
tho mud and entices fish to within rench of Itsrupaclous maw by means of tho two long'fleshy tentacles which It waves slowly to nnd
fro. loading its victims to believn that they aro
food. From Mil habit it has won tho title of
the "nnglor." When fish will not com to tint
bottom it will rise to the nurture, nnd swimslowlrnlongwlth thotentncles sticking out of
tho waterthnt sea fowl may got within reach
of its powerful Jaws. Its skin Is as hard asleather, and Is usually dark bronu turning to
Whlto underneath.
