at onco farcical and mischievous. It by one
hair's breadth Willis should transcend
tho limits ot good will and amity, it behind
his suggestion should loom the faintest
shadow of Intimidation, or It his advico
should be reiterated in tho face of protest
from tho Government, which we and other
powers havo recognlzod, ho would be com-
mitting an act of war, and the author of
instructions to that end would havo broken
his oath of office.

Wo shall not bo at all surprised It when
all tho documents affecting this business
aro produced and Congress will do well to
see to It that nothing Is withhold It should
turn out Hint tho Instructions originally
given to Willis wore anything but appro
priate. Wo prodlct that tho papers will dis-

close that, not only without waiting to ob-

tain tho sanction of Congress, but deliber-
ately evading Ids sworn duty' in that par-
ticular, Mr. Clrvkland distinctly author-
ized his envoy to accentuate tho advico, that
the present Hawaiian Government should
commit suicide, by a hint that in tho eventot
reslstanco or delay, recourso might bo had
to the naval power of the United States. It
is scarcely posslblo to put any other con-

struction on Secretary GncsitAM's recom-
mendations, which could not havo been pub-
lished without tho President's sanction. It
1b scarcely possible to draw any othor infer-
ence from tho recent change ot naval com-
manders at Honolulu.

It will bo IntoroBtlng to note whether tho
papers transmitted lnotudo an opinion of
tho Attornoy-Gonern- l, advising Mr, Cleve-
land that ho can exerclso tho war-maki-

power without previously gaining author-
ity from Congress. Wo ourselves do not
bollove that any such opinion will bo ex-

hibited. Wo do not bellovo that Mr. Cleve-
land asked for It; and wo arc strongly In-

clined to doubt whothor ho knew much
about tho respectlvo powors of tho Execu-
tive and Congress relating to acts of war,
until tho pcoplo forcod him to consider
them by n sharp rap over tho knuckles.
Ills messago concludes with a sanctimoni-
ous roferenco to his " Intense feeling of re-

sponsibility;" but the document Itself bears
witness that his senso of responsibility has
never led him to acquire- even a schoolboy's
knowlcdgo ot tho Constitution ho has sworn
to obsorvo. For Instnnco, ho elthor docs
not know or designedly disregards tho fact
that tho Federal organto law Is careful to
mako the "United States" a plural noun.
Wherever In tho mossugo before us tho
United States nro mentioned, they aro in-

variably followed by a verb In tho singular.
This Ignorant or contomptuous departuro
from constitutional precedent exemplifies,
in n small way, what Mr. Cleveland's
courso In tho Hawaiian business displays In
portentous measure, namely, his Ingrained
propensity to recognize nothing In any-
thing, geographical or political, excopt
Number Ono.

Mr. Cleveland Judges Himself.
Mr. Cleveland's message contains a

beautiful Illustration of the difference bo-t- w

een tho t hoory and tho practice ot political
consistency and moral honesty. Ho says,
not without a certain nlr of discovery:

Having thus laid down a canon by which
his own positive recommendations in re-
gard to the tariff must bo Judged, ho yet
begins to hedge and dodge In tho vorv noxt
paragraph, and ho is soon "stanchly ad-
hering to tho princlplo that only tho neces-
sity of revfnuo Justifies tho Imposition ot
tariff duties and othor Fedora! taxation"
by enlarging upon tho bonoQts ot the freo
list and tho Importance ot .lowering tho
duty on tho necessities ot life! Ho passes
over In convenient sltenco the fact that tho
emphatic mandate ot tho peoplo was for a
tariff for revenue only. Ho commends tho
Wilson bill, although It Is full of that pro-
tection which his platform denounces as a
rourjery 01 mo great majority 01 tho Ameri-
can people. He commends the freo list in
that bill, although that list is "tor tho ex-
press purpose and Intent ot thereby pro-
moting especial interests and enterprises,"
and therefore "clearly contrary to the
Constitution," as he said In bis acceptance.

In view of the promises made by the
Democratic, party In Its platform, and the
protesslons'ot attachment to the constitu-
tional tariff made by Mr. Cleveland in
hlsletterof acceptance, and in his inaugu-
ral address, this passage from the message
deserves to be read again:

Trie President's Contemptuous Opinion
of the Federal Legislature.

Tho personal attltudo of Mr. Cleveland
toward Congress is illustrated In an extra-
ordinary passage In his message referring
to the Civil Service law of 18S3.

"The law embodying this reform," Mr.
Cleveland Informs Congress, " found its
way to our statute book more from fear of
tho popular seutlment existing In Its favor
than from any love of th,o reform Itself on
the part of legislators."

Mr. Cleveland's private opinion ot the
honesty of the motives which led tho Forty-eight- h

Congress to enact the Civil Sorvlce
law is not a roattorot public
Ho may tell his friends right and left. It he
pleases, that civil service reform bus uovor
had more than one thoroughly holiest and
truly disinterested advocate aud supporter;
namely, himself. Nobody has a right to
quarrel with Mr- - Cleveland, as au Indi-

vidual, for hlscontemptuousestimateot tho
motives actuating tlioSenate and the Houso
of Hepresentutives.

Hut when Mr. Cleveland, as President
of the United States and in an official com-

munication to Congress, goes out of his
way to attribute the existence of certain
legislation to political cowardice in Con-

gress, to an ignoble fear of publio resent-
ment rather than to a sense of duty, he Is
guilty ot a piece ot discourtesy as impudent
as it is unnecessary and uoJuetllUlilo,

The gross impropriety of this slur upon
the Legislative branch ot the Government
would be paralleled if tho Fifty-thir- d Con-
gress should now adopt a joint resolution
declsriug that President Cleveland signed
the Oleomargarine bill in 18 moro from
fear of tho farmer votu as affecting his
prospect of reflection, than from any devo-
tion to tho principle that the Uxi'n- - power

of the Government may be used to promote
one American Industry at the expense ot
another. No doubt the Jlon. Quovun Cleve-
land woutd Utterly reont.tho passage of
such a resolution by Congress; yet ho has
afforded a precedent for U.

Mr. Cleveland does not seem to under-

stand that the Executive has no more right
to question tho honosty nf the motives of
Congress In matters of legislation, present
or past, than Congress has to imputo dis-

creditable pors&nnl motives to tho Presi-

dent in his ordinary ofllclai acti.
Indeed, undor certain circumstances. Con-

gress may investigate tho President's mo-

tives and pass upon the honosty or dishon-
esty of his acts, while the President is not
authorized lo exetclse any sort of censor-
ship over tho morals of tho Legislative
branch of tho Government. Tho Constitution
provides for tho Impeachment of tho Presi-

dent by Congress. There Is no provision in
tho Constitution for the Impeachment ot
Congress by tho President.

The most noted moonshiner In West Vlr.
glflla. and perhaps In Kentucky and .V ttn
I'arollna-Jl- nt Day-h- as at lust been captured.
The Government officers havo been trying to
arrest Day for over nltoen years, hut failed on fvary occasion. Day, who is n tall, muscular,
shrewd-lookin- g follow, has been running
Illicit stills Tor over fifteen years. During thia
time ho had sometimes ns many naaaoren
stills running nt ono time. The, stills weie
located In the depths ot the prlmltho forests
or In coves or caves In tho mountain sides,
n long dlstnnco from madwats and trails.
The stills wore always located near
some prominent height or at a point
from willed a guard or ntly

on the alett could overlook all approaches
and advise his companions of the vicinity of
susplclous'looklng strangers. In llfteen years
only two of Day's stills havo been captured and
destroyed. l)n eitth of these occasions Day
and Ills men nil mado their escape. Tlmo nnd
again revenue officers have nttompted to way;
lay nnd iiinbtish Dny. They found roads and
trulls ovor wlilah It was known he would ha
forced to travol, and thon they placed squads
In nmbush. and frequently sont out others to
come up In his rear, but on everr occasion,
although Day had beon seen ortraeednlnngthe
road, ha always slipped through their Qngora
without nscratoh.

At Inst tho secrot of his success In evading
tho officers became known. Day had a num-
ber of thoroughbred dogs which he had trained
to scent out revenue olllcors or strangers and
to notify him of tbeirpresoncd long before they
could come In sight Whon travelling overth
routes or trails leading to and from tiny of hi
stills two of IMy's dogs always trotted along in
front aoteral hundred yards. Inking opposite
sides of the road. Two would fall back In ths
roar, and ono would advance like n scout
on each side. In oaso of an ambuaenda
ths dogs In front would seont the pres-
ence of tho deputy marshals before they
got within lOOyards of them. They would then
return quickly to their master and Inform him
brtholr actions of the presonce of the enemy.
Day would then tako to the woods to the right
or left, with n dog In ndranco. nnd pass around
nn hmbusendo without being soon. In case
pursuers rdiould como up behind. Dny s dogs,
which had been trailing along, would quickly
hear or scent thom. nnd thon would hurry tor
wnrd lo their mnstor. who. knowing by their
notions how close the enemy wns, oould easily
e vailn them.

With such guards It was almost useless tot
tho ofllcorn to undertake to capture Dar. Thar
often gave up tho search In disgust to start
out n month or two later relnvlgoratad and
encouragod by rumors or reports of soles, to
tall ngnln and again. Day could lie heard of
lu McDowell county one day, antl the noxt
Nome one from Tnswell county, in Virginia,
fifty tulles nwnr, would report that he had
been soon in that section. He proved to bnnn
iiiiis Jumna to tho olllceis. and. although they
could hear of half adoron Mills running In aa
many places In the mountains, the officers In
the ontire flftoen rears were successful onlr in
capturing two of his stills. He ran stills In
West Virginia. Virginia, nnd North Carolina,
and for several years posses from each of ths
three nhove-nnmo- d States were scouring tha
mountainous country in search ot this dan-
gerous moonshiner.

At last, only n day or two ago. It waa learned
Unit Day and one of his suns weie visiting
friends In Hath county, Virginia. Tho Went

frginla Marshal. Capt. Vinson, learned ot his
whereabouts, nnd with tho nsslstnnce of tha
odlcors ho located him and surroundod the
house after night Dny surrendered without alight, which was n surprise to the officers. Day
himself says he is tired ot the life, and that ns
lie has made quite afortune he will now "tako
hlsinedlolno and quit the business for good.
As he has great Influenco over the moon-
shiners ot West Virginia and North Carolina,hlanrrost without a shot having been II rod
looks ns though some sort of an

with this shrewd loader ot moonshiners.
Be that as It may. dim Day doubtloss could do
moro toward Inducing his body of fearlesa
moonshine companions to glvoup their illicit
business and to settlo down and become good,

may ba usod with Day as wore adopted with
tho notorious Mullens gang of moonshtnors
when old Tom Mullens surrendered. In that
Instance Mullens was pnrolod and allowed toreturn to his home with tbe understanding
that he not only quit the business himself, butthat ho should try to induce his old com-
panions to do tho same. Mullens went home,
and In n very short time everr moonshiner Inthat soctlon hud surrendered Ills still and quit
the business.
