the Arawa the troops of tho Provisional
Government were busy fortifying and
barricading the Government House. The
work was being done with sand bags princi-
pally. As the Arawa sailed from tho harbor
troops could bo seen busily engaged In heap-

ing up the breastworks.
AN AJiOl'SED PEOPLE.

There were 1,000 people at the mass meeting
just referred to. The call Invited citizens fa-

vorable to annoxatlon to be present F. M.

Hatch, of the Provisional Gov-
ernment and President of the Annexation
Club, presided and made the opening speech,

lie appealed to Congress against the Execu-
tive, and held that Secretary Qresham does
not know International law. He asserted that
the Provisional Government had never sub-
mitted Its right to exist to the United States,
and was, thereforo, not bound by the polloy of
Presldont Cleveland.

W. It. Castle, one of the annexation Com-
missioners to Washington, said Hawaii was
surely tending toward the goal of union with
Its mother country across tho water. " Can
Secretary Gresham stop the onward progress
of Hawaii?" he asked.

Eligibility to member-
ship is basod on Utlzenshlp o! tho I tilted
Mate9. and the applicants for such member-
ship aro roijulrod to pasa through the hands
of an luvestlgatlne commltteo whoso duty It Is
to Inquire Into tho qualifications of ,all candi-
dates. Including their habits and character.

There were present Min-
isters Dote, King, Damon, and b'nilth, and
Councillors Waterhouse, Alien, Emmeluth,
Ilolte, Morgan, llrown. Kuhr, Nott. Wilder,
Mendnnce, and l.'nru Minister of I'lnnnco
Damon made a st.itement In regard to the
political situation, and read by permission a
letter which he had written to n gentleman In
Han Francisco on the subject. Ho seems to
think thore are potentialities for good in
lllount after nil. Hero is tho letter;

"If you will lift the veil a little and look on
the other side of Mr. Blount's mission and the
Influence that he has power to use in the fu-

ture. It may be just as well that I gavo him all
th attention and conlldence that I did, and,
knowing what I do, 1 certainly do not regret
It, Thore Is a good doal of humbug In this
world, and Mr, lllount satisfied t to tho full
extont by working up tho Idea that Mr. hteveus
was an hour too soon In recognizing tho Pro-

visional Government. Columns of newHpaper
articles have been written on it,with the result
that the American public are satisllod that ho
was not an hour tuo soon. That Is what tho
vubltd want to know.

warranted? Evonts have shown that he did
delay In dollvory. When he did tho act wa
final, as shown by his subsequent rotnark!

" ' My relations with tho Prov Islonal Govern-
ment are unchanged.'

" American diplomats abroad have nover rot
carried the title of perfidy bo far as my rend-

ing of American diplomacy goes. Mr. Willis
proved this when tho applied to him
for protoctlon by rolorrlng hor to tho Pro-

visional Government, and llko a gontlemnn
offering his services1 as a prlvAto cltlzonto
secure her tho requlrod aid, and thoex-Queo- n

Is now under tho protootlon of this Govern-
ment.

"You will perhaps ask the question, 'Why
dwell bo long on those matters?' and I can
only reply that it is to strengthen the calm
judgment that tho Hawaiian question Is not
being trontod lightly olther hero or In Wash-

ington. I know you will ask one moro ques-

tion, and that l, ' What about Grosham's let-

ters ?' All It would bo safo for mo to say Is that
tho American public have answored It, and
Prosldont Clovoland reserves his opinion. Tho
Provisional (lovommont has como to star, and
In tho moan tlmo Is a vory lntorostod obsorv er
of President C'lov eland's opinion and tho action
of Congress."

Hpeaklngto tho meotlngot Ministers and the
membors of the Council, ho said'

"I look upon this whole movement, which
was Inaugurated not only in January last, but
which dates manr years back, ns ono which
brings us Into tho closest relations with the
United BtotoB. It Is a national mattor. It Is
not a matter to bo conllncd to n particular
party or to a particular faction. It Is a ques-
tion thatnffects every man, womnn, nnd child
In tlio island. It oven goes fnrthor than thnt,
and perhaps one of the reasons why thu
Untied Stntos has been slow to act Is

It Is such n new doparturo in their
forolgn policy. Hut I think In nil their ro-

tations with this country they havo shown dis-

cretion. They havo shown a kindly fooling
Thoyhavo rhown sentiment lnovory way that
It can bo evlncod toward us. Whatover tho
present situation may bo with tho heads of tho
Government nt Washington, wo hnvo no right
to say that wo know their explicit vlows now
until wo havo heard from them definitely.

"I feel that when tho American publla have
taken the Intorest that they have In us, no act
injurious to us will bo allowed. Wo aro safe
In tho hands of tlio Amorlcan ropublla
American Is written from Bird Island to the
oxtromo limit of Hawaii: ou cannot touch a
spot on Hawaii that Is not American. It Is
American In sentiment. It Is Amorlcan In
Progress. It Is American In ovcrythlng. You
cannot drlvo It away. Tliero is no man living
that can down Amorlcan sentlmont In this
I'oitntry; nnd while I nm Hawaiian I foel to-

day that I shall somo dny have tho right,
my father and mother wero Americans,

to vote as an American citizen, nnd not stmplir
bocnuso I nm of the Hawaiian Islands nnd we
aro a part of that great American republic

Tho officers of the Arawa aro not disposed to

speak at iongth of tho situation, dipt. Mtewart
said Honolulu was poacoablu enough. although
tliero soomed to bo great excltoment.

It. M. S. Champion reached Honolulu on Nov.
22. and hor coming gavo rise to the rumor that
tho Unitod States and Groat Brltalu had com-
bined and would establish n joint proteitorati
over Hawaii similar to that in Samoa. Edi-
torially, on Nov 2.1, tho tvmniri ciuf Atl?trt$tr
said:

"Tho.sVuT gives publicity to a rumor that

has been current for sovornl days that the
has expressed liorself ns unwilling to

bo restored to tho throno unless she can bo
assured of tho armed protection of the United
Mates.

Considering the strong
feeling against the that Is dally
gaining ground among Hawaiian, as well as
among foreigners, it would bo suicidal for her
to accept the proffered rostorntlon, even with
the guarautoo of armed protection from any
soii'co whatever."

Presldont Dole said on Nov. 20 that the Gov-
ernment had received two bona fide offers ot
armed assiitanco from the coast. Ono was for
servlcont Honolulu, in detenco ot the Provi-
sional Government, ot 1,000 men, aad tha
other for 4,000 men.

"Whilo wo do not ncod this aid," said tho
President, "the fact that It has beontendorod
us shows what the feeling Is In the United
States."

A FllOTrST JTlSOll AMEMCANS.

A petition signed br tlio leading Amorb-an- s

of Honolulu was presented to Mlnlstor Willis
on Saturday, Dei; 2. After sotting forth that
tho petitioners aro citizens of the Unitod
States, und havo dono nothing whereby to for-
feit or waive thoir full legal and constitutional
rights ns such citizens, and that they hivo
made their residence and home and have
acquired property in theao Islands, under the
Constitutions of 1Hj2. ItxiJ, and 1K87. and re.
citing the uvxntswhlcli loduptotherevolulion
of Januury last, tho petition narrates that a
treaty of annexation was negotiated with tho
Provlsimal Government by sud In lehalf of
tha Unitod States, and that no publio notice
has been given to tho undersigned of any In.
teutlon on tho part of the United States Gov-
ernment to break off diplomatic relations with
the Provisional Government, or to do nn acts
of war or hostility to the said Gov ernment ;and
that no such acts of war or hostility can ho
dono without endangering tho lives and prop-
erty ot tho sl.'oers " Tho petition continues:" And the undersigned hereby solemnly and
respectfully protest to your Excellency and
tullruver Cleveland. Presldgntot the United
Slates, to Wultcr Q. Gresham, becretarr of
Mate, to Hilary 11 Horbert. fcecretarr of tho
Navy, and to Hear dmiral John Irvwn, com-
manding tlio I ulted States forces now in
Hawaiian waters, and la all concerned, that
any such war or hostility, tttempttd or an-
nounced In tho mo of profound peace
now existing between tho I'nltod btates
and tho Hawaiian Islands, or without
any full, formal, and timely announce-
ment thereof, will and would causo all
concerned in authority in tho camo to be hold
responsible for all tho consequences that may
ensue thorefrom. not only beforo Almighty
God and In the forum of conscience, but bj all
sauctioned rules and observances of civilized
nations in their dealings with each other; and
would le In violation of tho rights of the un-
designed, securod and belonging to them as
citizens of tho tutted Mates of America."

THE MAN WHO I4EI1 TO ULOUNT.

F. W. Wundenburg. Clerk of the Circuit
Court ot Honolulu, whose scalp tho annexa-
tionist have been after en account of state-
ment he made to Mr. Blount, wa suspended
on Nov. 30, when Mr. Blount's report reached
the Islands. The annexationist are wild with

Government was ostr.blishod tn pursuance ot
some Improper understanding, arrangement
and conspiracy botwoen cortaln persons In
Honolulu on the one hand, and his Excellency,
John L. Stevens, Into Envoy Extraordinary
nnd Minister Plenipotentiary of the said Unitod
States.

"And that he has also made In Honolulu, at
various times In tho light months past, dlvor
statements and remarks tothesamo effect ns
to said .Tamos H. lllount, and also during said
right months In said Honolulu he has. In
tho hearing and presoncoof divers persons,
UBod defamatory and calumniating language
concerning tho sntd Provisional Government,
Intendod and designed to disparage and bring
Into contempt tho said Govornmont and its
principal ofllcers.
