The Demoeratio msmbers of the Ways and
Moans Committeo have had another consulta.
tion with HSearstary Carlisle on the subject of
the whiskey tax. The Heerotary has bLosn
guoted as saying that if any lncreassd tax is
to be placed upon whiskey it would be as easy
to lavy n tax of twenty eenia as of ten cents,
and ne more diMeult to collect IL Dot at &
eonlerence with some membars of the eome-
mittes last nlght Me, Carllsle sarnestiy op-
posed any Increass of the tax on whisker for
thess reasons:

First—That the law relative to the bondlog
of whiskey In In the nature of a sontract with
the ownetrs of the whiakey, and that It wounld
mot be lawlul either to increass or diminish
the amounnt of this tax when the whiskey (s in
bond. Mr. Carllale is understood to have had
the oplnlon of a lnw oMeer of the Governmoent
to sustain this view.

Baeond—Thare are some 18,000,000 gallons
of aleohol uaed mnnually In this socantry, of
whish 12,000,000 are used in tha meehanla
arts. To Inorease the tax on the whiskey in
bond would be to give to the Whiskay Trust
the bensfit of the Increana, whila the aleshol
used in the arta would be, Lo & eorresponding
extent at least, Inereased In price and an addi-
tional burden would be placsd upon the manu-
fasturing Industries

Third—Te Inereass ths tax on whisker In
bond would require, If tha whiskey is to be
taken out of bend, at least $115.000,000 forthe
payment of the tax. To ralss such an enor
mous sum might cause a panie,

Fourth—That suoh & sum would probably
not be ralsed. On the contrary, should the tax
be Imposed upon the whiskey In boad, the in-
evitable result would be an extension of the
bonded period

The whisker men, Secratary Carlisle Informed
the members of the committes, have an organ-
fzation here which seoks to inve the bonded
poriod extonded to elght years. I the addi-
tional tax should be imposed upon whiskey in
bond that would give to the whiskey organiza«
tion & powerful argument in support of sueh
extension.

fomndurlu have not upon this trial exhib-
ITII any wosknuss, breaking down, or deterlo-
ration,

During the two hours' trlal at sea. under full
boller power at patural draught, the highest
-lmwirrn-um was 100 pounds, and the ave-
rage 140 pounds, The highest number of rev-
vlntions was 112 and the average 1(eL

The first day out the wind was of foree five
from the southwest, with moderate hut chop-
r;- wen.
