only partially aMoctive. The greater number
of the Intonded beneficiaries sre unused to
belng treated an paupers, and thole sellf-ree
spoct hinders them from prosenting thome
seiven to notlee as much. Consequentiy, the
gilts offerad for theler rellsf principally goto
malntaln in welcome ldlensss thoss who are
nok n the least desarving of them, leaving the
far more numerous worthy objeoctaas destitute
as avar, Aany of my readers can doubtisss
remember the mischiel that was done
by the fres sonp houses established In
this elty by some benavolent persons,
immediataly aftar tha panie of 1870 for
the purposs of mitigating the distress
among the unamplorad caussd by that entas-
tropha. Thoy atiracted tothis elty a horde of
vagranta, whao, with thosa already hers, mo-
nopolized the banafastion ofarod and swelled
the masas of the dangerous population. Only s
faw weeka ago It was found that the fres modln
provided, on the east slde of this eity, for thosa
who were supposed to La starving for want of
work, Ted for the most part parsons who eould
woll afford to pay for them. Tha eomparatively
recent experience of a distriet of the elty of
London, whieh, in ecnsnquences of thae distress
caused by the dulness of the shipping busle
ness, drew to Itsell lavish contributions from
charitable people all uver Foiland, was also of
the same character. Lodgings in the distriet
becama erowded With neweomoeras who flooksd
into them to got thelr ahare of the hounty dis-
tributed, so that, In spdte of the supposed pov-
erty of the Inhabitsots, rents wont up. Ia
short, It has come to Le a settled proposition
among those who have had the most exverl-
ence In miulstering to the poor that anvthing
like n rogulnr, Indiserimloate glving of alma
In uny shape doas hnrm,

In ordor Lo avold the avils recognized tn b
attondant upon almsgliving. howaver carelfully
managed, many Intelligent pangile advoeate
the ayatem of rollef by the furnishing of work,
tiius making the reclplent earn what is glven
to him. The ohstacle in the way of appiying
the saystem In the present smerwency s that if
waork were to be had theso who are sufTering
for want of it would find [t for themsslves, and
114t Is to be mads tor the ocension it can bLe
batter mada by professionnl employers than
by amateurda When produetion stops It is be-
ealiss consumption has stopned, and artiflclale
Iy stimulated production only adds tothe glu
of the market. For exampla, the setting to
work of tramps to saw and split wood, which
wan lately very ponular, was good for the
tramps, but svery stlck of wood thus prepared
dastroyad  the market for one prerared
Ly denlors already engaged in the busl-
nesa A less otjoctlonnble schieme is that of
pubily improvements, such as laying out and
paving atreets and roads, bullding dams and
aquaducts, and thiags of that sort; Lut thess,
fron their nature. beneflt only workmen
specially tralned for the business, and are
useless to others. A tallor out of work oanuot
be holped by offering him & job at brieklaying,
por eould a seamas'rass very wall pavo or even
swoeep stroots, 3Modern Industey is too much
speclalized and ap!it up for lia diseascs to be
treated succossfully In this rough anil ready
fashlon. If, again, talloring Is provilad for
tallors and sawing for seamastreasses, it must
be at the cost of Interfering with the employ-
meat of those who ndmittedly ara dolog ali of
those kinds of work that the publie at pressnt
demands, and thus of suistituting one set of
unsmployed parsona for another,

Obviously, the most deairable solution of the
problem In one which will not only meet pros.
ant requirements, but praventiheir recurrenos
in future. To its attalnment many profound
miuds and more shallow ones have enrnestly
devoted themselves, but as yet without sue-
eess. Boclulists and labor agitators insist that
the sures way to oLviate sensons of stagnation
fn Industry Is to put It under thoe control
either of Government officiala or of labor
udivns, who shall bo chargod with tho fune-
tivn of ndjusting work and wages =0 that
every one shul: ot all times have reinuperstive
einployment. linanelal theorists a-sert that,
with a proper regulation of the currency, thiero
would be no panios, and that, eonsequantly,
there woull uever Lo an intorruption of Luasle
neas prosperity. Tarill eranks, whether pro-
toctionists, frea tradurs, or revenue reflormera,
Dy the blame of our misfortunes upon a dis-
regard of thelr pet etonoinical principles,
white sown woralists artribute the evil, not
without OL Peasnn, Looan oxcessive
kraad for plehies, Dne thing. however, I cer-
talny commercial sond Bnanclal revulslons
have been frequont ever rlucp commerce and
{nance began 1o attain thelr preseat propor-
tions, snd pe perfectly efllconctoun mieans of
preventiog thom has yet heen discovered.
