%o at this time, when all avar Europs
that International concart of notion be
twenn the revolutionary sloments, of which
Lord Teaconsfiald  alone ameng FEnglish
stateamen twenty years ago foresaw and
polnted out the threatening development,
han hesoms an acoomplishad fact, there
are apt to ba found At a given moment In
Mareh three or four men of difforant natlonal-
Itlea whio constitute what mar be ealled an In-
formal eommittas of ways and means of the
Furnpesan revilution, eharged, not, Indeed, to
rai=s funds or doviss un Immediate programma
of aetlon, but o exchange Ilnformation and
vinws an to what (s pasalng or eoming to the
front In the countrien which they severally
represent.  Tha great continental mgovern-
ments are well aware of this, and on one pre-
text or nnother these governments are Alwars
representnd ln Zarieh. not In any ostensible
or oMeial way, but by agents, somotimes liv-
ing hore an Idlers possessing means, with a
taste for historla or philosophleal atudies;
sormatimen ms military ofMears on leave, or
retired from active servios

With an agent In the latter category whom
1 found hers not long ago. after having
met him durlng the summer aa & tourist In
quite another partot Europe, I have had of
Iata some very Interesting conversations, [
need not sar that I have no positlve knowladge
as to his errand hers, and I have no right to
deslgnate him In any war, further than by
sariog that he has served with dlstine-
tion la the navy of one of the strongest
of the European puowers; and that In the
courses of his career he hias seon a good deal,
not only of both of the Amerioas, but of Aus.
tralla, Australasia, and China I asked him
Y day. in the ¢ of a general conversa-
tion, what In his oplnlon would be the effact
on ths position of Englan: as a Mediterranean
power of the demonstrations which began
with the arrival of the Husslan fleet at Toulon,
and are now expectad to be followed up not
only by the establishment of a Hussian naval
station in the Lavant, hut by a visit of the
Russian Admiral, with at least sne of hia
squadron, to Coastantinepls. He replled:

" That question covers & great deal of
ground, and Is not to be answered hastily
The position of England as a Mediter-
ranean power ls obviously weakened as soon
as It |s serioualy challenged, because It de-
pends more on the naval prestige of Eng-
land than on any treaty arrangements or ac-
aulesd rlehts. Bo long as England held the
fortified harbor of Corfu, holding at the same
lime Malta and Gihraltar, hor position ln the
Mwaditerranean rested on asolld basie of ma-
terial fact. Naval strength In our time ia
mauinly & queation of eoaling. Thoueh Gilral-
tar in not now and naver has besn, and withs
out n large expenditure of money eannot be
made to be, an adequate eoaling station for
any fleet Intended to dominate the Mediter-
ranean, it at all events has a certain measurs
of value as n soaling station, S0 has Malta,
Corfu, after the completion of the admirabils
fortifleations whish the English, who had
spent so much monay on them, blew up when
they turaed the laland over to lirsece, could
have Loen made to-day a conllng station of
the Nrst clasa, With these thres siations
in haed, an English feet of the Arst rank
would have been effective aud formidable
from the plliars of Herculeas to the Bosporus,
Without Corfu, and In the actual condition of
Malta and Gibraltar, such an English flest,
once assemblad In the Levant, would be proe-
tiesally at the wnarey of any squnl fores opor-
ating agalnst It as for example, a French
squadron might operate from Toulon. Mar.
salllas, and Biserta. Biserta In partionlar is
the real key of naval power for the future In
the Mediterranean. o long at least as ships
depend upon coal™

Would not an English aquadron In tha Le.
want be able to count upon the Italian ports?
1 asked at this point,

"It Italy wore an active ally of Fagland in s
Moediterranean conflict,” my Interlocutor re-
plied, “she would need all her coallng
remources for her own fleet, You must
remember that practically all steamera
using the Mediterransan must be coaled
from northern and western Europe The
cosl supplies of France can be brought
down by rallway to the Meditearranean more
rapidly than the eoal supplies of any other
Mediterrancan State:and the Frenoh squad-
rons must always have this material advan-
tage over any other flests oparating in those
waters. Thislsafaot whish will be found to be
of parnmount importanadas in the nest struggls
for the coatrol of the Mediterranean. Fven Aus-
tria, which in this partioular Is better plased
than Italy. ls st & disadvantacs as comparsd
with Franoe holding Biserta. The only Italian
port which eould be of anr uso to an English
sguadron in the Lavant s Tarauto, and the re-
sources of Tarsnto, us Bir Michas! Seymour,
doubitiess learned when he and his oMcars
were taklog "0 o'elock teaa' the other day with
the Prefect and the Itallan Admirals there, are
quite Inadequate even to the neads of an lial.

Bpeaking on his motion, Lord Osorgs Hamil-
ton mald that nobody could sarve a term ol
oMeo In the Admiralty without balng Ime-
prosmod with ths disparity botweoen the naval
expondituares of the diffarent nations. The
Iiritinh nation. comparad with ths athera, re-
mained almost stationmry. Gront Hritain'a
tormer distinotlon ns & sea power, eapabls of
holding her own agalnat & European soalition,
had gona, 1 the Heitish flect was to ba kept
In A condition to mest the sombined Nesta of
ary two natlona, Inrigar axpendiiures, souplad
with prompter construction than had hitherto
appoared In the plan of the Uovernment,
must ha undertaken.

He did not desirs that the Houss ahonld eon-
alder hin motlon A party movs, Invoking cen-
sure of the Government. It was made with a
viow to aTord the Govarnment a chanos to ax.
plaln its pulioy to the Houss, and also in the
hopa of alléiting & atatament ealeulated to
allny the anxisty of tha country.

When Mr. Gladstona acose to respond to
Lord George lo waa loudly ehesred. The
Prime Miaister, when quiet was restored, anid
that It must have astonished the House to
hear the right honorable member desaribe his
motion as one of & private membar, fras from
party eharactar and standing entirely apart
from a vots of want of conflldence in the Min-
Istry. A motlon Implying that the Houne
ahould take out of the hande of the axecutive
aof the Uovernment one of Its primary dutles
eortalnly amounted to censura. It was now
too Inte for the right honorahble member to
shrink from accepting the full reaponsibliity
for his motion voncernlng the condition of the
navYy,

It wan not upon a chance debate nor In re-
sponse to assertiona, whieh, evon If they were
true, did not embrace the whole subject, that
the Housa could pronounce a roliable judg-
ment. It would be premature, dangerous
oven, for the Government tomake a full state-
meant as to Its views concernlng the navy, but
to contend that the sltuatlon of Great Britaia
to-day was one ol emargency and dan@er wans
to pronounce an opinion whiel was (rrational
andabsurd. Great Hrltaln remained notably
advanced in all her preparstions for future eon-
tingenoios. Inthe work of construoting vessels
roquired the country was so far before other
countries that It eould justiy bo sald that the
strength of the British navy exeollod thatof any
two other countriea To compare ths relative
number of Pritlah war ships with the French
and Ruaslan voasels was a fallacious teat, The
Diritiah ships ware largar and of bottar mate-
rinl than those that could be set agalnat them.
Grreat liritain had in battle ships 07,0000 tons
of Hghting material agalust France's and Hlus-
ala‘s combined 1IN0 tona,

Gireat Britain has ninstean battle ahins, and
Franee and Lussinonly founrtesn. Of war ahips
of all vlasses Great lritain I8 stronger than
any three powers.
