It s equally unwise to exagearate or
undervalus the facta. Demands already in-
oroased more than one-half are likely to be
doubled, and bevond these arethe neads of the
multituds who have naver befors suffered and
are yot too sell-respectiog to seok ald, though
they must have it

* A eareful survey of the Nold convincen us,
howaver, that existing organizations are en
tirely Inadeauate to meet the strain, If their
resourcas are locreased fn proportion to the
demands upon them. These gifts must not,
however, Interfere with regular eontributions,

“FPrompt and careful investigation of every
sane, direct rellaf In food, fusl, and clothing,
temporary work for the able-bodled, and nee.
eonary oare forthe slek and suffering are the
ensentiale. All of thees can be ssourad more
economically, apeedily, and eficlentiy by the
oxisting experienced socleties, it only their
moeans are sufliclently augmented, than in any
other way.

““We recognize that all soclieties that doal
with the poor will need Increased funds this
winter. We need their codperation, but the
brunt of the struggle must be borne by these
two organizations.
