The eve of the different ecclesiastical festi-

vals aro, according to the strict letter, times of
fastingand penance, hut In the caoof Christ-ma- n

eve and All tioula eve (Halloween) mirth
and jollity have routed every shadow of as-
ceticism.

Thetru Christmas season Is said by many
authorities to oommenca with Christmas eve
snd terminate on thn 1st of February. Tha
commonly aeoepted length of festival time is
from Chrlttmas eve until Twellth Night

Tho hanging of tho mistletoe Is a survival of
a custom of the ancient Druids, who regarded
the plant with the utmost veneration, espe-
cially when It was found growing on th oak,
tho favorite tree of their divinity, Tutanes. At
the period of the winter solstice a festival was
catebrated In hl honor, and the Druid, with
pomp and rejoicing, gathered great quantities
of the parasitic plant

Th burning of tlie Yule log I transmitted
tousfroa our ancient Scandinavian ances-
tors, who. at tbelr feast otJuul, at the winter
solstice, kindled huge bonfires In honor ot
Thor. When this became a Christmas eye

In England, the bringing In of the lulefunlora attended with much pomp and
Kvery wayfarer raised his hat a

he pasted it for It wa thought to be full ot
good promises.

It was the custom, also, to lay aside tho part
ot the log which was not consumed after It
had sorved it purpose on Christmas eve. It
was carefully presorved In tho cellar until the
next Christmastime, when it was used to light
the new log. It wa a sign of bad luck if a

person ontered the room when therqulntlng A bnrefooted person and a
Ilatfootod woman were equally bad omen.

As an accompaniment to the Yule log, a
candle ot "monstrous" slzo. called the Yule
oandl. or Christmas candle, shed Its light on
th fsative board during the evening. Thl
wns kept burning every one of the twelve
night of the festival. In Devonshire, the uio
log take the form of a great fagot made ot ash
tick and bound with band of tho same tree.

Another Devonshire custom 1 for the farmer,
with his family and friends, to partake ot hot
oakos and elder, the cako being dipped Into
the elder before being eaten, and then to pro-
ceed to the orchard, one of the party hearing
hot cake and cider as an offering to the prin-
cipal apple tree. '1 he cako Is placed in the fork
of the tree and the elder thrown over It. while
th men lire gun and pistols, and the women
shout;

NUTMEG STATE BRIGANDS.

DBTABTATIOS trilOVatlT nT fltt
ASH Ills COMl'AMOK

Cotttlto ltrcaa Ilia Career by Mnltetnn Mis-ehlt- r,

'rerrorttlna: n Wtrla I.oenlllr Thee
lie Turned in Htalemallo rltenllua.

Witt.nt.NTie, Dec, .Tl-Du- rlng tho past six
or eight year an unknown outlaw, a Nutmeg
Htata Abo lluzzard, has terrorized Mansflold, a
breezy, thrlttr, and beautiful rural town
among tha high hill ot Tolland oounty, and at
limit It scorned to the ptoiperous farmer
there that olthor they must put an ond In soma
way to his donredatlont, or abandon their call-
ing and forsake the town. From time to time
The Bum has published account ol tbot dep-

redations, which worn extensive, formidable,
and lometlmet fiendish In nature.

One crime followed anothor In weekly In-

stallments ot from eight to ten for sev-
eral month, and then there would coma a
break In the fearful serial during the eniulng
six or eight weeks. In four years a acoro and
a half of big, handsome barns, together with
crop, cattle, and farming tools, wore burned
tn Mansflold and three or four adjoining
towns, and not Infrequently the loss In a
slnalo Instance was troin t3.U(,0 to 1 10.000.
Three times the sanctuary ot the hand-
some Congregational church in the vil-

lage at Mansfield Hill was besmeared
with paint and obscone pictures that wore out-

lined In tree-han- d stylo on It white walls.
Twice tho large schoolhouso In the same
pretty village was defiled In n similar way, and
twice It was fired with an elaborate llrehug
train of shavings nnd other combustlblos,
soaked with keruscno. More than a score ot
cattle wero hamstrung or disembowelled In
solitary Mansflold pastures. Once a woollen
mill In a country placo wa fired at noon,
whllo It owner and workmon wero away oat-in- g

tholr dinners, and a saw mill andgrltt
mill wero burned In a llko audacious way.

Tho town ot Mutisllold offered a roward
of $1,000 for tho arrett of tho criminal,
and, by a similar offer on the patt of
throe othor towns, the amount wns

to about $2,000. Tho (armors of
Mansfield formed thomselros Into a large
patrol band, and all night for two months
eight or ton of Its members, armod with sho-
tgun, rifles, ond revolvers, paced tho lonely
country highway In tho roll) of sentinels.
Womon dared not go abroad after nightfall.
Fear dominated all mind. That wa due as
much to tho mystorious socreoy and

kill with which the outlaw camo and
wont on hi orrand ot nocturnal mis-chl-

as to tho actual and startling amount
of havoa that ho wrought Furthormoro, tho
motive of his ovlldolng was a enigmatical
and fearful as was his malign personality,
slnco, ovidently, It was not robbory, but, coa-joct-

ally, must bo vindictive malice. It was,
lndeod, nmazlng, the olusive Impunity with
which iio operated. That feature of his crimi-
nal career balked city detectives, who had boen
callod to Mansfield by its town authorities, no
less than It had puzzled rural constable and
county bherlffa and their deputies.

Nevertheless all had on conviction, but
dared not utter the usp!cion aloud, about the
presumod Identity of the miscreant, namely,
that he wa "Jim" Cottello. a rather black
heuplnhls family, who, Willi his two brother",

tilling a big and haniUomu farm, ware among
the richest and thriftiest farmers in Mansfield.
Thoy dwell In a great, roomy,
whlto-paiute- d farmhuuse, and about it are
hundreds of acres, belonging to thorn, of
fertile meads, swooping upland pastures,
aud breezy and noble woodland. Tho
two older brother are sedate ami upright
townsmen, trusted by every one, but Jim --

"ah' Jim I" the country people shook their
head when his name was mentioned In a
social gathurlng' etill, until a year or to ago,
there was nut nn overt act on hi part upon
which tho Mnnslluld farmer could lay the
finger of suspicion, nnd say, without hesita-
tion, "that I tho deed of n bad man." liut
everybody aimected. and feared him.

It was a llttlo more than a year ago, on the
night ot the second attempt to burn tha Mans-
field schoolhouse, that a Muualleld night watch-
man, returning in tliu early dawn from his tieut
to his homo at the " Hill." saw, or say he saw,
Jim Coatellu emerge from the achoolhouke
door, slink across thu dark schoolhous

round, and disappear In the thick shadowsfhat cloaked tho country road. The watchman
wag positlvo about his alleged Identification nf
the night prowler, maintained it in a nation'
court, neforu which Costollo wa arraigned on
the following day, and tha latter wat oeut to
jail for a month on account of he crime per-
petrated in the tchoollioui-o- . No one in Mans-
field us Borry that dim Cottello was punished:
at the same time not n fow men of logical mind
believed the evidence wai a hit gauiy on ac-
count of which he had been convicted

It was noted by thu Manslleld people, more-
over, that while he languished in prison the
long carnival o! crime in Tolland count y ceased
entirely. Armed men no longer paced the
roads and the country people slept serenely at
night, wlih no senau of Impending oviL Jim
tostrllo served hi sentence, came out of jail,
and peace still reigned in Mansfield town, for
a whllo. Many Htute papers whlali had a good
deal to say about the Mansfield crimes eald It
rattier too pointedly, directly accusing Coatallo
of being the author of them, and when Jim got
out of limbo ho brought suit In heavy damages
against half a dozen of them, nccualng them of
having libelled him. Ho demanded damages
In $Iu,ixhi from the Hartford Jit. Th bulls
againat tho journal have not been pressed.

Not much later the reign ot terror In .Mans-
field and adjoining towns was resumed, and
In one or two luatance the marauder pene-
trated Into New London oounty, killed cattle
In tholr pastures, and perpetrated other mali-
cious mlbChief in Lebanon aud Halom. near
Norwich During the summer aud tall nf lH'.i.l.
though, peace and her handmaid. Immunity
from violent evil doing, reigned In old Tolland
county, aud the farmers ahiioHt believed that
the reign of terror was ondod forever. Hut
two or three week ago uld Mck, or at lea-- t
ono of hi ablest hired men, swung himself
loose in ManttlRld, nnd though his specialty
was somewhat different In nature from that of
the e Mansfield tlend, nevertheless the
farmers. worn out with a long struggle against

devlhry. were In despair.
tn this Instance the marauder appeared to

be an expert, shrewd, and band
of outlaws, with a rendezvous, poesibly, tn the
faktnessesof the wooded Tolland Mountains,
who sallied forth nightly and stole shouteverything on which they could lay their
capable and praotlsed fingers. They stola
apple, farm fool, bed clothe, wearing

stripped clothesline and hen roasts;
llltod all sorts of farm produce out of farm
aud house cel'ar; stole cldor In cask, lifting
them out of a man's cellar while he slept, and
trundling them in oarts, whoso wheel were
mulUed, along the dark, solitary rural plkea;
and, in onu instance, got away with beehives,
with the bee in them, having plugged their
doorsuf exit o the thieving operation Went
on mysteriously nnd sueclully almost every
plglit. und thusmartukt InrilTaln the county
had not a rue to the identity of the rnhbora.
In fact, tho thief or thieve grow morn auda-
cious in their transgression all thu timo. and
almost luulhardy in the unnecessary rikkathoy
took when it would setini thu game, pom- -
rii.tu y was scarcely worth tho caudle of th
VwituiHkoma exploit.

A new labor movement, wliloh promlsot to

work a revolution In tho Industrial world, and
Is already exercising a great Influence an tho
rotations of capital and labor, hat lately begun
In Great llrltain. It Is a movement in which
both employer and employee aro equally In-

terested and equally active. It Is, avowedly,
a cooperative revolt against trades unionism
as It exist and operates y i a revolt ot tha
workers against the coercive and opprosslva
tactic ot perverted unionism and the tyr-nnn- y

ot the professional labor leador and
agitator! a revolt ot tho employers agalnit
the Interference lu tho management ot
tholr business by outsiders who represent
only a small minority of tha whole body of
workers. It is not a repudiation of thn prin-
ciple and logttlmato object ot unl mlsra, for
both parties to tho now movement frankly

and they are Incorporated lu the
new schomo, but It Is a protest against tho
porverslon of the powor ol trades unionism by
professional agitators to soldsh ends and to
thodotrlmentof both mastors and men. Itl
called the free labir tuovemont, and bear tha
tltlo of the National Frco Labor Association.

It Is all over the liberation from
btata prison of Edward It, l'ost, Jr., a young
man who wns convicted a little more than a
year ngo ofnn attotnpted jistault upon a girl
14 years old, nnd who was seatencod to serve
fifteen years at hard labor.

The l'ost family consists of tha father and
mother a girl of 13, a boy of 17. and the young
man pnrdoned, who Is 24 years old, They
lived in I'aterson until two years and a hnlt
ago when they moved to Nordhoff, on the
Northern Hallway of Now Jersey. There they
occupy the lodge at the entrance to tha estate
of William Walter l'hetps, which they get free
of rent tor certain trllllngsorvlcos. The father,
a small, thin old iiinu, Is employed at the dye
works of llarrett, l'almer in Ileal, on tha rail,
way just I olow tha station.

Edward 11. l'ost, Jr., Is tall and cadaverous,
with a sallow nktn shifting eyos, and weak
chin. Ills prison-cu- t hair Is still too
short to corah, and his movements la
the storo clothes ho has just donned,
for the first time In tourtoen months,
show constraint From boyhood ha has been
wayward, nnd his roving disposition has car
rlodhlmovora good extent ol country. Ha
has worked, but never tor long at a sttotclu
lie has boen fond of tho companionship ot
youths who know moro than ho and that sort
ot knowledge pleased him hot which It was
not good for him to know. He cultivated Idle
ness nnd tastes that required monoy to
gratify. Ho took f 50 onco from tho till of a
mnn in 1'atorson for whom he worked,
nnd for that ho served sixty days In
the 1'assalo county jail. Ho was arrested
another timo In Jersey City upon suspicion ot
complicity In Btcatlng a sot ot harness, and
wn held thirty days, but not convicted. Those
are salient points In n youthful oaroor that
maybe wero an influence at the timo ot his
trial later. Ho was 'known to tho pollao."

Tho alleged crime ot which ha was convicted
occurred on the outskirts of 1'atorson. Juno 1!H.
