H00 wers running on toll thne and with ordi-
nary forces. Bome of the others wers shut
down entirely. Many of the remainder wore
running on one-quarter to one-hall time, and
with one-quarter or one-half the regular forve,
while nome of the othera was running more
three-quarter time. ‘The busioesses which
wers most sffected were the bhatting, the
leather, the tafloring. and the elear Industries
One man, & wember of the Noard of Trade and
alarge manufacturer, rald:

A stay han hoan granted to John Y. MoKana,
which will keap him out of jail until the Gen-
otnl Tarm of the Buprames Court has had an
opportunity ta pass on his appeal. The sourt
which will hear the appeal In somporsd of
Judaes Beown, Dykman, and Cullen, and moets
on the second Monday In February, One of
thess Judges, Cullen, granted the stay yestar-
dar. The ground for tha deslslon was that
thoers is “ reasonable doubt' of the wvalidity of
tha order of injunction granted by Judge Dar<
nard, for refueing to obey whieh MeKans wan
enlled bafore Judge Barnard to answar for
contempt. Judge Cullen gives Mr, MeKano no
hops outside of what the stay itasif afforde
He rayas at the beginning of his opinion:

“There was ample evidenen before Mr. Jus-
tlee Barnard to justify the finding that the
defendant had wiifully offered resistance to
the mandate of the Court. Tho sMdaviteand
proofs tendad to show that all the defendants
