Cr.EVEMSD. Jan. 2. At an early hour this

morning n largo crowd of unemployed men
and women filled tho street In front of the
Ilethcl Mission, whoro for soma time they
havo received their supply of provlilons dally.
Guperlntendent Ilaymond said to thorn:
"'For the last fhreormonthn we havo given

away to the dostitute of tho city $500 a day.
Our treasury Is empty and I do not know
when It will bo replenished. There Is money
at the City Hall, there Is work there, and I ad-
vise ynu to go to Director Farloy and request
employment."

Almost Immediately the crowd became ex-
cited, and somo crlosof "We will have work or
trnr down the City Hall" woro heard. The
men started nnd tho women, some of them
carrying children in their arms, followed. In-
stead or illniinii-hli't- r in numbers nnd strength,
tho crowd grew larger. They declared that
their domamls would ho compllod with or
they would know the reason why

Director Farloy's nlllcn was entered, but the
director wns not in, und Assistant Director
Thompson was nlso absent. The room wns
packed, ns was also the sidewalk. Director
Farley hnd been notified, and when he entered
thoomce nt II ;1.) o'clock he made hU way
to a prlvnto olllco In the rear of the
building, and thero lie remained. I'nliee wero
nuinmoneil. and. nfler announcing that
there wa no work to be had, the olllce was
cleared. The crowd gnthered outside and held
an indignation meotlng. The city (lovornment
was "denounced. A committee was appointed
to wait on Director Farley and lay their com-
plaint before lilm- - Another was sunt to the
newspaper ofllcm with the message that the
wiirkln.'ioon must havo work or something to
eat at once.

Jnms Coony, spokesman of the committee
thnt walled on Farley, seid he had a wife and
three children, and his baby was dying for luck
of food. If you cannot ghe ns work," b
ssld, "we will be com polled tu steal."

Orlando B. Fuller, the mllllsnnlre and
who for many years had been a

prominent flgitio In tho business nnd political
life of this city, wns found dond Inst ovonlnc on
the sldowalk near tlio Fiftieth street entrance
of the Buckingham Hotel, which fronts on
Fifth avenuo and adjoins tho Democratic)
Club.

Death, which resulted from apoploxy. oc-

curred between 8:H0 o'clock, when Mr. Fotter
left his home at 3 Fjist rifty.sovenlli street,
nnd 0 o'clock, when hownsseoa lying on the
walk by Willie (Unions, a call boy ot the Buck-
ingham.

Tho boy called Abraham H. Dayton, who was
passing, nnd Mr. Dayton summoned a pollco
officer. Fetor De Wilt, the coal merchant, of
111 Droadway, was standing In front ot the
Democrats Club nnd jolnod Mr. Dayton and
tlio officer. Mr. l'ottor was lying face down on
tho walk.

Mr. Frederick l'ottor arrlvod from Ming Sing
at 11:45 o'clock and romoved his father's body
to tho residence upon a permit from Deputy
Coronor O'Hare.

A meeting ot the Foard of Governors of the
club wns to have been held last ovonlng. nnd
all ware nwaltlng Mr. Fottor's presence when
his doath Was made known. Mr. Fotter was
one of the most active loaders ot the club.

He had been Instrumental In socurlng the
croporty at 017 Filth avenuo. and had boon a
generous contributor to Its funds. The mem-
bers did little but discuss his relations to ths
club whllo awiltlog the arrival of his ion from
Sing King.

Until vory recently Mr. Potter had enjoyed
excollent health. Ho had complained a few
days before ot pains in his head, but was In
lino spirits at a dinner given on ThurHdny
evening to Surrognte John H. V. Arnold, theretiring l'resident ot the club.

Mr, Fotter was born ut Chnrlomont, Mass.,
on Mnrch 10, lH'-N-t. Ills father was a poor
farmer, and he was obliged to work on tbs
farm to earn money with which to pay for his
early education. Ho entered Williams College
In 184'J. teaching school at Capo Cod during
the summer until bis graduation.

After studying at the Harvard LawSchoolhe
was admitted to the bar ln llostnn on Feb. 1'.'.
1S4H. He practised law In boston and Cam-
bridge for four years. During this time be be-
came Interested in manufacturing.

In ltd:! ho wan elected Fresldeiitot n manu-
facturing; company and removed to New iork.
Ho continued ln active buslnoss until 1870.
Since that time he haa devoted himself chiefly
lo the enroot his large real estate Interests In
this city nnd to his farm at Slag Sing.

Mr. Fotter wns :eleot;d a member of the
Council of J'olltlcat ltoform alter the exposure
of the Tweed frauds. IIo was nominated farCongress In the Tenth district in 1H7H, but
wasdofeated. Tho United Democracy offered
him the nomination in the Klovonth district at
the special olectlnn in 1KH1, but ho dscllnod
mid nssltted In tho election of lloswell F.
Flower.

Mr Flower docllned a rennmlnatlon and Mr.
Potter was elected to the Forty-eight- h Con-
gress br tholUnltod Democracy over William
L. Strong.

He wns President ot the Dnmestlo Sowing
Machine Company and a trustoo of tho
Bleecker Street Dank. His real estate Inter-
ests wero very Inrge.

Among the roost valuable piece, nf property
he owned arc: The l'oltur building. .'W l'nrlc
ruwithe ArcuJo btitldlng at 71 llroadway, thebig building just north ot Grace Church, and
the buildings on tho south side of Astor place
from llrondwuy to Lafayette place.

Mr. Fotter wns a momber of the Reform.
Democratic. Fntrla. nnd Commonwealth clubs,
the liar Association, the American Oeograplij-ca- lSociety, the New Fngland Society, theMetropolitan Museum, nnd the Museum of
Natural History. He was also a trustee of
Cornoli Unlierstty.

He was twice married. lie leavos a son.
Frederick, and throe daughters, Mary.
Illnnahn. nnd Martha, by his first wife. Mary
Is the wife of Walter Oeer. Mr. Fottor's sec-
ond wife, who s a daughter of Dr. Jarsd
Li q sly, survlvos him.

amply ablo to afford it and that ln vlow of
tho largo doflclt that will be caused by tho re-

duction In customs dutlos thero was no al-

ternative but to adopt It
Borne ot tho gontlomen who opposed tho tax

argued at length that tho political effoct would
be fatal to tho Domocrntlo patty, and thnt It
would bo batter to limit tho tax to corporations
only and ralo tho additional roveirMe nccts-'sar- y

from other sources.
Mr. Cockrnn of New iork Inslstod that nnln-eo- m

tax ought to belaid upon nil Incomes,
whether largo or small, and that any otlsjv
eourss was unwlio and undemocratic, in that
It did not fall on all alike.

When Chairman Wilson put tho proposition
to a vote, six of tho etavon Itoprocntntlvo3
present votod aye. These were Messrs.

Bynum, Tarsnoy, Whiting. Bryan, and
Turner, and it wns carried. The tax anpllos
to tho net earnings ol corporations', ns well as
to private Incomes. It doe not, howoier.applr
to Inheritances, although thnt suggostlon was
ono of the enrllest,ndnnced when tho matter
first came up for consideration In tho commit-
tee a month ago.

Tho additional tnx of 10 conts n gallon on
whlikoy Includes whiskey now In bond. With
a view to mJ:ing the tnx fall ns lightly as pos-
sible upon the owners of this whlskoy.lt wns
decided to extend th bonded period to olsht
years. It Is now throb years. It wns decided
that the allowanco for " outage " shall bo lim-

ited to six yearn. Tho terra "outngo" is tech-
nically used to exprchs the liquor thnt Is lost
by evaporation aud from othor cdusoi after Its
manufacture.

The large revonuo arising from tho Income
tax oiusud the committee to recede from the
tax ot six cetits a pack on playing cards and
reduce It to two conts, tho moro especially as
It was felt that tho maximum lax would rrovj
an embarrassment to the manufacturers. The
tax of $1.50 por thousand on cigarettes, upon
which the committee agreed several weoks
ago. was allowed to stand.

In Wilson, the Chairman nf tho Ways and
Menns Committee, will notprosont these rev-nu- o

features, agrood upon formally to
th House. He will announce tho
conclusions resorted by the committee, and
will offer tho Items as an amendment to the
Tariff bill when the latter comes boforo tho
House.

Mr. Wilson will call up tho Tariff bill at the
conclusion of tho morning hour on Wednes-
day and will mako a short speech in oxplnnn-tio- n.
