STORM IN THNE ENGLISH CHANNEL,

Some Vesunrln Unahle to Make Port-Honts
Ashore anil Qilers Probably Lost,

Loxpox, Jan. .—A blindiog snow storm, ae-
companied Ly n heary wind and furious ses,
rrevailed in the Eoglish Chaonel last night.
The vacket sorvice between English and
French ports was Interrupted. and some of the
rtenmers sufforad damaea, The packet from
Ostond was unable to land ot Dover nwing to
the tremendous sea, and put out into the
Channel again to awalt high water. when it
was thought thastorii would abate somewhat.

A despateh from Hroadsiairs, on the east
econst of the Iale of Thanot, county of Kent,
says that three vessols off that coast displayod
nls of distress late last eveaing, and that
the Hroadstalims lifeboat put out to render as-
siatance. No headway could be made againat
tha gale, and the boat was compelled to stand
off and make for llamsgate. two miles south of
Lroadstalen. Heorethe assistance of atug was
procured, and the lifeboat was towed to ono of
the disabled or wrocked vosaeis. In the mean

time, as (nr ae ean be learned, two of tho ves-
sols that had slenalled for ansistance had dis-
appearsd, and it Is belloved Ly many peisons
that they foundered., It s possivle, how-
over, that they managed to elaw oll shore
and  stand  out (0 sea t Is thought
that the lifebuat sto by the rema'ning
vossel, aod that she took off the craw this
morlrln'g.
