No Lieutenant-General Needed,

The military eommittess of the Senale
and the Housa of Representatives have rm-
ferred to Secretary Lastoxt, for his opinion
of ils merits, the panding bill to revive tho
grade of Lieutenant-Generul.

This measure, as it stands, does not In
any way assert or suggest that a Lieuten-
ant-General is needed for the management
of our little army, Tt does not proposs that
this rank sbiall be given to the commander
of tho army, as &ich, but, on the contrary,
It makes the matter, apparently, one of per-
sonal tribute for sérvices rondered and com-
ploted more than a quarter of a century
ago. This it does by authorizing the Presie
dent to appoint to the grade, whon revived,
some ofMleer who commanded an army dur-
Ing the clvil war. Thus the measure is
easentially difforont from a Tormoer bill on
the snbjeet, which provided that tlies senfor
Major-Goperal, while commanding the
army, should have the rank, pay, and stalf
of a Lieutepant-General, and on retiroment
should have the retired pay of a Lieutenant-
Goneral. That bill made the proposed rapk
tho ‘attribute of the vfMoee, with a view to
prosent or future necessities, and heoee
could be supported or condemned on that
ground, Thy present project s based on
the fact that candidates commanded an
army naarls thirty voars ago.

If this proposed reward wore In accord-
ance with procedent, or 11 it were designod
to make up for some accldental omlssion, It
might merit serious considoration. But it
cannot demand support on either ground,
Our first Licutesant-Gonoral wias GEORGE
WasHinaTox. When that rank was coufer-
red, ho had already commanded, not “an"
nrmy, but all the armies of the United States
throughout the war of the Revolution, Yet
Lo was nominated to be Liceutenant-General
on the 2d of July, 1798, not as a reward,
Lt solaly becauss war with France seemod
Imminent. " Wo must have your name,"
wrote President JoHX Apads to Lim, " if
you will in any case permit us to use jt.
Thore will be more efficacy In it than in
any an army.” WAsSRINGTON, in consent-
fog to aceept the rank, with the eommand
“of all armies ralsed or to be ralsed,” did
goon the ground that he could not refuse
it, "in » mowment like the present, when
everything we hold dear Is so serlously
threatened.” That statement shows the
real occasion for creating the grade, while
tho contrast Letweon such eircumstances
and those now existing is apparent.

Morethan half a century had elapsed nfter
the death of Wasmixorox In 179, when the
brevat rank, not the full ravk, of Lisuten-
ant-Gonernl was conferred upon WINFIELD
Scurr. 'This was, it must be said, not a no-
cosaity, buts mark of honor. The lllustri-
ous soldier who recelved it, however, had
been the commander-in-chiof In the success-
ful war with Mexlco, and his canse wus more
like that of GuANT than of some subordl-
nate army commander In the civil war,
Finally, ho had recelved no promotion till
then for hls Mexican war services, being
Major-General and the highest officer in
tho army before the war began.

Pasaing now to the revival of the grade
for Gen. GRANT; this, as s well knowo, was
effected while the clvil war was raging, and
when all the operations of all the Union
armles wore put under his charge, Nothlng
more need be sald as to tho cootrast be-
tween that ease and the present one,

The procedents, then, are all against this
measure. It may here further be polnted
ot that the fact of haviog commanded an
army has never, of itself, in our sorvice been
viewe:dl as laying a valld clalin to the rank
of Lioutenant-Genersl. During thoe war
of the Revolution, Gates commanded an
srmy In tho North avd GEEENE an army
I the South, both under WAsIHIROTON, Yot
unither was made a Licutennut-ieneral.
In the second war with Enpglanpd,
during the campilgn of 1813 thers wan an
Army of the West uuder HARKISON, an Ariny
of the Centre under DeEarbBoRN, and au
Ariny of the North under Wanpr Hampros,
but not one of the three army commaunders
was  ever made o Lwutenant-Ceneral,
Tavror woo the grade of Major-Gonerul
In Mexieo, yot there he stopmed,

Bul thero I8 a second aod still mors con-
clusive argument against this bill, Jamely,
that Congress long ago distributed the pro-
motlons for services in the civil war, takiog
fully luto consldoration those who bad eons-
manded armies as woll as others. Unasr
was woado o Geperal und Suensas o ljeu-
teusnt-(eueral; and when aftorward Saeni-
pay was made o Licutepant-Genernl, GRaST
having become Prestdent and SHERMAN hav-
ing succeeded Lo Lils army raok, Congress
expressly provided that, with SHenipax’s
Ineumbency of the grade, it should lapse,
Aud lapse it did, years ago, When that piro-
vision was made, there stll lived several
Hlustrious army commanders, and towering
among them weore Gronae H, THoMAS mod
GiropakE G, MEavk, There cau Le o more
aoverwhelming testimony to the fact that
Congress consldercd more than twenty
yoars ago Lthat the highest promotions for
wal service had been adequately made, than
its sbhulting off even these greal soldiers
from the war grade of Lieutenant-General,
which It proposed Lo have lapse Lhereaflter
utl the cariiest opportunily.

It will be observed that the peadiog Wil
adids a Lieuteoaut-Geoeral to the wriny,
whible still leaviug thren Major-Generals, aud
#0 cToates an oxtrm oxpense, While vhis lut-
ter fact might itsoif Le fatal to the proposi-
