third toward Africa, its geographlonl posi-
tion made it the meetiog place of races apd
she batile ground of religlons. No lsland
of (s sizw, for itis less than one-fourth as
large as the State of New York, ever playved
po conapleaons & part as Slelly 1o the bis-
pary of thoe world,

coas s ware uo longer the theatre of great-
eal events, Siclly, though still the csutre of
eoullioting luterests sud bitler strife, tame
to play voly minor pasts lu history, Quly
thorough hlstorical students hava given
much bosd to the tedious chapters of Bi-
eillon bisiory during centuries of Hourbon
miyuale; and oot for thirty-thrée years,

1t the farmers dwolt on their Httle hold.
Ings, they would partly ssoapo the onerous
Improst known as Lhe ooteol, which Is at the
bottom of the trouble. While they draw
thelr living from the soll, they mra taxed,
not to support tho almple machinery of
town or rural governments, but are
burdened with most of the support of the
munloipalities M which thoy live; and to
matntaln these local governmonts a form of
taxation In lmposed, which Is forbidden in
this eountry Ly the Constitution under
whieh we live, No State of ¢community (n
our land hias the power Lo levy export or
tmport tnxes, 1t 1e very differsnt In Stelly,
whery scorea of munfeipalities, big and
lttlo, are eupportad by the octrof, or tax
tmposed upon all sorts of comimoditios
Lrought within thelr gates,

It is not strange that this tax has been
growing ln unpopularity, eapecially among
the agricultural clasa.  The wheat and
beand the farmer has ralesd and bharvestad
a8 food for hisown family; the grapes, wine,
and olives ho wishes them to enfoy; the
fiax his wife may epin, all are the Immedi-
ate fralt of his toll; but he must pay n tax
on nll, and n bigh tax ot that, before he
miny carry them under his rool; and then
ho nssorts, and all the artisana any too, that
thie ootrol 18 most corruptly administorad ;
that tho rich bribe the tax collectors and
onfoy luxurios almost tax free, while the
buriden overwaights the shoulders of the
poor. The oetrol has, of lato years, beromeo
n lieavier load than ever, and, added to tho
Inereasing burden of national taxation, It
Is not very surprislng that many a com-
munity of these excitable Bicilinns, chiofly
peasanta though they live in towns, dins
rigen in revolt, Wo canvot sny how far tho
Koclallsts and the secret sociotion havo used
tho long-provalling digscontent to foment
thesa troublea.  But the paople themsalves
nseart that they havo rovolted, not against
the genersl Government, but only ngalust
the tyranny of munieipal oppression,

In the fury of the popular uprising some
tereibio outrages have been committed, for
Innoeent mon and women have been most
eruelly put to death. Wo may see in these
ovents al=o the Influence of the past history
of theso Islanders. Men from  Europe,
Asla, aud Afriea met and toiled, builded and
battled on these consts, and the mixed
breeds to whom they left the island, modi-
fied as they now are by infuslon from the
nelghboving mainland and other sources,
aro no moro Italinns than the history of
Italy is that of Sicily. In blood nod chare
acteristica they are ehielly Italian, show-
Ing cloments besides that aro plainly the
logacy of o wild and stormy past, and that
are Impressed not only upon their actions
but algo upon thelr peculine dialect, which,
though Lintin, unmistakably shows the o
fuence of Semitle as well as Aryan speech,
Wo may partly trace also to Bourbon mis-
government the fact that a Sicilian wob, of
all mobs, Is ono of the wildest and the most
easily swayed by demagogues. Thirty
years ngo nine-tenths of Lhe people wers ex-
tromely ignorant, and balf of them still are
unable teread or write.

The Governmont at Rome admita that
the Siellians hnve genulne grievances, and
promise that they shall be rectifled. On the
whole, the union with Italy has been a
great blessing to Bicelly. Iilitoracy has
been greatly reduced, the people enjoy
more comforts, and even a few good high-
ways as woll as rallroads pow lead
through the valleys and over the hilla, Wae
are too prone to derlve uofavorable fme
preasions of poople from the evil repute of
thelr worst eloments, The Slellians, as a
whole, are Industrious and fairly orderly
and law-abldiog, but they have been un-
justly eatimated by many who think of
thelr [aland chiefly ns the abliding place of
the Mafla and the home of robber bands
hisunting the southwestern reglons. The
fact ls "that. In recent years, the Gov-
ernment has beon making headway ogalnst
brigandage and other unlawful practices.
Bicily has been ealled by travellers an ugly
Islnnd contatning some spots of exquisite
beauty and many objocts and places of
archeological and historical intorest. What-
over Its power to nttract the travoller, it ls
cortaln the islaod has beon fitted by nature
to be the home of o numerous aod prusper-
ous people, For years Slolly has been grow-
Ing in population faster than any other
part of Italy. With 198 people to the square
kilometre, there are cnly three of the com-
partimenti of Italy that surpass her, rugged
as aha is, In density of population, If, fora
time, the progress of Kiclly 1s to be stayad,
It Is not the fault of her people, but of
erimes of adininlstration s high places and
low that have already involved mapy mun
of the publie service of Italy In scandal.

The Naval War College.

Although economy is rightly n watchwaord
of the hour In Cupgress, It would be mis-
takien frugality to cut off the trivial anpual
sppropriation of $5,000, which is sald to be
all that 1s required to keep up the Naval
War College ut Nowport.

This lustitution, the post-graduate school
of our nevy, gives lnstruction In tactics
wnd strategy that s furslshed nowhere
olse, pnd I8 of high lmwportance. It loter.
fores with wo active work afloat, officers
being sent to It when they cau Le spared
for it, just as army ofllcers are detalled to
& course at the Leavenworth Schivol of Ap-
plication. It remluds young ofllcers that
their studies are not ended with Lo course
ot Annapolls, anil serves as a stimulus to
thelr professiovsl ambition, while eguip-
plog thew botter for actual war,

The school is, In fact, acquiring a world-
wide reputation, and Admiral Corouw, the
well-known offleor and writer, bhas gald
that in the matter of instruction In strate-
gy apd tacties It has put the Awerlcan
navy above all others. Capt. Mamas, un.
til recontly the Fresident of the college,
now connendiog the Chitago, has beeg re-
ewived in Europe with exceptional hooors
ou aecouut of bis published works oa ** The
Iafluence of Sea Power Upon History,"
which, a8 bLe says in the proface to
cne of them, were the direct fruit
of the npecsisary preparntion for hils
collego lectures. Aud It may be added
that Capt. Mamay found that be vould get
very few text books anywhere on the exact
sulject he wished Lo teack, so that be ap-
preciatod wore than ever belors, and wore
thau snyhbody eould have apprecisted with-
out Lhat eapericace, the great value of the
War College, In s whally unoceupled and
vastly lmportact fleld.

To the construction and oparation of
shipn, angines, and guns adoquato atten-
tlon will nlwayvs be pabd in all naviss; but
thero In A supplementary flold of Inetrie-
tlon In war strategy and tactics and the
study of possible naval operations along
our own const, which should not be neg-
leeted. This study, too, abould be con-
daoted delibarately In time of peace,

Not only should tha petty sum required
by the War Oollege be furnished, but offl-
cors who apply for Instruction in the sum-
mer courss should Lo gladly assigned (o
it, whenover this will wot Interfers with
thelr sea sorvice, Buch officers ovidently
deslro to keep at the front of their calliog,
and porhaps appreciats the value of sduon-
tlon botter than they did In vounger dava
at Annapolis, The War College should not
onlv be kept up, malntalnlng ita individu-
ality, but should be made still more useful
to the country.
