Mr. Porter ns, through hi counsel, that It
any one can write love lelrora such as he has
written It Is proof positive that such n man's
mind must be vory strong. He maintains that
hi mind, InstoVul of becoming impaired, Is re
hewing its youth.

Mr. Porter lives In a fine place called Dacha
ley Lodge, about n mile nut of Stamtord. Tho
sons who bring tho suit are I.ouli, 111 years
old;Hacheley, 17 years old. and Klngstey, who
Is considerably younger. The elder boya aro
student at Yalo University. It Is said In their
behalf that tholr object In making the applica-
tion was merely to protect their father's prop-
erty which they say Is In Jeopardy, nnd to havo
him taken care of, bcoause he cannot take care
ot himself.

Tho complexion of Hits committee Indicates
that the report wilt declare for nn Immediate
adjournment without furlhor action, and this
leport will probably bo ndopted.

It
Is thn very same corrupt nnd venal crew,
who, admitting that many ot tho recommenda-
tions otthe proclamation nro wlso nnd needed
by the State, advise that this General Assem-
bly shall adjourn without legislation, thus
leaving tho people of thoStntont thomeroy of
the most heartless and consclencoloss money
power on the earth or elsewhere."

"Such a policy would. In my judgment, for
sll business purposes excopt banslng put tho
Mexican dollar at 00 cents and slvo us plenty
of money. Ninety cents on tho dollar for .Me-
xican coins menus about $1.17 for silver bullionper ounce. Practically our silver mines are
closod. At (0 cents per ounce for sliver bul-
lion thore is no profit tn mining, and, in mostcases, absolute loss." And yet tho banner nnd money lendors of
this State nro moving heaven and earth almostto prevent In Colorado tho precise effect whichmust Inevitably follow tho freo coinage of
silver. How earnestly they pray to Clevoland
and the magnates ot Wall street, the only god
