Monosyllablo and sagaciously neutral are
the answers she makes to the questions pro
poundod, but when tho dreaded interview Is
over she chats very brightly on anr theme
which happens to be under discussion, with the
French woman's quickness and brightness, tha
Lngllth woman's dignity and reserve. For
Melba was born In Melbourne In 11305. accord

A hoy carelessly throw a ctgaretto which he
had been smoking Into a heap of straw at the
foot of tho stairs leading to the second story of
tho temple. The strnw was dry nnd Instantly
blazed up, burning the staircase and thus cut-
ting off all escspo from the top floor. There
was n wild rush for safety. Home were
trampled to death, sorao jumped out of the
windows and were dashed to pieces on tho
slono pavement below, while tho greater part
ot the women sat In their scats paralyzed by
terror and were burned nllvo or suffocated br
smoke. '

Tho fire engines from the foreign settle-
ment In Nlugkn were promptlr on hand, but
could do nothing to stop the Homes. In an
hour and a half the temple was In ruins,
Jtany bodies were so badly burned asto be un-
recognizable.
