Secretary M. M. Morse sent out yesterday

announcements that the sixteenth fllennl.il
Congress of the National Trotting Association
will begin at the Murrar Hill Hotol on Feb. 14.
The most Important work will be to consum-
mate, If possible, reciprocal action bn matters
affecting the trotting turf with the Amorlcan
Trotting Association.

If tbe sentiment of the special congress
called In June Is a true Indication of tho feel-
ings of the National Association members, the
plans to work In accord will be voted down,
and all the reforms projected br tho American
Association, In expectation of joint action ln
supporting them, will be given a blnck ere.

The negotiations for mutual action have a
somewhat long history. Last March com-
mittees from the American Trotting and the
National associations met at the Fifth Avenue
Hotel and discussed the plan. After a month
of deliberation tho committees again met, this
time at Chirago. and nropared a time report
to be presented to tho two associations. In May,
whon the Itlennlal Congress of the American
Association convened In Chicago, all the
amendments and recommendations of the
joint committee wero adopted, with the under-
standing that thy should be forthwith adopted
by the ftntlonal Trotting Association.

I resident 1', 1. Johnson at once called a
special congress of the National Association,
which mat at the Murray Hill Hotol Inst June,
hut he could not deliver the goods. The mem-
bers wore only willing to talk about there-form- s;

they could not be Induced to adopt
them. Seeing that the senso of the congress
was against the changes. l'reldent Johnson
adjourned the disousslon until the coming
congress. Fen. 14.

Almost all 'the changes meet with the ap-
proval of the National Association members;
the hitch Is over the change ln the distance.
At the special congress n strong fight was
made against shortening tho dltance br Wil-
liam K Faslg. ex.Oov. More-a- n U Ilulkelev.
nnd others. It was a hot night, and their
fervent appeals not to alter the old
order of things, hacked up by the fiery Juno
weather, melted away all arguments ndvanced
hr tie supporters of mutual action, l'reetdent
Johnson made a plea for cooperation with the
American Association, hut his arguments
were of no nvall ngalnat tho opposition.
To gain time the matter was sent over to the
approaching congress What will be tbe fate
ol the reforms remains to be seen.
