The only large aggregation of gold
outslde of tha Treasury I8 In the banks of
this elty, and as long as thers In & posal-
bility that Congreas may authorize the colning
of the selgniorage of the allver purchassd un-
der the Iawof July, 1500, the banks are not
likely to part with It readily. If tholr cus-
tomers requirs gold to pay for bonds, the
natural course for them to pursue will be to
turn legal tender and Treasury notes lnto the
Rub-Treasury to obtaln the gold required.
