Under this Constitution the native element
will possess all the share In legislation which
it has ever done, while the royal and execu-
tive power will practically be transferred
to the oontrol of the mora Intelll-gen- t

and capable white population. The
Government will not proclaim this Const-
itution until alter learning from Minister
Thurston that there Is no present prnxpect of
any form of political union with tho United
Mates. There Is no doubt whatever but
that such a Constitution will bo heartily ap-
proved by the rank nnd llln of the sup-
porters of the Trovlslonal Oovcrnmeut. who
will gladly forego. If necessary, some
voting privileges In order to secure the
results of the revolution for which they havo
for rears faced so much danger together. To
make t,he right of suffrago unlimited would bn
simply to throw away all tlmy havo worked
for. No Constitution In Hawaii has over been
submitted to a vote of the peoplo. but slmnlr
proclaimed by the executive authority, which
precedent is likely to be followed In the next
similar case.

Prof. Oltsae'e Testimony.

W'ABitisnTov, Jan. If'. John I Stevens of
Maine, lo Hawaii, Is hern, In good
health, and will appear before tho Senate in
vestlgatlng committee Ills testi-
mony will be given In secreL It Is very possi-
ble that extraordinary efforts may be made to
prevent tho publlo at present from knowing
what the sworn testimony of Mr. Stevens Is.
It may not bo without Interest, therefore, to
know what Mr. Stevens hns to say before he
enters the committee room nnd Is compelled
tn assume an obligation of secrecy. Mr.
Movens, In spoaklng to a friend to-

day, roado two points which hav not
been specially called to public attention either
by himself, or In any of the testimony which
has been given. Theso points go to show:
l'lrst, thnt tho deposed Queen Lllluokalanl did
not think or assume that Minister Stevens, by
tlio use of the marines, had caused her over-

throw! second, thnt Minister Stevens did not
assumn to give any orders, ns Paramount
Commissioner Mount did, to tho naval officer
Incltugoot tho war vossels and of the ma-
rines, but, on the contrary, ho requested
that officer to do certain things, and did not
assume to glvo commands.

Mr. Slovens y said that in proof of his
claim that tho Queen was not overthrown by
the I nltod Mates forces at his request or by
his dlreotlon, tho (Juoen sent to him, twenty-tw- o

houis aftor tho marines had boen landed
and after she hnd been deposed, and entreated
him to havo the United States naval forces
usod In her behalf. Mr. Stovens Is of opinion
that this request of the Queen, twenty-tw- o

hours after the troops had been
landed and aftor she herself was out of power,
is n sufllflent Indication that the Queen was
thon of the opinion that tho marines had bsen
landed at his request for the proteotlonof
American Interests alone, and noteitherto
overthrow her Government or to establish an
opposition Government, and that if he hnd
beon instrumental in overthrowing the Queen
by tho uso of the United Mates forces, and had
established n rival Government by the aid of
those forces, sho vvould not have sent to him
tho request that ho should use the power of
the United States tn her Interest.

Mr. Movens says moreover, that he gave no
order to Commnndervvlltse or to any other na-
val oftlcor to land tho troops. It Is his opinion, as
a diplomatic ofllcer of thirty years' experience
that oven a regular accredited Minister of the
United States has no authority to give a com-
mand to a naval ofllcer : that all he can do Is
to mako a request uf him. nnd that It ia for the
commanding naval nfllcor himself to deter-
mine whethor. tinder his commission, his oath,
the Constitution nnd the lawa of his country
and tho regulations of tba Isavr Depart-
ment, he shall comply with that request.
Uho naval olUcer, Mr. Stevons said. Is
subject to court martial, and can
lose his life place and career by the
order of a court martial It he shall violate tho
law and the regulations, no matter at whose
instance he may have violated them, nnd that
It he dors an unlawful act, cannot evon plead
in justification the command or request from
any civil ofllcer of the Government, evon If he
has a commission In the dlplomntlo or
consular service of the United ) Mates.
Much less can a naval ofllcer justify a illegal
act on his part If It should be committed In ac-
cordance with the command from a' civilian
who holds no office In the diplomatic or con-
sular service, and wbo.Is no more authorized
to give an order to a naval ofllcer in the name
of tlm President of the United States than a
messenger boy would b.

The Senate Committee on roreign Relation
this morning resumed the Investigation of Ha-
waiian affairs. The principal w Itness was Prof.
William H. Oloson of Worcester, Mass. Mr.
Oleson was for fifteen vears, from August.
1H7H, to July. 180.1, the principal of a innnual
training school on the Island of Oahu, on
which the city of Honolulu 1 situated, and
witnessed the overthrow of the Queen. Ho
was born In Portland, Mo.

In response to a nutation as to what was
tho character of the Queen for political in-
tegrity and personal cnaractor. the witness
said emphatically that it was as bad a It
could be. After the (Jueen cameto the throne.
Prof. Oleson said, she very soon sought to re-
cover tho absolute power that Kalakaua had
aurrenilerod In giving the Constitution of
lrvti. To accomplish the abrogation of tho
old Constitution and tho i romulgatlon of th
now onn which she had prepared, she entered
Into nn arrangement with members of the
Legislature favorable to certain schemes then
beture that body one of them the chartering
of the Louisiana lottery by which she was to
sign those bills, nnd they, in turn, were tn vote
out her Mlnlstrr and permit her to appoint a
new Ministry thnt would nsslst her In pro-
mulgating the nw Constitution.

Prof. Olenon then detailed the workings of
this plan, tho feature of the new Constitution
which disfranchised all but native Hawaliana,
and the nnal failure of the Queen to secure the
consent of her Mlnlstery. two of whom fled
after refusing her demands and appealed to
tho citizens to support them against the
(Jueen in her demands, A soon as the linean
learned that a publlo mass meeting hnd been
called on Monday afternoon. Jan. in. she was
thoroughly frightened, and promised her Cab-
inet tint If they would stand with her against
the citizens sho would do nothing unconstitu-
tional thereafter. Accordingly, these men
anil the (Jueen lined a manislesto to that
effect, and had It scattered through tho
city for the purpose nf destroying tho
effect of the approaching mass meet-
ing. Hut the cltlrens put no faith In the
ljueen's promises ami had no eonlldence In the
men who were advising her. Marshal Wilson.
In charge of tho pollen forces, a man by com-
mon fame known In Honolulu ns the Queen's
paramour for years, commanded the people
not to attend this mass meeting. This, how-
ever, did not deter the people, who gathered
in the largest mass meeting ever hold In Hon-
olulu. The citizens conllrmed the appoint-
ment nf the Committee of .safety and author-
ized them to proceed to tho securing of a per-
manent and good Government. Prom bnturday
al(rnnon when the (Jueen attempted to pro-
mulgate her new Constitution, the time when
the American troops landed on Monday after-
noonabout two days and a half Honolulu
was in an Incipient state of anarchy. During
thatttme theUueen had threatened her Min-
istry with violence' they had fled from herpresence for their live; they had appealed to
the peoplo to rise against tlo (Jueen, and Mar-
shal Wilson had illegally transformed the po-
lice station into an nroenal, with ' stand of
arms and Galling guns, hnd armed the police,
aud gathertxi u motley crowd of men. whom
lie had recruited from the streets ol the city.
At the request of many American citizens,
who feared Incendiarism and poslbly mob
violence In the high state of excitement. Min-
ister Stevens landed troops from the Huston
for the express purposs, as announced In his
letter to Capt, lltse. to protect the United
btates Legation, the United States Consulate,
and th rights and property of American citi-
zen.

Un Tuesday afternoon at 2:30 o'clock, con-
tinued Prof, oleson. the Committee on Publlo
Satety walked to theGovernment building and
read a proclamation abrogating the monarchy
and establishing the ProvUional Government.
Immediately citizens rallied to the support of
the new Government fro-- every direction, be-
cause frequent occasions during the previous
years had made it necessary lor them to hold
themselves prepared for just such emergencies,
and many of them had bsen members nf vo-
lunteer companies. These American citizens
were voters and partook of the political life
there. They were also Hawaliana. with th
exception that they could not hold office.
The I nlted Mates Government had frequently
landed troop In the past, and standing orders
liud been given by the Government of th
I ulted Mates to protect thl class of persons.
He did uot think that the landing of the troops
had the slightest influence on way or the
other on the I evolution. Marshal Wilson in-
trenched tii masses in the police station be-
fore the troops were landed. There wa no

ubstantlal difference In the location of th
United. States troops lu this case and in thrase of th landing In Ibnl), except that In
Minlstsr Merrill's time they were in plain light
and in the other thty were undercover.

In regard to th comparative forces of thcontending faotions. Prof. Oleson said that th
Queen had seventy men tn th t arracks and
Srobably 200 man, without organization or

unifying principle, at the polle
station. Against this w.r pitted th masse
of th people to th number of 1.300. who on
tba previous dy had met in mas meeting.
There wsr 100 picked men. who had been un-
der fir on previous occasions and were good
marksmen, who wsr obliged to b at the nt

lad not landed, Prof. Oleson said ha so
although It mleht not have been done

so easily. Under eue.li condition Marshal
Wilson would have retalnod, possession ol the
police station, which would have been be-
sieged, and the conflict would have been with
every advantage on tho side nfithe citizens
until he would have been obliged to surrender.

Concerning the chsracterof the people who
make up the population of the Island of Oahu
and the other Islands. Prof. Oleson said the
great majority of them, could read and write.
A small proportion hold land now, but less
limn In former years. As to their fitness for
citizenship,, ho said they wore n people who
were easily led, and lints were the victim" of
tlemagoguelsm. They were a people Willi
strong family relatione, as shown In their con-
duct tnwnrd and their indifference to leprosy.
He did not think the native pnnula-Ho- n

could maintain a Government by
themselves, ns but few among them were
equipped for such duties. Of the best schol-
ars nf the country, many of them, he said,
went Into the Honolulu Iron works and other
followed the trad of the carpenter or kin-
dred trades. If left to themselves the witness
believed this people would either go back tn
barbarism or have an absolute government.
Many o tho best Hawaiian" were, he added,
favorable to annexation to the United States.

THVltSJOX'.l tMVOtlTAXT DKarATCIIRfi.

Importnnt Itnslneee for the sttate Depart-
ment with Ilunrall' Minister.

CrtiCAiio, Jan. 10.Loren A. Thurston. Ha-

waiian Minister to the United States, arrived
here y from Oahu and left almost im-

mediately for Washington. In ah Interview
Mr. Thurston said!

"The United States are not likely to b sued
for damages br the bankrupt and nearly
friendless Lllluokalanl, and. If I am not great-
ly mistaken, the Provisional Government of
Hawaii will remain and take It place with the
prosperous nations of the earth. President
Dole will send his compliments to all sov-
ereigns nnd rulers, and his successor will not
bearovallst.

"My mission this lime Is an Important one.
That oannotba denied. I have Important de-
spatches In my keeping, but of course I can-
not discuss their contents. Nor can I an-
swer any Interrogatories concerning President
Clevoland,or his policy. Sufflotontto say that
considerable Importance will be attached to
tlio correspondence that I am conveying to
Washington.

"Ia it not true that you havo written charges
against United Mates Minister Willis IT" the
Minister from Hawaii was asked.

"I must decline to talk upon the nature or
contents of my official communications from
tho Provisional Government. When I left Hon-
olulu a week ago last Saturday. Minister Willis
was still porsona grata, and I can add that
there nover wns, nor will there be, contem-
plated a movement on the part of President
Dole and the Government to furnish Mr.
Willis his passports "

"How did it seem to hear th
blood-thirst- y dsmands for the heads of our
friends in tho Provisional Government and
for your own. too?"

Mr. "JKiurston smiled and replied: Oh, the
has not been restored to her throne,

and her remarks wero sensational only in the
newspapers. I did not tear her threats, other-
wise 1 would have remained away from Hono-
lulu, llythe way, the story of Lllluokalanl'
petulant avowal that sho would show no am-
nesty to the leaders of the Provisional party
caused considerable Indignation In the islands,
andhercnuso was weakened to a great ex-
tent. The United States are not liable to be
sued for damages by tho almost friendless and
Impecunious deposed Queen. She will never
be restored, and I doubt whether she will have
adherents enough In a short time, at thepresent rate of desertion, to make even a
shabby showing of royalty."" Have you any fears aa to the nature of your
reception at Washington?" Mr. Thurston was
ashed.

"None whatever. The United States Gov-
ernment aro uniformly just and tolerant, and
I have every reason to bellove that I will con-
tinue tn receive the official recognition. Pres-
ident Dole and tho members of his Cabinet
felt so certain of this when I bade them good-b- y

that all my doubt were v anlshed."" Has Lllluokalanl been recruiting any
army?"

"She may have taken such a step Istsly. bnt
I doubt It. Friends have deserted her onevery hand, and I don't think she has the
facilities necessary to the raising of funds to
prosecute warlike preparations. Few of the
native chltts can be enlisted tn her cause."

We
need Hawaii for the estatllshment of a dry
dock and for a coaling station lly the occu-
pation of Hawaii, our Western ooast would bo
lar more secure than by the expenditure of
any amount ot money In coast defences.

' We need such possessions If. we would be-
come a great maritime nation. The cointuorca
ot the Paclflo Is ours if we have sense enough
to take possession of it. Wo need not only
Hawaii hut Samoa.

"If we would heoomea great maritime or a
re at naval power we must establish dry3ocks and coaling stations. We haven't

XANT CA0B3 OF MEASLES.

Th Slaeasn Increasing Stronc Meannren
lo lie Taken br the Hoard or Ifrelth.

The Board of Health ha decided to adopt
stringent measures In the treatment of mea-
sles because of the unusual number of cases
that have been reported within the past few
weeks. While the number of cases Is very
large the death rate Is low. The disease ha
been growing steadily since the beginning of
the month.

During the weak ending Jan. 0, 302 eases
were reported. Last week the number in-

creased to 450. It was fatal In 20 cases last
week. This week' record promises to be still
higher. On Saturday alone 107 cases were re-

ported; on Monday. 110; Tuesday, 07: Wed-
nesday, 101, and Thursday, 81. The deaths
average about 17 a day. In the week ending
Jan. 13, 18fKl. only 107 cases were reported.
The last epidemic of measles was In 1887. In
the month of January of that year over 300
deaths ocourrrd from the disease.

The Hoard of Health within the next few
days will Issue circulars containing instruc-
tions relative to the treatment of measles.
These will ba scattered through the tenement
houses.

Measles being a common disease, many peo-
ple never call In a physician. In this way sick
children ara allowed to mingle with others and
to spread the disease.
