In the course of convsrsation the other dar
a n neurologist ot this cltr cave to
another physician nn Interesting description of
his treatment ot a case of hvsterlcut paralysis.
Tha caso occurred at liellevue Hospital, and a
piece ot metal was the remedy employed.

Tho patient was Delia Ann Keeg.in, who, It
will be remembered, leaped Into tame, but
gained nothing more substantial, by bringing
suit fur $40,000 dnmagaa against ths ogod
millionaire, llussell Base. About three weeks
ago she was taken III at the Wost Thirty-sovent- h

street police station, where she had
been given lodging for the ulchl, and was re-

moved to Ilellevue Hospital. At the hospital
an examination showed that she was suffering
from a roost curious form ot paralysis.

Miss Keegnn Is about sixty years of age,
rather above the average height, and appar-
ently once possessed a strong constitution
and her share ot eood looks. Her hnlr Is gray,
but she still retains a ruddy complexion. As
she lay on tho hospital cot, unable to more,
she made a striking picture of helplessness,
bite was conscious, but powerless to speak,
her tongue being partially paralrr.ed. Loss ot
fooling extended over tho right sldo ot tier
body, but stopped sharply at tha middle line.
The Doctor prodded her with pins up and
down the atfoctod side, on her body, limbs,
face, and forehead, but sho did not shrink
from pin pricks until tho still normal side was
rencbod. A tuning fork placed to her ear could
not be heard, nnd strong nmmonla applied to
her nostril made no Impression. A test applied
to tho or showed a narrowing of tho field of
vision; slin could see an object placed I ofore
her nro, but could see nothing to tho rlcht or
lolt Tho sense of taste, on ono side ot her
toneuo. had also d'sappeared

In this condition Miss Keecnn remained for
two da7a after her arrival at tho hospital.
Then the Doctor brean the simple but benefi-
cial metallic treatment. He directed the nurse
to procure a pleco of metal nnd plicoltupon
her affected arm. An unpretentious hrnes
bueklo was callod Into use- -a relic, perhaps, ot
hurso trappings, or something that hnd
dono service at tho ond of n trunk stiap At
first the nurs'j made tho mlstako of sewine
tho buckle u i In cloth boforo npidylnc It to ths
pitlent's nrnt. Then tho coverlnc was removed,

, and the metal placed In contnet with the skin,
and hold In place by strips of ndhestvo plaster.

In twenty-fou- r hours ths rntlent began to

show a susceptibility to the metal, nnd on ths
Doctor's second visit, two days afterward,
paralysis had nearly disappeared. Bho could
roe and hear, smell nnd taste. Hhe could move
the arm freely, and stand upon the once help-
less teg.

" This case Is not unlaue In rar experience."
said tho Doctor. "At the Mcntollnrs Horns I
have ofton usod metals to determine whether
or not paralysis was historical in character,
and with success."

Tho uso of metals In the healing art dates
from the dayaof Oaten nnd his contempora-
ries, but they attributed the curative powors
to tho magic Inscriptions borne by them. Asa
sclonce metallotherapy, tho name clven to the
system now In use, was unknown among
the ancients. During ths eighteenth century
tlie subject attractod some attention In France,
soveral eminent scientists testifying to the
curative effects of metalllo plaques. To Dr.llurq. o. Trench Investigator, howevor. Is given
the croditot bringing motala to the notice ot
medical men of the present day. ln 1K48 howas led to make experiments by observing thesusceptibility of persons In the somnambu-
listic stage ot animal macnotism to cold, sil-
ver, copper, and other metals

Dr. liurq's method of procedure was first to
determine by applying different metals, theone adapted to the Individual under treat-
ment, thus llndine the "personal sensibility,"
as he calls It, of the patient. Iron ho placed nt
ths head ot the list as the metal most fre-
quently exerting an Influence. According to
other authorities cold has been used ln thegreatest number ot successful cases. Thepersotial sensibility" havlne been ascer-
tained. Dr. liurq proceeded to armor-plat- e hiipatlonts.sometiinrsdrapfncthcm with a large
number at disks. He coutlnutd the treatmentdally until the patient Improved. Ilo acatn
art.Hod tho coat ot mall It there was a recur-
rence ot the trouble.

Ur. Durq wuited nearly thirty years forrecognition from the scientific wond. his ef-
forts to opularlze hladlsooverr In Iheraputlcs
being met with distrust. As he says.

"Despairing of success, 1 ceased mr pere-
grinations lo the hospitals, gave mr pen re-
pose, and sought diversion In otlier wink."

liilrl7ntho DocletJde Uiologle appointed a
committee consisting of MSI. Charcot. Liiya.
nnd Dumontpulller. to investigate tho mar-
vellous results wnich Dr. llurq claimed fol-
lowed the e ot metals. The realty of ttiovarious phenomena was ful y established, the
conclusions of the committee being endorsedby other eminent investigators. A second re-
port of tho committee, mndo two years later,
and dealing with Internal inetallotherap)-- ,

again commended Dr. Iturq'e system.

As rou enter you expect to haven baronet
pointed at your breast and hear the sentry
call. "Who goes there?" Hut the Interior,
when rou once cot above ths ground floor. Is
not so forbidding Iu aspect.

In ono of the offices In this building sits Cot.
John K. Mlznsrottbo Tenth Cavalry, an off-

icer with plenty ot dash and en who exempli-
fies those sentences In our cavalry tactics
which snyi "it Is uenerally expected of cavalry,
and Is Its pride, to bo bold and daring. Ths
cavalry commander who contents himself with
sending out a skirmish lias often Ions a .great
opportunity."

Col. Mlznsr Is at the head of thi recruiting
ssrvlee of the United States armr. nnd he has
not contented himself with "lending out a
skirmish line." He thinks that desertions are
due to careless recruiting rather than to hard-
ships uf ths service. He doesn't believe la
"bread-and-butter- " soldiers mon who look
upon the armr as a last rosort for a livelihood,
and he has established for all recruiting ren-

dezvous this standard:
"No officer Is justified In enlisting a man

whom ho would not willingly accept or be clad
to hnve In his own troop, battnryorcompany."
Col. Mlrner wants young, brlcht men who will
bs proud tovtear Undo ham's uniform. Uncle
fim has only 25,000 nephews In blue. They
are all In the same ahado of blue, but you ran
tell what they do by the stripes on their
trousers. Those nephews who rldo and whoss
"prldo" It ls"lo bo bold ami darlne" havs
yellow strlpss, those who walk wear white
stilpes, and those who aro ready to handlo ths
big cuns. which Uncle Bam should havs but
hasn't, hnve red etrli es.

If our army could be brought Into mors In-

timate relations with the people it would soon
become popular.
