WAsntvoTov, Jan. 21. The ontlre edition of

tho annual report of the Kmlthsonlan Institu-
tion, numbering 2,000 copies, will have to bo
expurgated before the report sees tho light ot
day. It was dlscoverod, just before tho report
was to be placed Into the hands of the binders,
that It contained matter that would shock the
national idea of orthodoxy.

Theobjeotlonable matter was found In two
lectures by n Washington scientific;
men ono by Trof. W. 0. Mcdooof tho Geolo-
gical Hurvey. and the other by Trot, letter
W nrd ot tho Hmlthsonlan Institution.

They wcrotakon from tho winter course of
Saturday lecturos at tho National Museum,
and tho offence Inl each was trenching on tho
teachings ot the orthodox Church. They wore
accordingly expurgated.

1 ho lecture by Prof. Ward was on the " Physi-
ological Man." Prof. Ward, In common with a
numbor of modern scientific men. Is of the
opinion that all mental exhibitions nro tho re-

sult of plnstoloctcnl action, n naterlallstlo
view of brain phonomena not exactly in ac-
cord with tho theory of a distinct indwolllnc
soul principle.

In this ho does not go much furthor. If any,
than Prof. I.ndd nr Llr Irank llaker of thla
city, but In his National Museum locturo he
launchod Into spoculatUe lllchts that. In the
opinion ot Prof. Ijuialor, were calculated to
shock the national propriety.

Prof. McUco's Icoture mm moro of n popular
ono. treating ot tho growth of the worth, lbt
maturity and decline through the aces, as a

but a genorioserles.ln which tho higher sprung
from the lower through the oporatlon
ot natural forces planted In the cosmos
at the beginning and thus residing in the
earth, and thereby a new and nobler plan ot
oreatlon was recognized, and the modern high
priests extolled a more exalted theme than the
old."

TUey Are to be Agala on F.xblbltlea When
tbe ColnmbDO Musauoa la Chicago le Heady,
Wabiiinotov. Jan. 21. Tho valuable relics,

carefully cuardod for hundred of years In the
Vatican, and which were loaned by the Pope
for exhibition at the World's Fair, will not be
returned to Homo under guard of Government
officers and In a naval vessel, as was stlpulatod
when the Pope gave bis consent to their re-
moval, but are to remain in this country In-
definitely. They are now In the possession ot
Archbishop Ireland, nnd when the Columbus
Museum at Chicago is ready ther will be
again placed on exhibition. It Is under-
stood that the Pope will allow them to
stay In this country for some time. They will
not be presented as a gift to the museum,
however, but In time will undoubtedly be re-
turned to the Vatican. The Columbus papers
and other ancient doouments brought from
l.urope to tho lair are still In the Govern-
ment's possession. They will remain In this
country until the next naval ship sails for the
Mediterranean when they will b returned iu
care ot an agent of the btate Department.

suffering from a lack ot employment,. brought
on by overproduction.

German manufacturers have their ware-
houses piled up to the ceilings with goods
ready for shipment a soon as the proposod
tarltlrevlsion in the L'nlted btates goes into
eiTect. T hroughout Germany it is understood
that the now tariff law will become operative
early in the present year, and the manufac-
turers of goods which Itnd a ready sale in the
United btates are holding them back so as to
avoid tho present high duty.

TnE SITUATION IN ALBANY.

AtriAttr, Jan. 21-- ()f all studies In Slate
politics since the time ot ConLllng's resig-
nation, the prcsont situation In Albany Is
most Interesting. Tha ltepubllcans have
a preponderant majority In each House
ot the Legislature, they control all Hie
elective Btate departments, and they aro able
to decide absoluloly everything about legis-
lation. One might assume that, with this
state of affairs, It would bo easy to pre-
dict what legislation wilt bo enacted, and
what the main results of the session will
be. No such accurate prediction is possible.
The ltepubllcans have begun already to
dispute among 'themselves who shall be
the candidate for Governor noxt fall, and thoy
have even gone so far as to discuss who the
Lieutenant-Governo- r shall be. The Legisla-
ture Is filled with candidates. Tho Senate has
embryo Governors almost by the do7en. and
the Assembly could furnish enough Lieutenant-Gov-

ernors to stuff the original thirteen
colonies.

Senator Saxton and Assemblyman Hamilton
Fish are tho two main rivals for the Guberna-
torial nomination. Bpeaker Malby does not
aspire so high, but as he is from Bt. lawrence
cqunlr. which Is willing to fill any office
there Is and elves the banner llepubllcan
majority ot tho Btate, he thinks that the
Lleutenant-Govornorshl- p Is not too high
for his aspirations. Benator Iteynolds of
IlrooMm would be willing to bo
Lleutonnnt-Oovorno- r. So would Benator
O'Connor of Illnghamton, Senator Lexow of
Itocklaml. and two or three stray Senators
whoso ambitions aro not so openly voiced.
This naturally brines about n conflict of In-

terests and a roluctanco on the part of any
candidate to let any other candidate get
ahead ot him In legislative prominence or in
position bofore tho people Any bill which
one of those candidates Introducos Is almost
sure to bo greeted lukewarmly by the other
candidates. Howovor partisan llepubllcan a
bill Is, tho envies nnd Jealousies of political
rivalry will lnterfero with Its progress.

Borne moasures It may bo almost positively
asserted will become laws. One ot theso Is
tho Greator Now York bill, which proposes
that In some form or other the question of
consolidating New York and Drooklrn shall
be submitted to the people of the Btate at the
election In the fall. Half a dozen bills hnvo
been Introduced to this purpose The main
provision In them la tho question of tho sub-
mission ot the question ot consolidation to the
popular vote. Bomo ot the bills consolidate
only Now York and Brooklyn. Others take In
almost all ot Long Island. Btaten Island, and
Westchester counties.

Gov. Flower and Mr. Croker have openly de-

clared themselves In favor of committing the
question of consolidation to a popular voto.
This fact has great Influence with tho Legis-
lature. For although tho Legislature Is lle-
publlcan. It seems to pay more attention to
the opinions ot the Oovornor than to tho
wishes ot any ot the assumed legislative
leaders.

Next in Importance, perhaps, to the poople
of New ork city comes tho n

Ktectlon Inspectors bill. This bill Is going topass. It Is favored by Democrats and ltepub-
llcans alike. As Introduced by several Sen-
ators and Asssmblymen It appllos alike to
Democratlo cities and llepubllcan rural dis-
tricts. Gov. favored this hill In his
message Mr. Croker. Air. McLaughlin. Sen-
ator Murphy, and tho other leaders who apeak
for the sentiment of the majority of the people
of tho State, favor it, and It Is practically as-
sured that tho Itopubllcan legislature will
pass the bllL

Gf the Police bill no positive pre-
dictions can be made at present. Ho far there
Is no deal and no understanding with author-
ized persons. Borne friends of Mr. Piatt's con-
ferred with somo minor political leaders In
New York, who are anxious to avoid the wrath
which they feai Is to come, but their efforts
have not been authorized unto date, no faras
tho great leaders of the Btate or New York city
are concerned no deal has been made and no
deal Is likely to be made. Gov. has
nothing to sain by any such arrangement, and
any deal bill to become a law must recotve his
active or passive assent

The attltudo of the Tlatt republicans
toward New ork city legislation is that of
hesitation. They do not know whero they aro
at In New York city matters, and they hesitate
to pass bills until they understand something
more of their political position. They are be-
tween tho cross-fir- e of nubllo opinion In New
jork In favor of the bills for public Improve-
ments which have already been Introduced
and the fear that they may abandon somo
lever through which they can force Tammany
to make a deal tor patronage. It cannot be
stated too plainly that no deal has yet
been mnde. Mr. Piatt baa at pres-
ent nothing to offer In exchange lor
half of the New York city police
patronage. In a trade or barter, consideration
on each side Is one of tho most Important fea-
tures. Ho long as Mr. Piatt Is not the absolute,
master of a majority of both houses, and at

he Is master ot only a majority of theJressnt In each house, thore will be no
deals made.

Unfortunately for Mr. Ptatt. the rumor has
got around that he Is Interested In financial
legislation. Multo a numbor ot tho ltepubll-
cans In both houses are also Interested In
financial legislation. They want to be In on
the dlwy of the results. Until they are In Mr.
Piatt's financial legislation will not go through.
This suspicion may be unfounded, but. more
thananythlngelee. it Is the reason forthespllt
between the Ilepubllcans which has arrayed
the numerous legislative accidents on the side
ot the antl-1'la- tt men.
