As a
result, tho Executive Commlttoo ot tho
Congress was asked to nppolut Commis-
sioners from each Stnto and Territory In
tho arid bole, who should roport at somo
future mooting of tho Congress whut tho
irilgatlou policy of thu country ouch t to be.

pending theto Investigations, the Cougi ess
In Its address assumed that tho desirable
public domain In legions where tho rain-
fall is Hiiftlciont to support agriculture, hus
been very nearly disposed ol. West of tho
nluoty-sovout- h meridlttu, however, thero
are tracts arid or seml-url- d aggregating,
according to the'Geiiiiral J.and Office, per-
haps S12.000.000 acres; uud tho question
arises whut. If uuythltig, cuu lo done
with theso. A grunt part of this area can
never be cultivated, although tomu of It
muy havo a value for cattle ranges or forest
reservations. Experieuco shows, however,
that inuuy arid tracts favotubly situated for
irrigutloit from wuter courses cun be prgllt-abl- y

reclaimed, and tho question is now as
to how far aud lu what way this policy cau
be Judiciously carried out,

Tho uxlstlng laws on this subject aro be-

lieved to bo inadequate, Tho Desert Land
law, according to the Los Augcles Congress,
has becomu mainly uu instrument of cor-

porations thut do not couforui to its
orlgiual aim and purpose, A funda-
mental principle is declared to bo thut
streams rislug In oue State and flowing, by
natural courses, through another must bo
"conserved and equitably divided under
Federal authority;" and that water lu nat-
ural channels uud beds may, like prlvato
land, bo takeu for public uses under tho
right ot eminent domain. But with theso
reliances for a complete public control of
the Irrigation problem absured, tho ques-
tion how to put them In operation Is admit-
ted by tho Congress to tie a difficult ono.
Amodg the stops which it suggested as re-

quiring legislation nre: to ascertain and
define tho draluugo areas of tho Intor-Stat- o

stromas; to reserve from fcaloor pormanent
disposal all pastoral lands within thoso
areas, leasing them, however, for cnttlo
ranges, aud using the proceeds for develop-
ing a water supply, so that they may ulti-
mately be used for stock (arms and homes;
tho limitation ot theland that may be taken
up by settlors undor Irrigation systems to
forty acres.

It seems plain from the very statement ot
these preliminary steps that the wisest and
Ust method of solving the whole problom
Is for Congress to cede the arid public lunds
to the sevoral States and Territories within
which thoy are situated. Take, for ex-

ample, tho proposed leailog of pastoral
.
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lands In the great dralbage arena for
grazing purposes, and tho dovotlon of
tho rentals to developing systems of wator
supply for fertilizing thoso tandsi certainly
that Is not tho sort ot business for which
our Federal Government lo constituted. It
mny sell to Individuals at a very low and
nlmost nomlunl rato Dxod portions ot the
arid lands, so that thoy may ho made lit for
cultivation. Or It rliay oedo hundreds of
millions of acres without any compensa-
tion whotovor.to tho States and tho Territo-
ries, In ordor that thoso may develop thorn,
dorlvothoptoflt of thnt dovclopmont, and
bonblotodlspoio ot thorn to their people
nt very low rales. Tho glowing terms In

which tho Los Angeles Congress spenks ot
tho real wealth to bo drawn at somo tuturo
day from tfleso hundreds ot millions of
ncrcs sufficiently show thnt thoy would
form a noblo gift from tho peoplo of tho
whole countiy lo tho peoplo ottho States
and Territories In which they nro situated.

Tho gain to tho Unltod States ns a wliolo
would be tho romovnl from Congross of a
business that docs not belong to It or tho
Fodontl Government. With this In vlow. It
could well nftord to glvo tip any price tho
lands might now or hoi enfter btlng. In malt-lu- g

this sweoplng grant, Congress might
convoy tho lauiM lu trust for tliulr tillttunto
dovolopntont, so that thoy could bo for-

feited If tho States and Torrltorlcs neglected
to make arrangomonts within a ronsonablo
period for proper systoms of Irrigation. It
could, In any case, tako care that ono Stnto
should not encroach upon tho rights of an-

other in stroams common to both.
A formor irrigation congross thnt mot at

Bait Lako City took strong ground In favor
of this conveyance of thoso public lands In
trust to tho Stales and Territories for tho
purposo of making thoin fort llo.

Tho Needs of tho New Yorlc Pot Office.

Wo should llko to hear that a flttlug
answer had been given lo tlw.iiotslstoiit
solicitation of Postmaster Dayton for
means to secure tho betterment of tho
postal service of Xuw York. For years no
provision hns been mado to meet tho
enormous enlargement In tho business of
tho Post OQlco hero; and both tho work
of local delivery nnd that of forwatdlng
tho outgoing malls, domestic aud forelgu,
havo beon obstructed In consequence, to tho
discomfort of lottcr writers, to tho loss of
the business community, and to tho dlsnd-vantng- o

of tho periodical press. Postmas-
ter Dayton has repeatedly complained to
tho Post Office Department eluco ho took
offlco last year; ho hns submitted to that
department practical plans for tho Imme-

diate Improvement of tho service, and
ho has porsounlly urged Postmnster-Goncr- nl

Wilson S. Bihsell to furnish
him with tho facilities Imperatively re-

quired, which would not ho costly. Mr.
Bissell knows tho facts, both from official
sources aud from commercial bodies which
have sent addresses to him. But his policy
has been that of negligence and delay, a
most uufortunato policy in a case of this
kind. At Inst ho has appointed a Commis-
sion to examine tho subject nnd mnko a
roport upon It.

This Is tho first point gained by Mr.
Dayton, It It bo n point. Tho Commis-
sioners oualit to bo ablo to get tluough
with their business lu tho week after their
appointment, nnd to sond their report to
Washington by tho first mall thnt leaves
hero after tho business Is finished. Thoy
can procuro all tho facts In a day; thoy can
mnko up their minds about Mr. Dayton'o
suggestions in an hour; and they can con-

sider all objections to them In another hour.
The Postmaster-Genera- l can read their
report In a forenoon, and can render his de-

cision upon it, with tho aid of his first.
second, and third assistants, nnd ot Secre-
tary C.uilisle, very soon nftor he has
reached tho end; of It.

Thcro is no obscurity In the cao; thcro Is
no uncertainty as to the circumstances ot
It; there can be no doubt as to tho naturoot
tho Judgment thnt ought to bo formed upon
it by tho functionary In Washington.

It Is not for the turnout of New York only
thnt this matter should boattomld to with-
out further delay. Our Post Offlco Is tho
central office for tho postal service of tho
whole country; and tho Interests of Toxn9,
Oregon, nnd Kansns, as well us ot Virginia,
Vermont, Michigan, andnll theother Slates
ottho Union aro nflected every day of tho
year by tho way In which its business Is
transacted.

cludes. We had an example of them when Mr.
Campbell, tho American Consul, applied foran
exequatur to tho French Resident, and the
(Juoon Insisted on her right to Issue ex-
equaturs. The controversies about the oxtent
of Frenoh possessions on-- Dlcgo Suarez Bay.
about tho Iloynl Bank ot Madagascar, and
about concessions to an L'ngllsh company In
roturn tor a loan may also bo rornombered.

Indoed. over a year ngo M. ie Many, a
member ot the Chamber of Deputies from La
IMunlon. declared that unloss Franco exerted
herself her protectorate would become merely
nominal, while the rovenues of Madagascar
would be absorbed by Kngllsh companies.
Ono concession, he said, had glvon L',000.000
acres of land containing precious metals,
copper, nnd coaL The Minister ot Forolgn Af-

fairs, however, replied that France could not
control concessions, nnd that two English
syndicates which had obtained them had
failed. But the friction between the French
Ildiident and tho llova Government nt Tana-narlv- o

has not been removed and now. It
appears, open hostilities are possible.
