wrote 0ld War Minister Count von Roon In

Lothrop Motley had besn forced to plead at

The prinaipal offeness sharged against Ar-
alm were that he had stolen ofMelal doen-
marite from the German embasay (o 'aris and
had published parts of them. He did both, as
was shown at the trlal.  He had basn deprivad
of hia post In U'atrin beoause he had committed
the famous offence of “making opposition to
Bismarck. * Making opponition' was then a
dragnot phrase in German polities, and under
Plamarck It wan often made as fatal to Am-
bassadors, eourtlors, and

“gross misdemeancr” or
majesté™ In to Cerman editors and Ho-
einlist  politielans. Hismarok had found
Arnim too versatile, too independant, and too
muoh prone to appeal from the Chancellery to
the throne. Fventually the Chancellor found
Arnim too slow In negotiating the last pay-
ment of the Fronch war indemnity.
to his inauiries convinesd him that Arnim had
delayed negotiations for the purposs of profit-
Ing from a stock speculation which he and
Daron de Hirseh had undertaksn. He told the
Empoeror all this, and then complained of
Arnlm's Insubordination so Incossantly that
Willinm 1. fnally lost confidance In hils protéed
and recalled hiae.
from FParls the ofMcial records which he
thought would justify his opposition
An soon as ho reached home he
bogan publishiing articles written from them.
The time was ripe for Dismareck to make ona
of his “terribis examoles" that others might
be warned ol the perlls of making opposition.
Thus it came that Count Harry von Arnim sat
as prisoner Io s eriminal court. Ho waa fonnd
gulltr and on apreal was sentenced to nine
months' lnprisonment. He flad to Austria and
thers ho published more rovelations concerns
Ing the Berlin Forelgn OMes and more denun-
ciations of Blamarck. He was sentenced by a
german court to five yoars' panal servitude,
but ho remained In exile bayond the arm of
German law until his death.

Count Harry von Arnim and his Imperial pa-
tron and patroness ara dead. The jurists
who conducted those famous trinla are gone
or forgotten. Hlsmarck alone of all the fight-
ers of those stormy days is still before the
world, and he has at last consented to let the
world know more of the motives that lay be-
hind the recal!l and the relentless prosecution
ofhis only rival. This he has done through

In the prefacs to this work Plum
Princs Plsmarck sllowed the author
to queation him personally and orally concern-
ing the events and clreumstances in the posiod
treated in the following pages, and hs per-
supally and orally gave in respoase full an-
and explanations.”

Dismarck retract part of the statements In
Nium's book. Nismarck lgnored the letter,
whioh was then published at Arnim's request
in the Berlin and Vienna dailios and the Tines
and Standand In London.

other steps inoase I'rince Hismarek persisted
In refusiog to retract. Thus, befors any trans-
