Tho consideration of the Income Tax bill
as resumed, and Mr. Covert (Dem., N'. V.)

took up the thread of lilt argument against It
at the I'Clot whom be droppod It yesterday
when the House took a recess. Ho referred to
)tr. McMlllln'i eloquent tribute to the Unit In
his peroration yesterday ; but ha wanted to see
that flsg floating over a united countrr. In
which there should be no olass distinctions
such as would be created by this bill.

Mr H.ittletttDem. N. Y.l, In denouncing the
Income lax, bllt said It was proposed bra
hrsni'h ot the Democratla inrtr which affili-

ated with the Populist party, and ilemandod
alio the free coinage ot both gold and silver
at Its present ratio. The Democracy of New
York had been accused of treachery, and it
had been proposed to read the New York
Democracy out ot the party: but It was the
populist wing of the Democratic, party, those
who favored an Income tax and free coinage

f silver, who were the traitors to tho party
policy.

Mr. flartlott said he was opposed to an In
come tax of any kind, but ho was particularly
opposed to tho Income Tax bill which had
been presented to tho Ilouse because It boro
with unequal sovorltr on different classes,
tie did not nee any Justice In taxing a tow
thousand people whllo the millions escapod.

He objected to tho pending amendment bo-t- uo

savings should not bo taxed, as was pro
posed by the bill ; he objocted to It because no
distinction was made between Incomes derived
from the practice ot a profession and an In-

come receded from an Inheritance. It was
wronc that no distinction was made between
theso two classes of income. Another objec-
tion was that it Rave the deputy collectors ar-

bitrary authority in the collection ot cvldonco.
In conclusion, he characterized the bill as n

premium on dishonesty and a punishment for
joncstr.

Late Penco. the Colorado Populist, deliv-
ered a ringing speoch In favor of an income
tax. This measure and this alone of the
vork ot the Fltty-thir- d Consress would clve
the millions of poople throusbout tho oountry
something to which they could pin their faith.

Means. It is true that the Kupreme Court,
under tho pressure of war necessities.

tution and declared the Income tax of
IHtll constitutional. Hut tho proposed tnx
differs from the Ineome tnx of 1N01 In Im-
portant dotalK and tho Mipremn Court. If

Hut the error in the conclusions drawn from
these figures Is seen at once when we note
that this assumed valuation of real and per-
sonal property is mado up largely ut Items
that have no value In themselves, but ammerely evldenoes of the ownership of things
having value or of obligations for the payment
ot value, such as stocks, bonds, promissory
notes, and other evidences of Indebtedness,
titles to lands, buildings, and other improve-
ments. The real things represented nr called
for hy these documents, which so greatly swell
the uxautiifd valuations ot tho Northern and
1 astern states do Lot, ln great part at least,
really exist In those States : they In great part
exist In or are called for from the Western nnd
Houthorn States, which occupy to the North,
the Hast, and Kurope the relation ot debtor to
creditor, of tenant to landlord. Thus tho great
disproportion In assessed valuation wouldlargely disappear on an estimate of the valuo
ot the things which the direct tnx as hereto-
fore imposed has teen laid on and the inci-
dence ot a direct tax apportioned In the con-
stitutional way. according to population, while
still unequal, would not show so glaringly un-
equal as these figures would make it appear.

Now Congress has never yet committed thefolly of attempting to tnx mere evidences of
value 'lhe first tax. that of 171H. was leviedupon "dwelling houses ' mis and slaves." In
1M1.1 It was levied ti all lands, lots of

with their ' n vements, (dwellingground, and slaves;" hi Imll. upon "the valuo
of all lands and lots nf ground, with their Im-
provements and dwelling houses." with an
exemption of J.Vio tu any individual who
actually resided thereon.

While a tax upon the valuo nt nil lands nnd
Improvements, when apportioned among thn
States in proportion to population, might stillappear unoqual, there is an iaar method of
doing away v, 1th re il Inequality that of strik-
ing out improvements nnd making Ithe direct
tax a tax on the value ot land and lots alone.

Very much of the improvements of the South
and Westfor Instance, practically nil the
railroads-a- re owned in the North and East
and in Kurope. and a still greater proportion
ot the land values.

Now. it Is an accepted and Indisputable prin-
ciple of political economy, obvious to whoever
will think of the matter, that any tax falling
upon Improvements must be borne by theusers ot the improvements. Thus a tax levied
upon improvements must be paid by the resi-
dents of the Mate In which those improve-raont- s

are located, no matter where theownerimay be tor the residents ot that Btoto alone
can be the users ot those Improvements.

Hut It la also an accepted nnd Indisputable
principle nf political ernnomy. obvious to who-
ever will think nf the matter, that any tax on
the value of land will not fall upon the user of
the land, who must be a resident of tho state,
but upon the owner of the land, who may be --

and to a very large extent in our West and
South is an absentee residing In tho great
Kastern cities or In l.uropn 'thus bv striking
out Improvements in the direct tax and leaving
it a tax upon the valueof land alone, vr obtain
n tar vv hlch, though apportioned to a State and
collected in that Mate. Is with regard to the
South and West ln large measure borno by ab-
sentee owners of the land of thatHtate. 'lhus
the seeming Inequality is corrected. Texas
might appear to pay a greater pro rata tux
thnn Masssehusetti. and rlorida than Rhode
Island, and Washington than Now Hampshire,
but this would ba only seeming. Either in the
shape of direct otvnership or of mortgages an
immense proportion oi me inn values ni tne
South and West la really owned by reoldenta
ot the North and Last and of Europe, while the
people of the South and V eat own practically
nothing of the land value of the Last aud
North.

Statistics on this subject are generally un-

Understand me: I do not favor lueh an ex-
emption ia luolt. Art single taxers, who ffuuid

pnt nil taxes, national. Rtate, county, and
municipal, on the value of land. Irrespective of
Improvements, ask for no exemptions for small
holders. Hut In proposing this tax as a substi-
tute fer the Income tax It Is only fair to It that
It should bo put In the sameform nnd given tho
same extraneous advantage. As between a tax
on incomes without exemption and a tax on
land values without exemption thorn is no
question which the masses of our people, and
especially tho masses of tho West and South,
would prefer, if there Is to bo nil exemption
In income tax, then 1st us propose tho same ex-
emption In this direct tax, that the poople may
fairly choose botween tho two.

Hut it will bo said, you aioptoposlng now
what you objected to lieforp. lou

tho taxing of the few hy the many to bo tin
democratla and unjust. Now, you are propos-
ing another tax. that will fall only on tho own-
ers ot valuable land already but n minority ot
tho people of this country, and that with tho
exemption will fall only on a very small mi-
nority, and they In greater part

The difference, howover, lies In this: In the
lncomo tax it Is proposod to make no distinc-
tion as to tho source of Income. The only dis-
tinction Is In amount. It Is proposed to take
the Income of the man who hns earned It hy
his exertion ns fully ns thstnf thn man who
lias merely appropriated what belohgs to thecommunity. In tho direct tax that 1 advoeite,
nnd that my friend, the gentleman from Cali-
fornia (Mr Magulre), will Introduce, we will
not take one penny from tho earnings ot labor
or of capital. We call on no one for anything
that thn Individual has added to thn com
monwealth. We take lor tho uso of thn peo.
pie what tho poople themselves have created.
A a matter of equal rights, ns n matter of
common Justice, vvo ought to tnko It all. Hlnco
we are not now going to tnko it nil. but only
some little portion, wu have n right to dis-
criminate by taking at first from thnsn who
hnve most prollted hy tho Inilistlco which rocs
the many for the bsnellt ot the few.

No; In this simplification of tho dlroct tax hy
striking out the value of Improvements wn
will bn recurring tu the only truo and lust
basis of taxation, tu a tax which is only In form
n tax. and which Is In reality but a taking for
thn uso of society what the growth of society
has produced. And tho effect of this
mode of taxation may bo readily seen.
What wl'l your Income tnx do toopen avenues of employment to those now
suffering from tho want of employment (
Nothing whatever but to create places fnr

few more tax gstherers. Hut even tho llttlo
measure which I advocnto In the direct tax
would at nnco, nnd perceptibly In the newer
Mates, olicrnto to check and choke speculation
In land, to open to that grent army now rapidly
becoming chronic tramp the natural opportu-
nities lor thn employment of their own labor,
